Five of
the number are branch plants ser-
viced by central systems.

For one thing, a large
number of locker systems have
been installing their own small
killing plants and abatoirs.

For the last few years frozen
food plants have been in their
hayday, and rationing increased
the popularity of the family lock-
er, Snyder believes. He predicts
that as fresh foods become more
plentiful, city people are more
likely to drop out as customers,
buying custom frozen foods in

stores rather than processing their
own.

As far as technique is concerned,
great changes likely are in store
in the processing of frozen food.
Enzymes, which affect the ripen-
ing of fruits and vegetables have
been inactivated in the past by
steam or boiling water. In the fu-
ture, they' might be inactivated
electronically, and thawing may
be done the same way. Flash
sterilization also may be a new
development in the frozen food
field, Snyder believes.

Gibson, dairy specialist of the
Texas A. and M. College Exten-
sion Service, who points out that
most sections of the state have 90
days of plentiful pasture and feed
and a nine-month’s period of get-
ting by the best way they can.

In his estimate of lost food value
which might be conserved for
feeding, Gibson includes such po-
tential crops as fence row John-
son grass, crop residuce, and bun-
dle feed which is stacked in the
open. Rat and weevil damage to
stored grain, of course, takes
heavy toll.

“There has never been a year
when it is so important not only
to produce as much feed as possi-
ble, but to save every bit that is
produced,” Gibson said.

He pointed to the silo, especially
the trench silo, as the surest and
least expensive method of storing
feed.

“Some farmers point to high
labor costs and labor shortage as
the reason why trench silos were
not dug and filled in 1945,” Gib-
'son added. “I believe that labor
cost at its present level is not the
limiting factor for food conserva-
tion in the face of the nation-wide
' food and feed shortage.”

forms, 1) dry, in wettable powder
‘and 2) liquid, in oil or xvlene so-
lutions or emulsions. Both forms
may be diluted with water for
use as a spray or dip.

The decision to recommend on-
ly DDT in wettable powder form
| for use on livestock was made by
'a committee of entomologists and
animal husbandmen who checked
all known sources of information.
The group will make further rec-
'ommendations as research on DDT
goes on.

The committee pointed cut that
DDT in wettable powder goes into
suspension when diluted with
water for use as a spray or dip.
There was no evidence that it was
harmful to animals even if used
at strength somewhat greater than
that recommended by the manu-
facturer. L

Central Planning

“But, Sergeant, I thought . . .”

“Oh, you thought!” scornfully
echoed his superior. ‘“What right
have you got to think? Are you
drawing a thinking man’s pay?”

Such is regimentation! The young
man was not in school, where su-
perior work yields superior grades.
He was not in business, where better
work means better pay. He was in
the army.

This is not a criticism of military
discipline or army efficiency. I am
no military expert. I use this story
to illustrate how regimentation kills
initiative. By the very nature of
its workings, it is destructive of
progress in peaceful pursuits. In
despot-ruled countries, things hap-
pen to all thinking civilians very
much like what the young recruit
experienced.

Competition a Remedy

In lands where authority is com-
pletely centralized, sirict obedience
to orders is the matter of gravest
importance to private individuals.
However wise and kind the dictator,
when power-hungry henchmen reach
into what we Americans call private
business (as invariably they do)
progress is paralyzed. Farmers and
all other workers learn from unhap-
Py experience to do as they are told, |
period.

Admittedly, paralle] things happen
occasionally in private entérprise
but competition corrects them.
Sometimes owners of businesses be-
come indifferent, live apart from
their interests and try to run live
industries by dictum, as if methods
they worked out years ago were eter-
nally right. These cases develop
their own cure quickly. Every of-
fice and every shep of such a pro-
prietor becomes a hatchery of po-
tential competitors.

Efficiency Rewarded

American business in general is
operated with an aim to get maxi-
mum yield per hour of work. Ex-
ecutives and supervisors exist for no

other purpose. More yield per hour |

means better wages for workers,
more profit for management and
lower prices for buyvers who cen-

sume what is produced. The newest |

recruit on any job can get paid for
an idea that improves production.
America is famous as the best
place on earth to live. Many peo-
ple know it who don’t know why,
but here’s why: In America, ideas
count. No matter who originates
them, they have value. Anybody
with an idea is free to use it and,
if it’s good, we all benefit. Thus,
Americans live better than people
under centrally planned systems
where only the few think who are
officially appointed to think.

Schenectady — It is not neces- |
sary to get a suntan, from long
exposure to ultraviolet rays, to

cure or prevent rickets, according |

to Dr. Lewis R. Koller of the
General Electric Research Labor-
atory. ’

“The antirachitic effect is quite
independent of the tanning effect.
Rickets can be prevented and
cured by repeated doses of ultra-
violet too small to product any
tanning,” Dr. Koller said in a
General Electric Science Forum

address here. | §

Ultraviolet does not penetrate
very far into the body tissue, Dr.
Koller pointed out. “It is practic-
ally all absorbed in the first milli-
meter of skin,” he said. |

“Ultraviolet radiation either
from the sun or from ultraviolet
lamps has the proferty of convert-
ing certain substances present in
the skin to vitamin D,” Dr. Koller
explained. The value of ultraviolet
for this purpose has been definite-
ly confirmed, “and we know quite
accurately the amount of energy
required at various wavelengths,”
he asserted.

A 1910 Model

While Bill Lindley was remodel-
ing the old Doggie Patterson home
near Seagraves recently, he ran
onto a 1910 model candidate card.
It was one put out by Reuben M.
Ellerd, of Plainview, who was an
unsuccessful candidate for district
attorney of the old 64th district,
of which this bunch of counties
down here was then a part. L. C.
Penry was the encumbent,
successful in the July primary.

Just a few of the real old timers,
such as John Burnett, H. H. Long-
brake, Brit Clare, Bill Fulton,
Noah Bell, the writer and the like,
will remember, but it was a hot
one, no holts barred, and only
one primary—no runoffs.
