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War Department 
Issues list Of 
Soldier Dead

The Herald is in receipt of a 
World War II Honor list of dead 
and missing, for the State of Tex­
as, issued by the War Department 
in June 1946, as a public service. 
The foreword states the list for 
the entire nation as 300,000. A to­
tal for Texas, 15,764, and 36 for 
Terry County. It also reveals that 
Texas contains 4.78 percent o f 
population of the U. S., and con­
tributed five percent of the total 
number who entered the army, 
and of which 2.91 percent failed 
to return. The list includes all 
previous to Jan 31, 1946.

The list of missing is being re­
duced daily by research teams in 
all theaters of operations. Be­
cause of loss of records and rosters 
at Corregidor and the Ardennes 
bulge, some difficulty is encount­
ered. The physical search for the 
missing is being conducted. The 
department acknowledges some 
uncertainty as to correct home 
addresses, because of changes 
made by persons, and many not 
giving any at all. The list gives 
their serial number, and status of 
death, such as killed in action, died 
of injuries, or wounds, died in 
non-battle, or on “ findings of 
death.”

The Department warns, this 
list is published as a public ser­
vice, and may fall in hands of 
unscrupulous persons, who, as we 
also heard over the radio last 
week, will try to prey on bereaved 
kin with offers of aid, for a price, 
but points out one can get prompt 
and more accurate information 
direct from the Adjutant General 
for the War Department, Wash­
ington, D. C. without charge.

When the traveler, tourist or 
just plain visitor or sightseer gets 
east of the Mississippi, the town 
with from 1500 people up without 
a smokestack or two, is the ex­
ception rather than the rule. And 
the towns and cities up in the 
several thousand may have from j 
two to a dozen. What are they 
making?

Some of them are making cloth, 
cotton mostly, but some of them— 
listen you ladies—are making ny­
lon. Some of them are just plain 
overall, sock, shirt or pants or 
dress factories. But they are busy 
places, and there is a payroll at­
tached that is making those old i 
South towns prosperous and hap­
py. West Tennessee has not been 
quite so fortunate as some of the 
other areas, but they are coming 
along. Even now, Bolivar, our old 
county seat, has located a huge 
leather tannery to handle sev’eral 
thousand hides per day for a big 
St. Louis shoe manufacturer, that 
will employe some 300 men. And 
they are well on wdth negotiations 
for a garment factory.

Well, maybe the tannery will 
not smell like au du calogne, but 
it w'ill not be right in town, and 
it will bring money to the little 
tow’n. 'Then, too it will give farm­
ers something to do in getting oak 
tan bark there, and make a go<>d 
market for their farm products, 
among the w’orkers.

Out here in west Texas, w’e have 
the cheapest fuel in the world for 
heat and power, but if w’e have a 
few' gins, we think we are healed. 
If we have a compress and cot- 
tonoil mills, w’e think we have 
reached the height of perfection. 
None of these are full year pro­
ducers. None of these towns are 
growing like Brownfield, for in­
stance. not even those in the 20 
to 25 thousand and over class, but 
they are growing some, and their 
grow'th is permanent in nature.

Yes, we know that it used to 
be said that this climate was too 
dry for cloth mills, but with man’s 
control of humidity now days, it 
is just as possible to have a cotton 
or w'oolen mill in the California 
desert as over a Louisiana swamp. 
Our planners might think this 
over.

As you may have concluded 
from our article last w’eek, we 
had a time finding a lodging to 
our notion. But a filling station 
man finally confided that about 
38 miles w* st of Atlanta, we’d 
find some courts equal to Texas. 
We really found a lot under con­
struction, and one of these days 
the tourists will have no trouble 
finding first class courts back 
there. Most of the folks stopping 
there were from Texas, and one 
cr irt proprietor in east Tennessee 
C ' 'fided to us that 75 percent of 
his business was with Texans, and 
if +hey stopped coming, he’d have 
to close his business. And he

The de luxe map is expected to 
be the most popular feature at the 
Department’s Information Bureaus 
which have been reopened at stra­
tegic points to supply post-war 
tourists with reliable, up-to-date 
facts on highways and tourist at­
tractions which support one of the 
state’s largest and fastest growing 
“cash crops.”

The postwar edition carries a 
.small scale map of the United 
States, the usual large scale insets 
of the State’s metropolitan areas, 
strip maps of the main Texas trav­
el routes and the Pan American 
Highway into Mexico.

made to replace as many pounds ' 
as possible with good roughage. I 

Highest quality hay is pasture 
with the water taken out so that 1 
it can be stored until needed. This  ̂
means that hay should be har­
vested at as near the best stage 
for grazing as possible. ,

The difficulty lies in the small , 
yield obtained at this stage which 
is best for grazing. By allowing 
the plants to reach the point 
where they are beginning to 
bloom, more tonnage will be ob­
tained without sacrificing too 
much feed value. The man who 
waits to harvest hay until the 
plants have matured lose very 
much feed value although the 
yield might be higher. The season 
yield will be less, however, be­
cause plants cut when mature will 
not keep growing as plants cut 
earlier will do.

Although it does not take the 
place of hay and pasture, silage 
can be u.sed to advantage on every 
farm. Silage is another source of 
cheap nutrients w'hich can replace 
some of the high priced nutrients. 
The crop that yields the largest 
tonnage per acre should be used 
for silage. The better the feed 
that goes into the silo, the better 
the silage that comes out. Three 
tons per cow will be good feed 
insurance when grazing is short.

Q. Does the government pay the * 
first year’s interest on GI Loans?

A. No. When the loan is re­
ported to Veterans Administration 
for a certificate of guaranty, the 
amount that VA pays in applied 
to reduce the amount of the loan. 
VA pays 4 per cent on the amount 
guaranteed which cannot exceed . 
50 per cent of the loan, or $4,000 
on a real estate loan and $2,000 on 
a non-real estate loan. •

Q. Is a veteran who holds a j 
bad conduct discharge entitled t o ' 
any benefits under the Service­
men’s Readjustment Act (GI 
Bill)?

A. Since he holds neither an 
honorable nor a dishonorable dis­
charge, it would be necessary for 
him to contact his nearest Veter- j  
ans Administration office for a 
decision as to whether he was 
discharged under conditions other 
than dishonorable; or he may ap­
ply to the Army or Navy for re­
vision of discharge.

Q. Can a veteran who is not a 
high school graduate take a 
course?

A. The veteran who has not 
completed high school but who 
wishes to undertake a college edu­
cation may go to college under a 
number of methods. It is best that 
he go to the nearest Veterans Ad­
ministration office and explore 
these possibilities.

Q. Can a veteran who draws re­
tirement pay also receiv'e subsis­
tence allowance while attending 
school?

A. Yes.
Q. Are wives of veterans en­

titled to medical care under the 
GI Bill?

A. Veterans Administration is 
not authorized to furnish medical 
care for dependents of veterans 
under any existing laws.

Q. Is the pension of a veteran 
subject to change if he takes a 
position?

A. No. Disabled veterans are 
encouraged to do such work as 
their disability permits. This does 
not affect the amount of their 
pensions because each disability 
pension is based on the veteran’s 
disability as determined by Vet-

Our plant is now operatii^, canning peas from South and Central Texas. West Texas blackeyed peas harvest will begin after harvest sea­
son in East Texas is over. We will start buying here when peas are first available, and will continue to buy until the first killing frost.
We will set up receiving points at convenient loading places throughout the Brownfield territory, and peas will be paid for when they are 
received.

The demand for canned blackeyes appears to b e far in excess of what canners can supply this year.
According to the experienced blackeyed pea growers in West Texas, less moisture is required for producing a good yield of blackeyed 
peas than cetton, and they can be planted 20 to 30 days later than cotton and yet still in timê ôr maximum yield.
Blackeyed peas, being a l^um e, will serve to build up the soil, and will also serve somewhat as a cover for the soil to keep down errosion 
during the winter months.
We will also buy dried blackeyed peas this year.
The location of our buying points in the Brownfield territory will be announced in the near future.

“ Bit of Meat”  Peps 
Up Vegetable Meals

With Victory Gardens going full 
swing, this is the season when 
veegtables in great variety play a 
leading role in lunch and dinner 
menus. A dinner without any 
meat, however, lacks a certain 
taste appeal and a satisfying qual­
ity that meat provides.

A clever homemaker will try 
to include at least a small amount 
of meat, even when the meal fea­
tures garden vegetables. She can 
do this in many w'ays; the fol­
lowing ideas are just a few sug­
gestions:

Add meat to the stuffing of 
deviled eggs, to serve with hot 
vegetables or a vegetable salad. 
Use chopped crisp bacon, liver, 
sausage, dried beef, or cooked pork 
sausage.

Serve potato chips, crackers or 
dry melba toast with a meat 
spread.

Add small pieces of cooked or 
ready-to-serve meat to bowls of 
hot vegetable soup.

Add a little ground cooked meat 
to left-over gravy, and serve on 
top of mashed potatoes.

Serve one of the vegetables in 
an egg souffle, and add a small 
amount of finely chopped meat for 
extra flavor.

Add chopped cooked bacon or 
thin frankfurter slices to p>otato 
salad or a vegetable salad.

Add small cubes of ready-to- 
serve meat to the stuffing for a 
baked vegetable.

Add deviled ham when making 
a cream sauce or cheese sauce to 
serve over a vegetable.

Serve stalks of celery stuffed 
with soft' yellow cheese, with 
chopped bacon added.

Austin, Texas — Because of the 
economic losses they cause to in­
dustry and commerce and the an­
noyance they create in homes, rats 
have been considered a serious 
menace to mankind since long be­
fore their role as vectors of dis­
ease was understood. Today at 
least six diseases which are trans­
mitted to man from the rat are 
known to medical science, accord­
ing to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer. These diseases in­
clude the dread plague, typhus, 
trichinosis, a form of jaundice, 
tapeworm, and food poisoning. The 
whole history of the role rats play 
in the transmission of disease re­
mains as yet unknown.

“ It is necessary to public 
health,” Dr. Cox said, “ that a con­
tinuous rat control program be 
maintained in every urban area 
throughout Texas. This is of es­
pecial importance on farms w’here 
rats may flourish by feeding on 
grain and other farm products.”

The doctor pointed out that rats, 
like other living things, require 
food and shelter if they are to 
propagate and increase in number. 
Destroying their shelter and 
breeding places includes the em­
ploying of ratproof design in 
buildings, the use of ratproof ma­
terials in construction, employing 
ratproof methods of construction 
and installation, and providing for 
periodic inspection of buildings to 
insure permanent safety. This pro­
gram will force the rat out Into 
the open where its destruction may 
be accomplished.

Of equal importance as a con­
trol measure is the elimination of 
all food supplies. This consists of 
storing all foods in ratproof build­
ings or in* ratproof containers, the 
proper storage and disposal of gar­
bage, and careful feeding of stock 
to prevent waste feed from being 
picked up by the rats.

By observing these control mea­
sures, the community will benefit 
not only in the eradication of a 
nuisance and economic menace, 
but in improved health conditions 
and the prevention of rat-borne 
diseases.

Warning On Fleas
With showers over the area dur­

ing the past week the South Plains 
Health Unit wishes to publish a 
warning to the people of the pos­
sible danger of infestation of fleas.

Since moisture over the area has 
not been general for some six 
months it is predicted that with 
the recen  ̂ showers and continued 
heavy dews, fleas may be expected 
♦o hatch out abundantly where 
pe*«'. chickens and hogs hav’e been 
kept within the past six months. 
Since the entrance of typhus and 
the possibility of plague was in 
the area it is of extreme import­
ance that every effort be carried 
out to exterminate these pests.

We quote from Dr. Fred C. 
Bishep, .Assistant Chief of Bureau 
of Eniomology and Plant Quaran­
tine, U. S. Dept, of .Agriculture, 
Washington, D. C., “ Fleas yield 
readily to DDT. These carriers of 
plague und annoyers of man and 
anim.als can be wip>ed out by 
spraying the infested rooms, es­
pecially the floors, floor coverings 
and overstuffed furniture with a 
5 per cent solution in odorless 
kerosene. Especial attention must 
be given to the sleeping places of 
pet animals. A 5 to 10 per cent 
DDT powder applied lightly (10 
grams) to the back and neck of a 
medium-sized dog on the hair next 
to the skin will kill all fleas pres­
ent and prevent reinfection for a 
week or longer. Cats lick them­

selves and may swallow enough 
DDT to sicken or kill them. Oil 
Sv'ljtions should not be applied to 
any animal because the oil itself 
may burn the skin and the solu- 
tiens can be absorbed and may 
cause poisoning.

Outbuildings, yards, and pigpens 
can be quickly cleared of fleas 
by a general spraying w’ith 5 per 
cent of DDT in kerosene or an 
emulsion. These sprays are used 

j at the rate of half gallon to 1,000 
sq. ft. Water-dispersible powder 
diluted in water to contain 2.5 
per cent of DDT is also satisfac­
tory for this purpose. Fleas which 
infest rodents and may serve as 
carriers of endemic typhus or 
plague, may be greatly reduced in 
numbers by dusting the rat bur­
rows and runs with 10 per cent 
DDT powder. Dusting of stores and 
all public buildings with DDT will 
almost completely eliminate fleas.
