Winston Reports On 
W. T. C. C. Meeting

Judge H. R. W inston attended 
the annual m eeting of the West 
Texas Cham ber of Commerce, at 
Abilene, last week, which was 
represented  by 3,000 delegates 
from all of West Texas. The p u r­
pose of the m eeting was to out­
line goals for the coming year, 
principally legislative.

W inston, who addressed the 
m eeting, reports quite a skirm ish 
over the  proposition of repealing 
the  4c gasoline tax  refund to non­
highw ay users, m ostly farm ers, 
and to set up a separate  S tate 
agency to take this money, sev­
eral m illion dollars, p rorate  to 
la tera l roads, ru ra l schools, and 
soil conservation, laudable p u r­
poses. But he points out tha t 70 
per cent of the refund is m ade to 
West Texas, and a g rea ter part of 
this to the South P lains area, be­
cause of such extensive trac to r 
farm ing, as against the m ule pow’- 
er of sm all Ekist Texas farm s, 
hence, like the road bond assum p­
tion, would be a tax  on West 
Texans to support East Texas 
roads and schools, etc. U ntil we 
get redistricting that section, as 
usual, control legislation. How­
ever on a final vote, the  delegates 
voted it down, by 2642 to 368. 
Every county on the  Plains, and 
deep west Texas voted against it, 
except Dawson.

The m eeting also voted to re ­
allocate the funds derived from 
State school lands, giving the 
U niversity and A. & M. 40 p e r­
cent, and the balance to be d i­
vided equally  among all other 
S tate  schools. As it is now the 
U niversity of Texas get tw o-thirds 
and A. & M. one-th ird  of these 
funds am ounting to m any m il­
lions annually . As a result of oil 
dev’eopm ent on these lands in West 
Texas, the  U niversity  now has 
the largest perm anent fund of any 
school in the nation. Though these 
two schools receive m illions an ­
nually  from oil revenues, still 
each legislature appropriates over 
two million dollars to each, and 
less than  one million to Texas 
Tech, a west Texas college of 
the sam e rank.

W inston also stated they had 
the help of the S tate and In te r- 
S tate  airw ays people, who also 
“don’t use the highw ays.”

The West Texas headquarters- 
hero, in the Brownfield S tate  j 
Bank building, is headed by M an­
ager P. L. Chapm an, and about 
100 employees in this district.

F arm ers in T erry  County w ill 
receive notices w ith in  the nex t 
few days about annual elections 
of com m unity and county farm ­
er-com m ittees, Mr. Pearce W arren, 
chairm an of the  County A gricul­
tu ra l Com m ittee, stated.

Each of the  county’s ten farm ing 
com m unities will elect th ree  com ­
m itteem en and two alternates, as 
w ell as a delegate to the  county 
convention w here a th ree  m an 
county com m ittee will be elected.

Mr. W arren said tha t approxi­
m ately  1500 farm ers are  eligible 
to vote in the elections this year. 
Eligible farm ers are  those who are 
participating in the  1946 A gricul­
tu ra l Conservation Program  or 
who have a contract w ith  the 
Federal Crop Insurance C orpora­
tion. This includes owners. op>er- 
ators, tenants, and sharecroppers 
on farm s w here the conservation 
o r the sugar program  is being 
carried  out. Because of the  com­
m unity  property  laws in Texas, 
the wife m ay vote if the husband 
is eligible w hether he be lan d ­
lord, tenan t or sharecropper.

In announcing the  elections, Mr. 
W arren urged th a t all farm ers 
w’ho are entitled  to go to the poll­
ing places in the com m unity and 
vote. Since the  com m itteem en are  
responsible for developing, ad ap t­
ing, and adm inistering national 
farm  program s to m eet local prob­
lems and needs, it is im portant 
th a t the  m en elected really  rep ­
resent the choice of the m ajority  
of the farm ers in the com m unity.

The voting proceedure has been 
changed this year in tha t farm ers 
w ill be m ailed a ballot which he 
m ay re tu rn  to the county office 
before the  election day.

The county and com m unity 
com m itteem en w ill m eet Friday, 
Nov. 15, and the election place 
and date wUl be set. also a nom ­
inating com m ittee will be selected 
who will in tu rn  select the names 
to be placed on the ballot in each 
com m unity.

T erry  County farm ers w'ho are 
unable to obtain operating loans 
from  local banks, cooperative 
lending agencies or o ther respon­
sible sources in th e ir com m unities 
m ay seek assistance from  th e  
Federal governm ent throtigh the  
recently  created  F arm ers’ Hom e 
A dm inistration, according to D en­
nis Q. Lilly, supervisor for FHA.

FH j\  com bines in one agency 
the functions fo-^merly carried  on 
by the  Farm  Security  A dm in istra­
tion and the  Em ergency Crop and 
Feed Loan Division of the  Farm  
C redit A dm inistration, M r. L illy 
said. It assum ed responsibility  for 
th e ir program.s on Nov'ember 1.

The new  agency’s facilities are  
available only to farm ers w'ho are  
unable to obtain financing at in ­
terest rates not exceeding five 
percent from banks and o ther 
lending agencies in th e ir com ­
m unities. E ligibility of applicants 
is passed upon by a local com ­
m ittee of T erry  C ounty Farm ers, 
who certify, am ong o ther things, 
th a t the  applicant is not able to 
obtain credit el.sew'here.

The production and subsistence 
loans m ade by the  F arm ers’ Hom e 
A dm inistration a re  of two types, 
Mr. L illy said annual loans and 
ad justm en t-type  loans.

A djustm ent-type loans a re  sim ­
ilar to the “rehab ilita tion” loans 
form erly m ade by the Farm  Se­
curity  A dm inistration. They a re  
based on im proved farm  and home 
m anagem ent plans w'orked out 
jom tly  by the  borrow er fam ily 
.and FHA supervisors. These plans 
call for home production of feed 
and of the fam ily living as nearly  
as possible; for several sources of 
cash income for the farm , and im ­
proved soil conservation practices 
and the  best land utilization. T he 
loans m ay be m ade for farm  op­
erations, for purchase of additional 
livestock and m odern tools and 
equipm ent for the farm er, and 
canning or o ther needed equip­
m ent for the farm  hom e—in fact 
for anyth ing  needed to pu t the  
farm  and home plan into opera­
tion. The loans are accom panied 
by on -the-farm  assistance in farm  
and hom e m anagem ent problem s 
provided by FHA supervisors. 
R epaym ent m ay be m ade over a 
period of up to five years.

A nnual loans are  operating  
loans m ade w ithout a farm  and 
hom e m anagem ent plan, bu t m ust 
be repaid w ith in  12 m onths. They 
are  sim ilar to the type of loans 
form erly m ade by the Em ergency 
Crop and Feed Loan Division of 
the Farm  C redit A dm inistration.

The loans bear five percent in ­
terest. Borrow ers indebted to the  
F arm ers’ Home A dm inistration for 
five years m ay not obtain fu rth e r 
cred it until th e ir indebtedness 
has been paid in full.

Price con­
trols have been largely abandoned. 
Dammed up rises in costs a re  
now battering  through the chan ­
nels of production. R etailers have 
no choice but to let the flood move 
on to consum ers. They are  in the 
position of “personally” in troduc­
ing the public to the tragic reality  , 
of inflation. I

A. healthy Am erican coal Indus- ; 
try  is im portant, not only to the j 
U nited States, but to the w’elfare  j 
of the entire  world. T hat is the 
story which recent export figures 
tell.

We have been shipping some 
2,000,000 tons a m onth to other 
countries, and experts forcast that 
th is foreign dem and will last for 
seven or eight years. On only two 
previous occasions, w hen British 
m iners were on strike, has so 
m uch of our coal been sent 
abroad.

Two factors are  prim arily  re ­
sponsible for the w orld’s appetite 
for Am erican coal. First, m ines in 
the  w ar zones are  still below nor­
m al production. Second, the en­
orm ous job of rebuilding w ar-to rn  
Europe dem ands an abnonnally  
large supply.

On top of that, England, once 
a m ajor coal exporter, is now 
shipping little  outside her borders. 
Socialization of her coal industry, 
w hich was one of the first moves 
m ade by the Labor governm ent 
w hen it came to power, has not 
increased coal output. Instead, 
production has tended to decline, 
m iners a re  as dissatisfied as ever, 
and this “great experim en t” has 
proven largely a fadure.

So, as the world looks to A m er­
ica for m uch coal, conditions in 
our coal industry become a m at­
te r  of in ternational im portance. 
S h o u ld ' ever-recurring  labor dif­
ficulties damage coal production, 
m any other countries will suffer. 
If we are  to continue to produce 
enough coal for ourselves and 
others, the industry  m.ust be kept 
healthy  and perm itted to go ahead 
■without governm ental hindrance 
or shutdowns.

FARM WORKERS 1943
American farm operators in a re­

cent year received an average net 
income of $2250, as compare<i with 
the $2543 in wages earned by work­
ers in steel mills, according to fig­
ures released by the American Iron i  
and Steel Institute and the United 
Statei: Department of Agriculture 

During the base year of 1943. 
workers in steel mills worked an  ̂
average of approximately 2240! 
hours, wliile farm workers averaged 
more than 3900 hours during the 
same peiiod.

The farm ers’ income in 1943 fig­
ures out to an average of about

58 cents per hour of work, com­
pared with slightly less than $1.14 
per hour paid in the same year tc 
the man working in a steel mill.

The net income of about 5,400.000 
farm operators was made possible 
by an investment in land, buildings, 
machinery and equipment in excess 
of $30,000,000,000. of which more 
than 3 billion dollars represents an 
investment in labor-saving macliin 
ery and equipment.

Farm requirements for machinerv 
at»d tractors are mounting and will 
approximate 730 million dollars ir 
1946, according to estimates.

Ship Ahoy
Up-stream from Niagara Falls a 

short distance, the weather-beaten 
hulk of a wrecked yacht lay for 
years in mid-channel. I saw it once, 
clinging precariously to the rough, 
stone river-bed while the swift cur­
rent lasb'-1 violently at its decaying 
sides. A Canadian, native of Wel­
land County, told me the story of 
the derelict, a thriller if I ever 
heard one, and worth repeating

Several miles up the river, this 
comfortable little craft rode at an­
chor one night in quiet water. The 
skipper and some guests were sleep­
ing peacefully on board when, by 
some unexplained circumstance, the 
boat came loose from her moor­
ings. Nobody waked for a loi’.g 
time. The boat drifted with the 
current, which was not fast at first 
but gradually gained speed as 
it neared the falls.

Start Investigation.
The keel was grinding on the nod­

ulated rock bottom before the boat’s 
unsteady motion roused any of the 
sleepers. Then they all got active 
at once. Most of them had no idea 
what to do first. Some actually be­
gan accusing one another and trying 
to fix the blame for losing the 
anchor—this, w-ith the thundering 
cataract in plain hearing, destruc­
tion only a few seconds away.

The skipper was a man of action 
and presence of mind. While his 
guests suffered panic, he went be­
low and blasted a hole in the hull 
with dynamite. The crippled craft 
took on water fast and settled to 
bottom in the swift stream. Then it 
lodged! Days like months passed 
before the handful of frightened peo­
ple could be brought ashore but no 
lives were lost. Quick action saved 
them.

Paying the Price
Certainly the skipper loved his 

boat and hated to sacrifice it. He 
wished something might have waked 
him a mile up stream where life 
and property both could have been 
saved, but he paid the price of sur­
vival, America’s ship cf state is. 
this very day, drifting down a chan­
nel toward a cataract, the same 
cnaiinel through which Italy, Ger­
many, France and England passed 
before us.

Numberless weak vessels have 
plunged helplessly over Niagara to 
a destruction nobody ever has lived 
to describe. Just so. many helpless 
peoples have be n s w p t through 
revolution to dictatorship because 
they could not help themselves. 
Even recently flngland blasted the 
sturdy keel of a self-governing na­
tion. The people arc safe but their 
long-cherished liberty is damaged. 
Figuratively, E; gland's fieeoom 
hangs precarious-ly in rough cur­
rent.

We Can Save .\ll
Tlie United States of America has 

diifted far but our engines are still 
in condition and the boat is not out 
of control. Still there is time for 
our leaders to save, not only our 
people from revolution, but the per­
sonal freedom our forefathers fled 
mcnarchs and despots to obtain and 
fought desperately to keep. The way 
to ruin is via central planning, gov­
ernment-management. -direction, 
-control, -ownership.

Government ownership is full con­
centration of authority—a pretty 
name for despotism. The trend is 
unmistakable, the tragic course is 
familiar. It is time to turn back 
under power toward individual lib- 
eriy: freedom of faith, freedom of 
speech, the right to own property 
and the right to buy and sell. While 
we have the onlv seaworthy yacht on 
the river, it’s time for%quick action.

Accordingly that’s why 
I go before meeting.s week aflei 
week and talk about the high stand­
ard of living in America. The Arrcr- 
ican system actually works.

Revised Early
Fathers of this republic, back in 

the 1770’s when they wrote and rati­
fied the Constitution of the Uiiitcd 
States, certainly did not imagine 
that they were drawing up the speci­
fications of a perfect stale. They 
understood from the beginning that 
they would have to try it out in serv­
ice and “work the bugs out.” It 
was a grand piece of work but it 
has been changed—and improved.

Fram ers of the Constitution ex­
pected changes soon, and they 
came. The first addition to theii 
masterpiece was added in less than 
a year after its ratification by the 
13th state. Even these statesmen’s 
supporters did not consider their 
work Hawless. It is not flawless yet. 
but there are two things about it: 
It is the best form of government 
ever devised, and subject to change 
now, as it was then.

Here is 
the system’s virtue: It can be 
changed.

Private enterprise not new. It 
is .far advanced in that process of 
government based on usage. When 
adopted in America, it was fit to 
use, and it grew better for 150 
years. It has nurtured a society 
where the poorest citizen is rela­
tively rich in contrast to the exploit­
ed pawns of dictators. Here every­
body has freedom, time of his own, 
comforts of living and, above all. 
opportunity unlimited.

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Texas Schools 
Crowded, Teachers 
Inexperienced

The Texas S ta te  Teachers As­
sociation has just completed a 
survey among city and county 
school superintendents to de te r­
m ine the  condition in the public 
schools of Texas. Replies were 
received from 1,038 superin ten­
den ts representing 35,874 teaching 
positions or about 78 percent of 
th e  to tal in Texas. The tu rn -over 
in  the  teacher personnel in the 
public  schools for this year is the 
g reatest in our history. 9,272 
teachers or m ore than  25 percent 
w ere new in their job when school 
opened this fall.

O f the teachers included in the 
survey, 5,730 w ere listed w ith 
sub -standard  qualificat-ons which 
represents 1 out of each 6 in the 
sta te . Superintendents reporting 
stated that they had in their 
school systems 2,157 classes w ith 
a student enrollm ent of 40 or 
m ore. The national standard  for 
enrollm ent is 27 students in high 
school classes and 30 in elem en­
ta ry  classes. This over-crow ded 
condition has resulted from  the 
shortage of teachers and, in m any 
instances, a lack of adequate 
classrooms. ^

Today, Tcx^s needs a t least 
9,000 qualified teachers to relieve 
our over-crow’ded classrooms, to 
add tb the curriculum  m any sub­
jec ts  tha t have been elim inated 
du ring  the w ar years, and to re ­
place sub-standard  personnel.

Superin tendent C harles M. 
Rogers of Am arillo, retiring  
presiden t of the Texas S tate  
Teachers Association com m ented 
tha t: “Today if ou r public schools 
could employ im m ediately all of 
the  students in the  colleges and 
universities of Texas th a t are 
p reparing  to be teachers, w’e 
w ould not relieve our great short-

Both Propositions 
Carry In
Thursday s Election

The special election held T hurs­
day of last W'eek w as even lighter 
in num ber of votes than  the G en­
eral election Tuesday. Both prop­
ositions carried  in the  county by 
a big percentage.

The am endm ent to the  consti­
tu tion authorizing the  S tate to 
purchase and re-sell land to V et­
erans, up to tw enty  five m illion 
dollars, carried in the county 240 
for to 40 against.

The allocation of county funds 
carried  290 for to 41 against.

The first am endm ent provides 
the S ta te  au thority  to issue bonds 
to purchase farm s and sm all 
ranches, not to exceed $5,000 to 
anyone, and resell or advance the 
m oney to buy same, for V eterans 
only. It is estim ated to handle 
ten thou.sand units. |

The second proposition, of allo­
cating the county funds, was a 
local affair. The constitution a l­
lows the  Com m issioners’ C ourt to 
levy, certain  rates, for the Ju ry , | 
Road and Bridge, Public B u ild - ' 
ings, and G eneral Fund of the 
county, but does not authorize the 
court to transfer these funds from 
one to the other. Evolution in civic ; 
progress has greatly  changed m uch 
of our “constitutional tim es.” For 
instance the  Ju ry  has an annual 
surolus, because litigation does  ̂
not requ ire  near as m uch Jury^ 
du ty  as of yore. The Road and 
Bridge fund is largely taken over 
by the highw ay departm ent. The 
general fund is nearly  all tim e 
exhausted. T he only way to ba l­
ance this up is e ither by transfer 
of funds, or raise valuations o f ' 
property, and the la tte r  would 
greatly  increase taxes to the  state. 
County officials in the  know', j 
strongly advocated th is change i 
which w'as possible only by vote | 
of the people. And they respond 
ed.

The S tate  am endm ent prov'iding \ 
for aid to veterans m buying land, 
while noble in purpose, we hope 
will be carried  out judiciously, 
because of inflated values, and

Lubbock — Farm ers may help 
prevent the  custom ary w inter 
drop in m ilk production by p ro ­
viding sheds for dairy  cattle  and 
by keeping the herd ’s drinking 
w ater well above freezing, ac­
cording to N. C. Fine, associate 
professor of anim al husbandry at 
Texas Technological College.

The best tem perature  for w’ater 
in cold w eather is about 40 de­
grees farenheit. If cow's are  un ­
protected from the w eather and 
if they m ust waste body heat 
w arm ing the w ater they  drink , 
they burn up nu trien ts that should 
be available for milk p roduction .,

Because m ilk is 87 per cent 
w ater and cows’ bodies are  from 
70 to 80 per cent w'ater, dairy  
cows require  mone w’a te r than any 
other farm  anim al. Com m ercially 
built stock tank heaters, some 
of which run on electricity, m ay 
bo purchased when available for 
about $’25.

Lubbock — Yield of sumac sor­
ghum  recently  harvested on the 
farm s of Texas Technological Col­
lege varied from four tons per 
acre on non-irrigated  land to as 
m uch as 15 tons per acre on an 
•rrigated plot. A total of 995 tons 

silage was produced from 148 
acres.

Trench silos have an advantage 
over hay stacks as a m eans of 
storing feed because silage will 
keep for years w ithout rotting or 
being exposed to rats, birds and 
w eather, it was pointed out by 
Dean W. L. Stangel of the A gri­
cu ltu re  division.

An additional trench silo w'as 
recently dug on the Tech faim  at 
a cost of 45c per ton storage space. 
Cost of harvesting and ensiling 
this y ear’s crop varied from 83c 
to $1.25 per ton.

Au.^tin, Texas — With hunting 
season now open. Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
S tate  Health Officer, is urging that 
all hunters or o ther persons spend­
ing tim e in wooded areas use all 
pos.'ible precautions against be­
ing bitten by ticks which may in­
fect the victim  with relapsing 
fev’er. He fu rther advises that 
w’hen a tick is found, it be re ­
moved from the body as soon as 
possible and that care be taken 
not to crush the ticks in handling 
them . '

“Ti'-k-bite fever i.«; contracted, 
Dr. Cox explained, “e ither from 
the bite of infected ticks or by 
ab.corbing the infectious m aterial 
through breaks of scratches in the 
skin.” According to Dr. Cox, the 
disease does not espread from per­
son to person by direct contact 
but only through the bite of an 
infected tick or body louse. Prom pt 
rem oval of the insect is of the 
utmost im portance.

Relapsing fever, commonly 
called tick-b ite  fever, i.s charac ter­
ized by sudden onset, intense 
headache located in the front part 
of the head and pains in the  back 
and limbs. The fever lasts from 
three to five days before slow’ly 
declining. The tem perature  will 
then rem ain nonnal for about a 
week when the fever repeats it­
self. There may be three, four, or 
even more such relapses, which 
accounts for the name of the d-'^- 
ease.

Dr. Cox said that the w’earing 
'f suitable clothing so as to pre- 
ent ticks getting next to the skin

Q. Can term inal leave bonds be 
used paym ent of prem ium s a f­
ter the insurance has been con- 
vc’-tcd?

A. Yes.
Q. I am a totally  disabled ve t­

eran and rated as in need of reg­
ular aid and attendance. Can I 
use my wife or daughter as an a t­
tendant? !

A. It is not necessary for a ve t­
eran  who is so rated to h ire an 
outside person to a ttend him. He 
would receive the  increased 
am ount irrespective of who a t­
tends him.

“But We Gave It Long and 
Serious Consideration.” Those are 
the exact words of President;I
T rum an is his radio address to 
the nation on Monday evening, 
October 14, 1946.

The President was enum erating 
the several p r o p o ^  rem edies to 
alleviate the m eat shortage sit­
uation, as a prelude to announc­
ing finally the only real solution— 
to remove all controls on m eat and 
let the tried -and-proven  law of 
supply and dem and put m eat once 
again on the tables of Mr. and 
Mrs. America. Said the President: 
“Some even suggested • tha t the 
governm ent go out on the farm s 
and. ranges and SEIZE THE C A T -, 
TLE FOR SLAUGHTER. This r
would indeed be a drastic  rem - i 
edy. BUT WE GAVE IT  LONG ■ 
AND SERIOUS CONSIDERA-' 
TION. We decided against the use 
of this ex trem e w artim e em er­
gency pow er of governm ent. It 
would be wholly IM PRACTIC­
ABLE BECAUSE THE CATTLE 
ARE SPREAD THROUGHOUT 
ALL PARTS OF THE COUN­
TRY.” ' I

W hat a statem ent to come fro m ' 
the lips of our Chief E xecu tive ,: 
who ju st a year and a half ago

swore to uphold the C onstitu tion!! 
I listened in u tte r horro r — hoped 
tha t my ears had deceived m e— . 
but the following m orning th e | 
new spapers confirm ed tha t the 
President really  had said, “WE i 
GAVE LONG AND SERIOUS j 
CONSIDERATION” to seizing the 
cattle, and had given as the o n ly ; 
reason for abandoning the idea 
that it was “ IMPRACTICABLE.” 

The President knows tha t A r­
ticle IV of the Bill of Rights says: j 
“The right of the people to be i 
.secure in the ir persons, houses,; 
papers and effects, against un ­
reasonable searches and seizures, 
shall not be violated . . . ”

How m uch better it would have 
been, how much more reassuring 
if the President had said:

“There were some who deigned 
to suggest that your governm ent 
should go out on to the farm s and 
ranches and seize the  cattle. WE 
DID NOT GIVE THIS PROPOSAL 
ONE SECOND’S CONSIDERA­
TION. Even though your Chief 
Executive could use his w artim e 
em ergency powers as a p retex t for 
taking such a drastic dictatorial 
action, the fact rem ains tha t this 
nation is not now at war.

“As your President I am sworn 
to preserve the C onstitution. I 
m ean to keep that oath. C attle 
ow ners may not be showing the 
proper a ttitude  in w ithholding 
their cattle from the m arket. Two 
wrongs, however, do not m ake a 
right and I cannot commit the

second wrong by violating the 
C onstitution which I have sworn 
to uphold.

“We know th a t the rank  and 
file of the Am erican people puts 
a value on its freedoms and rights

Seizure of the cattle now 
would e.-tablish a dangerous prec­
edent. It would be the entering 
wedge for seizing o ther personal 
property  in the future, using real 
O’ im aginary emergencies as an 
excuse, until all property  rights 
w’onld be lost to the individual. 
Then .America, the  cradle of I 'ber- 
ty, would have degenerated into 
a to talitarian  dictatorship. No real 
Am erican resires .^uch an unhappy . 
fate to befall this nation, and, 
therefore, as previously stated, w’e 
gave th 's  proposal no consideration 
w hatsoever.”

But the President d idn’t say 
that. He said. “WE GAVE LONG 
AND SERIOUS CO.NSIDER.A- 
TION.” and “w’e decided against” 
because “ IT WOULD BE LM- 
PRACTICABLE.” ;

Thi.s w riter has been accused of 
seeing a Communist under every 
bed. of grossly exaggerating the 
infiltration oi com m unistic ideol­
ogies in high places at W ashing­
ton. But here we have the a larm ­
ing announcem ent from the very 
highest place that “LONG AND _  
SERIOUS CONSIDERATION” ^  
was given to seizing private prop­
erty. Well, there  may not be a ‘ 
Com m unist under quite  every bed 
in the land, but I suggest that 
you take a peek under yours be­
fore you climb into it each night 
—just in case. ^
