Tuberculosis Patch Tests Scheduled For 
Terry County School Children And Adults

Tuberculosis case finding to be«
done this year is among first grade 
pupils, high school freshmen and 
seniors, those who have been ex­
posed to the disease and those 
moved here in the past year.

Those showing positive tests 
are referred to the family physi­
cian for check-up. The positive 
tests we are taught dees ndt 
mean one has tuberculosis, ’ t on­
ly serves to screen out these for 
thorough check-up including X - 
ray. It is not 100 per cent satis­
factory but the best means avail­
able for screening.

All children must present re­
quests signed by a parent.

For those over 12 years of age 
a mobile X-ray unit will bo here 
April 3. This is only for those 
who have a record or short his­
tory written by County Health 
Nurse.

For those who show positive re­
action to test under 12 years of 
age we suggest adults of Jamily 
be included in case finding pro­
gram come to Health Department 
at the Court House any Wednes­
day or Saturday morning fo r , a 
patch test.

Disease Warning

College Station, Feb., 13, — In 
livestock areas, especially in the 
Southwest, a sharp lookout should 
be kept for signs of foot-and- 
mouth disease, according to a re­
cent report from the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture to the 
Texas A and M College Exten­
sion Service.

Outbreaks of the animal disease 
have been reported in Mexico and 
U. S. and Mexican officials are 
conducting a survey in the area 
to map out control measures. At 
present, no known infection exists 
near the United States border, the 
USDA report stated, but there is 
“danger of its sudden appearance 
in Texas and parts of the South­
west” if it spreads to the bor­
der.

Livestock areas are cautioned 
to continue with extreme watch­
fulness and report to proper au­
thorities anything that looks sus

With the rate 
they are starting out, in the next 
five years al) except the most iso­
lated farm homes should be serv- 
ad by electricity.

Speaking of a lack of housing, 
and who is not discussing that, 
one farmer informed us one day 
recently that there were four or 
five farm homes near him empty. 
Now of course these farm houses 
are not extra-ordinary, but are 
Evatole, and perhaps are better 
than some of the places available 
here in town. There might be 
some question of getting stoves, 
but the idea might be worth in­
vestigating, as we understand 
some of those wanting homes are 
wT field workers, and these houses 
are out toward the Slaughter 
pool.

A new use has been found for *
the ash of cotton burrs around 
gins. According to the Scurry 
County Times, Snyder, two cars of 
these ashes have recently been 
shipped from there, one • car to 
Ohio, and the other to Connecti­
cut, for fertilizer. In the good old 
days when we used to raise some 
cotton here in Terry county, we 
ean remember the pungent odor 
coming from the five gins when 
in operation, using burrs from 
boUies for boiler fuel. These ashes 
surely have a high acid content, 
and if they are worth shipping to 
the far off New England states, 
our farmers could wdth some de­
gree of assurance of benefit to 
their land, haul them out to their 
farms and try them. We know 
the manure and waste feed from 
the steer feeding pens is good, for 
jmne farmers have tried it. An 
analysis of your soil might reveal 
the fact that cotton burr ash is 
just what your farm needs.

Up, at St... Louis, they have mil- 
bons of dollars worth of bonds 
bought by service men during the 
war, who perhaps, were later kill­
ed, or their people moved else­
where and left no address. The 
government is very anxious to get 
xid of these bonds, but if you have 
an idea that any of them belong 
to you, it is needless to write un­
less you give the name and rank 
of the service man, as well as the 
wnita. he belonged to and a posi­
tive requirement is his serial num­
ber.

1. The huge amount of avail­
able money in circulation.
