Lyle Says Hinson 
Well To Be OK

Billie Lyle, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Bill Lyle of Lubbock, is with the 
Seaboard Oil Co., drilling the well
10 miles northeast of the city, in 
the capacity of a geologist. He 
took a course in geology at Tech 
college. Since graduation, he has 
been with some oil ccxnpany. He 
is one of the guys that are posted 
at wells about the time they are 
expected to come in. We are not 
sufficiently posted on oil field 
jargon to name his position.

Anyway, he confided to dad 
and mom that the Seaboard was 
going to make a well out o f Hin­
son No. 1, out near the old salt 
lakes. 'They are a bit over 11,000 
feet now in what is thought to be 
Ellenberger or possibly Mississ­
ippi formation.

Some tests of gas pressure as 
well as oil, driller’s mud, etc., have 
been taken at two depths below
11.000 feet. Gas showed at the 
surface in 16 minutes, it was stat­
ed in Tuesday’s dailies.

It will be remembered that a 
considerable quantity of oil, some 
240 barrels per day was encoun­
tered at below 8,000 feet. This was 
cased off so that the well could 
go on to the contract depth of
12.000 feet.

Boys here who have played a- 
round oil wells for the past sev­
eral years, Robt. Whitney, for one, 
who has seen ’em brought in, 
tell us that it would now be im­
possible to plug back to the 8,000 
feet strata and use both stratas in 
the same well. He’d merely heard 
that this was done on the Hinson 
well.

He tried to explain that the top 
strata was “killed.” That is the
011 was blown back and will never 
come into this well. “Oh yes,” 
he stateii, “ the 8,000 feet strata 
can be penetrated and wells 
brought in from that depth, OK, 
but it will have to be in a new 
well.’

Brick Work On South 
V/ing Of Hospital

riii
T~e face brick and tile part of 

the work on the south wing addi­
tion to the local hospital was 
finished last week. This wing, 
extending from the original sec­
tion of the hospital is 38 feet 
wide and 160 feet long. It will 
have a tier of hospital bed rooms 
an <ach side of the 10 feet hall­
way, except in the extreme west 
end, next to seventh street. That 
nortion will be a large reception 
hoom some 20x38 feet.

For -a long time the patient’s 
waiting room on the front end of 
the hospital, facing Sixth street, 
has been crowded with not only 
pat’ents waiting to see a doc­
tor. but well people who have 
sick folks in the hospital. This 
was the only place they had to 
stay, especially when weather 
conditons were bad. Now, such 
well people will hav’e a large 
reception room all to themselves, 
and w’ill not occupy chairs in­
tended for sick folks waiting for 
ex-rmination.

As in the older section of the 
hospital, there is a large tunnel 
under the concrete floor of the 
corridors or hallways, in which 
all the utilities are distributed to 
each room. Should there be a gas 
or water leak or short in the 
electric current, workmen can in­
stantly get to the faulty section 
without tearing up floors in 
rooms or corridors. This tunnel 
also carries the steam heat pip­
ing.

The section to be devoted to the 
nurses will be 38x110 feet, leav­
ing a drive-in space between the 
hospital ward described above, 
and the nurse section on one side 
and the west end of the old hos­
pital. Between the new hospital 
ward section and the nurses de­
partment, will be a patio some 
20 feet wide, where plants and 
flowers may be planted.

Foundation of the nurses’ de- 
part.ment has been completed, and 
it is now ready for brick masons. 
In the meantime the other part 
of the building is now in the 
hands of carpenters who are pre­
paring it for the roof, so that 
the job of finishing may be hast­
ened on the inside.

Cotton Crop On S. P. 
Takes Tail Spin

K. N. Clapp, cotton area man­
ager for Anderson-Clayton Co., 
who estimated the August 1 cot­
ton prospects for 19 South Plains 
count-es at 1,102,000 bales, drop­
ped the estimate as of Sept. 1 to 
807,000, has given the crop an­
other tail spin. He came up with 
figures for the same area as of 
Oct. 1, and placed the ginnings 
at 595,000 bales. 'That is remov- 
•ng the income of South Plains 
farmers, as w-ell as others who 
deal in cotton at a rapid rate, if 
you ask us.

Mr. Clapp is on novice here on 
the Plains as a cotton estimator. 
He has been at it for about 20 
vea-?. and generally comes pretty 
near the actual yield. About the 
only year he had to raise his 
sighis as the crop advanced was in 
1937, a bumper crop year here 
on the South Plains, and the im- 
provem.ent was rapid during the 
latter part of the growing season.

"st 'd  wpe fT(>od and was not
*oo hard hit, even if the weather 
was bli.rtering in the day time for 
a long, long time, beginning a- 
bout Aug. 1.

Indians Asking For
$ 327,OW,000
WASHINGTON, Oct. 7 (A P )—
The nation’s Indians are asking 
the Government for upwards of 
$357,000,000 and in addition for 
value of lands amounting to many 
millions of dollars more.

James A. Langston, chief clerk 
and administrative officer of the 
Indian Claims Commission, told a 
reporter today that Indian Tribes 
have already filed 37 claims, most 
of them charging treaty viola­
tions or wrongful distribution of 
land.

“All of these claims do not state 
the specific amount of damages 
sought,”  Langston said. “The total 
amount of those that do is $357,- 
000,000.”

The largest sum sought is $91,- 
350,000 by the Saginaw-Chippewa 
tribes of Michigan, who charge 
government violations of treaties. 
The smallest is for $144,000 by 
the bond Du Lac and other (Chip­
pewa Tribes.

Some claims are for value of 
vast areas of land w’hich the In­
dians alleged were taken from 
them without proper authority. i

The Commission has heard fin­
al argument in the first case. In 
it t e Osage Tribe of Oklahoma 
riled claims for recovery of an un- 
.stated amount of “Civilization 
Funds” which the Indians said 
were given by Uncle Sam to 
other tribes. '

The Osages say their lands were 
.sold under a treaty with them to 
create the “Civilizat on” fund but 
the signers of the treaty did not '

Increase In Payments | 
For Old Age 
Assistance

Payments to those who are de- ; 
pendent up< n Old .Age Assistance, | 
.Aid to the Needy Blind and Aid j 
to Dependent Children will be in­
creased an average of about $2.00 
on October 1. 1948. This is a re­
sult of recent changes in the Fed­
eral Social Security Act, accord- 
ingto Miss Kanna Stephens, field 
wor’cer for the State Department 
of Public Welfare.

In the last days of the Regular 
Session of the 80th Congress, the 
matching formula by which Fed­
eral money is allocated to the 
States was changed. The new Fed­
eral formula provddes about 64 
percent Federal* to 36 per cent 
State. Miss Stephens stated that 
there is. of course, no Federal 
mon *y allocated any State ex­
cept on this matching basis.

Had not additional Federal 
money been made available, it 
wou’d have been necessary to re­
duce each Old Age assistance 
check betv/een S2.00 and $3.00 
during each month of the present 
fiscal year, according to Miss 
Stenhens.

It is now possilbe to avoid this 
cut and instead raise checks_$2.00 
and to adopt a maximum pay­
ment of $50.00 in the Old Age 
and Blind Programs; and $27.00 
for the first child in a family and 
$18.00 for each additional child 
in the .Aid to Dependent Children 
program. All adjustments have

already been made, and it has 
not 1 een necessary for those re­
ceiving aid to visit the Welfare 
offi'-e to secure such raises as 
are possible.

It is anticipated that the Old 
.Age assistance rolls will show a 
net increase of 700 persons per 
month and the average payment 
will increaise slightly each month. 
The additional funds will be use^  
in these three ways: To avomP 
what would have been a $2.00 to 
$3.00 cut in payments each month; 
to increase payments approxi­
mately $2.00; and to provide for 
payments to new persons coming 
on the rolls.

During the month of Septem­
ber 1948, 189 Old Age Assistance 
checks w’ere mailed to people 
living in Terry county. These 
checks totaled $5,880.00 averaging 
$31.11 per person. Three checks 
were mailed to Terry County peo­
ple receiving Aid to the Blind, 
averaging $36.67 per person 
Checks w'ere mailed to five fam­
ilies representing 12 dependent 
children averaging $17.18 per 
child or $41.23 per family

Livestock Shipments 
Have Increased

Texas shipments of livestock 
gainc.i 29 per cent from July to 
.Augiis*. the University of Texas 
Bureau of Business ilesearch re­
ported.

Livestock shipments, totaling 
7.7R4 carloads, advanced 14 per 
cent from .August 1947.

Shipments of calves jumped 89 
per cent from July to .August; i 
sheep, 74 per cent; and cattle 17 
per cent. On the other hand, 
movement of hogs fell 7 per cent 
under July.

In comparison w’ith August 1947 
movements of sheep gained 22 
per cent; cattle, 19 per cent; and 
hogs, 12 per cent. For the only 
decline, shipments of calves drop­
ped 10 per cent.

Q. I have run into a problem with 
mustard in oats; m fact, it is 
gaining headway. We sprayed 
fields with blue vitriol but it had 
no effect. Have you any remedy?

A. W hen oats, wheat, rye, e tc ., are 
four to six inches tail and mustard 
showing about four good leaves 
flat on the ground, the grain (or 
grass) is in the most resistant stage 
and the mustard (and other broad­
leaved weeds) In the m ost vulner­
able stage to applications of herbi­
cide. 1 prefer sulfate o f am m onia 
or cyanam id as a flne dust on a 
dewy m orning, or as a spray one 
pound to one gallon water— 108 
gallons per acre because It rem ains 
as a fertilizer after killing the 
weeds.

Q. Can I sow Ladino clover on my 
potato ground after I get out the 
crop? The land is too wet to work 
on it in the spring.

A. No— the Ladino or any o th ^ c lo v e r  
w ill not start well and will drown- 
ou t and winterkill. Put In rye with 
lim e and phosphate after you get 
out the spuds and sow the clover 
•erly In the spring.

Q. Can 3mu tell me why on some 
eggs there is a brown spot on the 
white next to the yolk? It looks 
like liver. Will it hurt to leave 
it on? I always take it off if 
possible.

BONHAM, Oct. 7 (AP) —The 
Fannin County school of Lapidary i 
Art and Silversmithing for dis- j 
abled persons here is the only one 
of its kind in the Southwest.

The school, under the Texas 
Sta+e program of v’ocational re­
habilitation for disabled persons, 
’s conducted by t''e Rev. Charles 
G. Kehle, Episcopal Rector of 
Bonham. Classes are held in the 
Bonham high school building.

J. J. Brown of the State De- 
nartment of vocational rehabili­
tation rates the school as giving 
the most complete training in its 
field of any in the U. S.

The Rev. Kehler came to Texas 
from Canada last year, where he 
F̂>ent 16 years in mission work a- 
mong the Indians of Ontario. 
He taught them gem cutting and 
jewelry making.

The enrollment in the school is 
small, but because of the high­
ly specialized nature of the work, 
large classes are not feasible.

The disabled students are taught 
how to cut cabochons—gems or 
stones with smooth, curved sur­
faces. Jewels such as diamonds 
're also fashioned. Students work 
W'+h gold, silver, aluminum, brass 
and copr'^r and are taught plat­
ing, -eolat-ng and engraving. They 
also learn to recut stones and set 
th‘'m according to customers de­
sign.

In the Fall a ragweed’s fancy 
lightly turns to t.houghts of love 
and this month, throughout most 
of the United States, every up­
standing ragweed will be on the 
hunt for a mate.

All this seedy pursuit of hap­
piness is all right for ragweeds 
but it’s tough on vou if you are 
one of the millio.is who suffer 
hay fever as the result of in­
haling pollen. In that case you 
cannot afford to look down your 
nose at the activities of the 
young ragweed Romeos and 
Juliets. Many of them may not 
find each other, but f  your
nose instead. Worse, \ may
even have a date there.

In that case you ought to know 
about Neohetramine (2-(N- 
dimethyl-aminoethyl-N-p-meth- 
oxybenzyl) - amino - pyrimidine 
;aono-hydrochloride) and don’t 
sneeze at that either. This inter­
esting sounding and acting drug, 
a product now made available by 
Wyeth Incorporated on a doc­
tor’s prescription, has been found 
in a number of recorded clinical 
tests to give relief to 82 per 
cent of seasonal hay fever suf 
ferers, and what is most remark­
able of all. with almost complete 
absence of deleterious, or “side,” 
effects.

These testA as reported by 
Drs. Leo H. Criep and Theodore 
H. Aaron of the University of 
Pittsburgh Medical School and 
Montef iore  Hospital  to the 
American Academy of Allergy, 
showed Neohetramine to be the 
safest of all similar drugs.

The development of Neohe­
tramine is the result of clever 
medical detection work.

‘ allergy” has been in the lan­
guage only half a century. It is 
now known that the inhalation 
of pollens, especially that of 
ragweed, can produce asthma, 
sneezing, face swelling an d  
other allied symptoms. Many 
foods, shellfish and strawberries 
for example, wool, cat fur and 
scores of other things may cause 
various unhappy r e a c t i o n s  
among those allergic to them. 

When a disease germ enters 
the body, the body automatical­
ly sets up its own defense by 
manufacturing anti-bodies to 
combat the germ.

But 
the real villain of the hay fever 
and other similar griefs is now 
believed to be a chemical called 
histamine which is normally 
found in minute quantities in 
most of the body tissues. Pollen 
and the antibodies it creates 
combine to cause the liberation 
of histamine in the body. The 
histamine in turn dilates the 
blood vessels so that the tissues 
which the blood vessels feed be­
come swollen and gorged, like 
the stomach of a man who has 
eaten far too much. When the 
tissues of the mucous membrane 
of the nose get this indigestion 
and stomachache, the result is 
hay-fever or perhaps rhinitis.

Histamine thus acts as a sort 
of fifth columnist in the body 
for allergens. But it was only 
recently that histanpine’s devi­
ous underground work was dis­
covered. Once that was estab­
lished, however, the research 
laboratories got to work and de­
veloped the so-called antihis- 
taminics. Of these, Neohetra­
mine, as shown in the Criep- 
Aaron report, is the least likely 
to produce in the patient such 
side reactions as dizziness and 
drowsiness.

The antihistaminics have been 
found valuable also in other re­
spects— notably in overcoming 
certain patients’ allergies to 
drugs which it is necessary to 
administer to them. During a 
recent operation for tumor at 
Temple  University Hospital, 
penicillin injections had to be 
given a v/oman patient. To these
she show.d pronounced and i band.

dangerous a l lergic  reactions, 
which disappeared when the 
surgeons administered Neohetra­
mine.

The great value of antihista­
minics to medicine can be ap­
preciated when it is remembered 
what a tremendous field is cov­
ered by allergies. Certain per­
sons, for example, are allergic 
to cold and a sudden dip in too 
cold water or too prolonged 
swimming may result in death. 
Others are allergic to heat. The 
list of allergens run the gamut 
from cat’s fur to milk.

The case of a man who broke 
into a rash on Monday mornings 
puzzled physicians for months. 
They tested him for one allergy 
after another until they remem­
bered that his rash always oc­
curred on Mondays. Then the 
answer finally came. He was al­
lergic to funny papers—that is 
to the ink used to print them.

•There are also allergies which 
are of psychogenic origin. A 
woman married for five and a 
half years had suffered asthma 
for five years of that time. She 
went to Arizona, was cured 
within a few months and re­
turned East to her husband. Five 
months later she had asthma 
again. She went back to Tucson 
and was again cured. Her hus­
band moved to Tucson to be with 
her. Five days later sne was hos­
pitalized with an acute attack 
of astiima.

Probably Neohetramine would 
have done no good in this case. 
Reno was the cure. Since her 
divorce the lady has lived in 
the East and has suffered no re­
currence of her asthma. She 
was simply allergic to her hus-

Sudden seasonal changes in the 
weather during the fall months 
often result in chilling, which in 
turn is usually followed by wide­
spread incidence of the common 
cold. This disease always spreads 
rapid’ y because of the fact that 
very few people can live isolated 
lives and in any group or crowd 
of people, coughing, sneezing and 
spitting will scatter millions of 
cold germs among susceptible per­
sons.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer says that there are count­
less ways of spreading a cold 
other than by coughing, sneezing 
and spitting. “ For instance” the 
Doctor said, “ if a member of 
your family has a cold and the 
other members share a common 
drinking glass with him, you may 
expect the wrole family to pick 
up the germs he leaves on the 
gla«!.s. Sometimes a person with a 
cold thoughtlessly touches his 
mouih or nostrils with his hand, 
and ti'en shakes hands with an­
other person. That person, can 
and \ery likely will contaminate 
his own mouth or nostrils with his 
hand, and the germs are trans­
mitted into his system. A child 
with a cold may contaminate his 
toys and the next child that picks 
them up and plays with them will 
certainly obtain the cold germs, 
alon? with the toys.”

Children, as well as adults, who 
are .suffering from a cold should I 
be put to bed, and if complete ] 
rest, light food, and plenty of ” 
liquids do not improve his con­
dition in a short time, the family 
physician should be called. Dr. 
Cox further advised that dress­
ing properly for the weather, 
sensible eating, plenty of rest, and 
avoiding persons with colds can 
be helpful in preventing your 
own infection. Colds are costly in 
time, health, and money, the Doc­
tor said, and added, “Prevent | 
them if possible.”  ,
