Farm Prices Go Down
Other Prices Go Up

On the average, prices paid for
Texas farm products will go
down a little in 1949; prices farm-
ers pay for things they buy will
probably be a little higher than
they were this year.

It all adds up to an expected
1949 net income on Texas farms
and ranches of some 5 to 10 per
cent below that of 1948, but still
greatly above any prewar year.

That's a two-sentence summary
of the 1949 farm prospects as
seen by Tyrus R. Timm, exten-
sion economist and professor at
Texas A. & M. College, who re-
turned last week from the Nation-
al Agricultural Outlook Confer-
ence in Washington, D. C.

As to farm commodities, live-
stock and livestock products seem
to hold the most favorable price

position. The most speculative
situation is indicated for fruits

and vegetables. No sharp decline
generally is expected, but cer-
tain individual commodities in
this grouping may experience ser-
ious “short-run” seasonal declines.

Nations Gold Pile Near
$24-Billion Mark

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29 (#)—
The government's mounting gold
pile cppeared on the verge of top-
ping the $24,000,000,000 mark to-
day after rising about $1,700,000-
00 the last 12 months.

The most recent report, for
Tuesday, showed $23,996,169,-
474.59.

Never before has any nation
ever had so much gold. The U. S.
hoard represents over three fifths
of the world's known supply.

The Russians are believed to
have the second biggest store, yet
their holdings are estimated at
only one-tenth those of the United
States.

Mining in this country accounts
for only a small part of the in-
creasing gold stock.

Most of the gain results from
countries dipping into their own
dwindling gold supplies to pay for
purchases here not ofset by sales
or American aid funds.

In between, these two groups of
commodities is the outlook for
cotton and grain, with cotton hold-
ing a more favorable spot.
