The 80th Congress provided 
for the renewal of term policies j 
at their expiration date without 
physical examination but at high-| 
er rates to correspond with thei 
veteran’s age. 1
■ The VA ordinarily will send the 1 
veteran a warning letter two*, 
months before the policy is due 
to exipire. • j

To Iceep his term insurance in 
force the veteran must apply for , 
the renewal of his original policy 
before it expires. It is very im -1 
portant that all vets know* the. 
following:

1. The renewal of term insur-

be issued for ail renewed term 
policies.

6. Veterans have the option of 
converting their old term policies 
to one of the permanent plans 
rather than renew for another 5 
year term.

7. If veterans convert retroac­
tively no credit is given for prem­
iums paid on term policies.

8. Veterans who have been pay­
ing premiums by deduction to 
cover higher premium w-hen they 
renew, and the old authoriza­
tion should be cancelled.

Q— IS compensation ever paid 
by VA for disability due to mis­
conduct?

A—Compensation may be paid 
under such circumstances if the 
disability was not due to the 
veteran’s own willful misconduct. 
Pension for nonservice-connected 
disabilities will not be paid if it 
is determined they are due to 
the veteran’s willful misconduct 
or vicious habits.

Q—My sister was a -WAC when 
it was first organized. Is she 
gible to VA benefits?

A—She may be entitled to hos­
pitalization and burial, but wo­
men in the WAC are not consid­
ered as having been in the active 
military service for the purpose 
of establishing entitlement to 
other VA benefits. The U. S. Em­
ployees’ Compensation Commis­
sion and not VA has jurisdiction 
to determine eligibility to com­
pensation to those members of 
the WAAC who were physically ^  
inj^ied or killed in the per- i i i ;

Fleas Dangerous 
To PubUc Health

Recent n>oisture conditions have 
been favorable to the production i 
of extreme numbers of fleas in 
barns, chicken houses, and out 
buildings, according to Dr. Frank 
P. Miller .director of the South 
Plains Health unit. Dr. Miller! 
warns that these fleas may be- j 
come dangerous to the public 
health as well as a nuisance if 
immediate destruction is not ac­
complished.

Dr. Miller urges all people who ‘ 
are troubled with flea infestation 
on their permises to secure a lib­
eral supply of 10 per cent DDT, 
powder and to apply it at the rate i 
of abi ut one pound to 300 square 
feet of floor area in all outbuild­
ings and areas where fleas are 
known to exist.

R-ecent warnings concerning the, 
spread of typhus and plague fromi 
fleas in wild rodents make this 
precaution necessary.

Farm Cash Incomes 
Below Expectations

June farm cash income in Texas ; 
was substantially below season­
al expectations, despite a small 
gain over the previous month, 
the University of Texas Bureau 
of Business Research reported.

After adjustment for seasonal 
variation, the Bureau’s index of 
farm cash income dropped from 
276 in May to 218 in June. The 
June 1949 index stood at 341.

Texas farmers received an es­
timated $87,C67,000 in June, or 
35 per cent less than in June 1949. 
With exception of livestock, mar­
keting of all farm products was 
smaller in June than in the same 
month a year ago.

Cattle sales amtjunted to $21,- 
125,000 in June. the greatest 
source of farm income for five 
consecutive months. Wheat ac­
counted for $19,350,000 in June, 
reflecting heavier m-wements. 
Wool sales totaled $13,365,000. 
All types of farm products, ex­
cept wheat, oat.s, wool -'-nd milk 
products, registered decreases in 
revenue fr< m the previous month.

Rain Fell 15 of the 
31 Days In July
• There has been any number of 
wetter months than July 1950 
since the record has been kept! 
here for the US Weather Bureau | 
began by the writer in 1914, but j 
they have not been Julys. For in- 1 
stance, in May 1941, there was 
some 12*2 inches. The really wet 
months are generally May, June, | 
August and last year it was Sep- j 
tember, with some 7 inches. j

But this year, so far, July has 
been the month of greatest rain- , 
fall. In fact it produced more 
than half of the precipitation that 
has fallen this year. Of the 31 
days, 15 of them gave a bit of 
moisture, beginning with the 5th 
day of the month. The moisture 
ranged from .02 to 1.48 during 
the 24 hour periods.

There are a number of com­
munities in the area that received 
almost as much or more in one 
rain than we received in the 
month, perhaps. We town dwell­
ers perhaps received just about 
the minimum of the county.

Here on the town section, we 
received our biggest rain on Fri­
day the 7th. the amount being 1.48 
inches. The total for the month 
was 4.60 inches. Much cloudy 
weather and showers have kept 
the farmers out of their fields, 
and believe us, the weeds and 
grass are doing their stuff.

share his prosperity as well as 
sorrows and woes, if any.

They have raised a fine lot of 
boys and girls, we lost the num­
ber, but they are all well edu­
cated, and have the same nack 
of entertaining visitors and mak­
ing them feel at home, as their 
dad and mother. All were there, 
the longest distance traveled was 
by one son, a prominent attorney 
of Los Angeles. There were so 
many to talk to and take the time 
of Mr. and Mrs. Harris, that we 
failed to get the names .of their 
children.

Mr. and Mrs. Harris began to 
settle their ranch back near the 
turn of the century. Presumably 
some of it was “ lived out”  by nes- 
ters, which was taken up by them 
from the government. After the 
land was “ proved up” the folks 
that lived it out sold out gener­
ally to some nearby ranchman 
and beat it back to “civilization.” 
At least that is the way that most 
of the ranches in that area were 
built up. Each man, woman and 
child 21 years of age, could take 
up a quarter section (160 acres.) 
But the distance to any towns was 
too great to suit most easterners, 
and unless they had a large fam­
ily and could take up several 
quarter sections, the going was too 
hard to suit them, and they sold 
out. Most of these folks were fine 
people, the salt of the earth. Many 
times nearby ranchmen gave them 
work or they could never have 
stayed out the time, two years 
we believe. We believe that the 
Sawyer and Smith ranches, to 
mention two that we know, and 
perhaps the Joe Lane ranch, were 
piece mealed by buying out de­
parting nesters. Those that stuck 
it out have good farms and ranch­
es, and on some of the lands oil 
has been found.

But let’s return to this feast of 
good things. It so happened that it 
was not only a gathering of old 
time friends, but was the 41st 
wedding anniversary of Mr. and 
Mrs. Harris. Harve is always teas­
ing us about how' much younger 
Texie looks than the Old He, so 
we got to turn the same dose on 
him, Mrs. Harris also looks much 
younger than he.

Boy, they had some of the best 
barbecue and son-of-gun you ev­
er popped your lips over, made 
from a prime young ranch steer.
