Ed Massey Installs 
Swimming Pool 
At Edge of Town

A swimming pool intended for 
public use is being constructed 
near Friona.

“Completion is expected to 
be sometime this week,” ac­
cording to the builder, Ed 
Massey of Friona.

Construction of the pool 
started last week and excava­
tion of the hole, setting of 
forms, and concrete pouring 
followed rapidly. The pool is 
being built on the east of High­
way 60 near the “loop” road 
intersection.

The pool is to be 30 feet wide 
and 50 feet long. It is to have 
water seven feet deep for half 
the length of the pool, 13 feet 
of water from two to seven 
feet deep, and water two feet 
deep for 12 feet.

“The pool is intended for the 
public to use,” Massey says.

During the first part of the 
pool’s operation, those who 
want to use it may come to 
the pool already wearing swim­
ming clothes since dressing 
rooms will not be available. 
Massey proposes to charge 30 
cents for children and 60 cents 
for adults admission fee.

Water will be piped to the 
pool from a well near Massey’s 
home, about 200 yards distant. 
Water will be chlorinated and 
changed at frequent intervals, 
Massey says.

“I have had a notion to build 
a swimming pool for some time, 
and am just now getting around 
to it,” he says. “I sure think 
it will be a good thing for the 
area.”

Massey figures the cost of 
building the pool will be ap­
proximately $5,000. This in­

cludes only the pool itself, 
without the additional facilities 
of dressing rooms and Altera­
tion plant which may be added 
later.

Also in the plans for the 
swimming pool are other recre­
ation and amusement facilities. 
Among these are a miniature 
golf course, a driving range for 
golf, and a drive-in refresh­
ment center.

Compared to the size of Here­
ford’s public swimming pool, 
Massey’s pool will be 30 x 50 
while the one at Hereford is 
25 x 60, The pool is to hagve 
two divingf boards at the deep 
end, and later, if the present 
pool proves a financially sound 
operation, a deeper pool will be 
built east of the present one, 
Massey says.

Pool
Meeting
Moved
Executive members of the 

Friona Swimming Pool Associ­
ation last week decided to post­
pone the general meeting of the 
board of directors and commit­
tees until August and continue 
with the present program of 
fund raising, reports Bill Shee­
han, secretary.

The Association finance com­
mittee will continue to try for 
donations in communities in the 
area, and in Friona. A record 
of donors and amounts is being 
kept and donations will be re­
turned if a pool cannot be built 
by next year, Sheehan says.

“We are doing this in order 
to keep donors from hesitating 
because they fear funds may 
lie idle two or three years,” 
Sheehan says. “Also, we are 
working on plans to reward 
donors, but do not as yet have 
definite plans for the manner 
of acknowledging gifts.”

Excellent cooperation from the 
residents in Friona and in sev­
eral communities is reported by 
members of the finance com­
mittees in quest of swimming 
pool funds.

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City Commission Worries 
About Water Problems

The fact that Friona is oper­
ating on a diminishing supply 
of water- for an ever-growing 
populace got full attention at 
the meeting of the Friona city 
council Monday night. The 
problem as presented to the 
council by city clerk Roy Wil­
son is:

1. The city is using more 
water.

2. The water table on one 
well of the three that are op­
erating has dropped below 
thé depth at which the pump 
is able to produce water.

3. Rate of water usage is

creating low pressures at 
times during the day when 
use is heaviest.

4. It is going to cost some 
money to remedy the situa­
tion.

5. Drawdown on the wells 
that are producing water now 
is such that larger pumps and 
power units will be needed.
The water table in the last 

few years has dropped from 
154 feet to 179 feet, Wilson re­
ported. The pump on one well 
is set at 190 feet, and the 
drawdown on this well is to 194 
feet, too low to obtain water.

Friona Methodists turned 

out in near record numbers 
for Sunday school last Sun­
day, reports Rev. Hugh Blay­
lock.

may soon be able to receive 
small monthly checks from the 
State Department of Public 
Welfare through the new state- 
federal program of aid.

The s t a t e  constitutional 
amendment, which was adopted 
by the voters in November, 
1956, limiting the amount of 
money that can be appropriated 

^  for this program to $1.5 million 
*  per year, makes aid possible 

only to those who are helpless 
and have no relatives able to 
support them.

Wade H. Felps, welfare super­
visor for this area, pointed out 
this is the only welfare program 
which requires consideration of 
the ability of relatives to sup­
port. This law defines “respon­
sible relatives” as children, 
parents, step-children, step­

-p a re n ts , brothers and sisters.
The “permanency” and “to­

tality” of the disability will be 
determined by a state reviewing 
physician after study of a com­
plete physical or mental exam­
ination by the person’s own 
private physician. Complete 
helplessness from a medical 
standpoint, rather than inability 
to work, is the criteria. The 
state will pay the private phy- 

** sician for his examination.
Funds for assistance pay­

ments will not be available until 
September 1, 1957, but applica­
tions will be taken after July 
15, 1957. While the helpless in­
dividual will not be able to 
leave home, the persons re­
sponsible for his care may 
come to the local welfare office 
and acquaint the department 

^  with his situation. A field work- 
— er will then call at the home

to take the application.
People wishing to make ap­

pointment may do so by writ­
ing the State Department of 
Public Welfare, Courthouse, 
Hereford; or by contacting the 
Parmer County Judge, A. D. 
Smith, at the courthouse.

Parmer County Has 
First 1957 Polio

The first 1957 case of polio in 
Parmer County has been re­
ported. Hie victim is Shirley 
Pitman, 15-month-old daughter 
of Mr. and Mrs. Billy Pitman 
of the Lakeview community.

Shirley was taken to a Here­
ford physician last week and 
her case was diagnosed as polio 
there. Then she was taken to an 
Abilene hospital where she re­
mains as a patient.

This leaves only two wells to 
supply water to the city, since 
another well has not operated 
recently due to a clogging of 
inlets in the casing.

Together the two wells which 
are still in operating condition 
will yield only 812 gallons per 
minute. This is insufficient to 
keep plenty of water in stor­
age tanks during the periods of 
the day when there is heavy us­
age, Wilson imported.

The council proposes to have 
Wilson look into ways the wells 
can be arranged to furnish 
more water, through increas­
ed pumping capacity. The well 
that has been idle will be check­
ed for the possibility of get­
ting -it into use again. Cost of 
increasing capacity of the 
pumps that are presently oper­
ating is to be obtained.

Probable solution to increas­
ing the output of the two wells 
is to add stages on the col­
umn of one and get a larger 
motor and more pump stages 
for the other, Wilson said.

Estimated cost will be about 
$10,000, Wilson said.

Other business conducted at 
the meeting included passing 
an ordinance to allow South­
western Public Service Co. to 
revamp its rates for industrial 
and commercial users. The 
council gave approval to the 
change at the last meeting but 
the company reported that an 
ordinance would be required. 
The change will affect about 40 
businesses. The rates will not 
increase, but allows the com­
pany to place each business on 
a single meter instead of sev­
eral.

* * * *
Also present at the meeting 

were Charles Bainum and 
James W. Cunningham, chief 
and assistant chief of the fire 
department, 1» a.sk for a change 
in procedure for obtaining gas­
oline for the fire trucks.

Firemen have been required, 
like other city departments, to 
obtain purchase orders before 
buying gasoline.

“This will not work for the 
fire department,” Bainum and 
Cunningham said. “No matter 
what time we come back to the

station after a fire, we need to 
have the fuel tanks full and 
ready to go again. We can’t 
chase around to find somebody 
to sign a purchase order.”

The council voted to give the 
chief and assistant chief of 
both the fire and police depart­
ments the authority to sign pur­
chase orders for essential 
items, gasoline included.

Also requested by the fire 
department representatives was 
prevention of “fire chasers” 
hampering fire department ef­
forts while fighting fires. Con­
siderable unnecessary street 
blocking and by-stander trouble 
was reported at the Kendrick 
Oil Co. last week. Fire Chief 
Bainum also inquired about a 
set of tires for the pickup 
which the department has.

Wilson reported he was tak­
ing price quotations for the 
tires and would probably get 
the needed tires this week.

The need for 500 feet of 2.5- 
inch hose and 500 feet of 6.5- 
inch hose was pointed out by the 
firemen. The council replied 
that there was not enough mon­
ey to get the hose now.

Whether or not Parmer 
County will have a 30-cent 
tax rate increase will be de­
termined next Thursday, 
July 25, in a special election. 
The election has been called 
by the commissioners court 
because of the need for addi­
tional revenue in the right-of- 
way fund for farm-to-market 
roads.
Polls will be open from 8 a.m. 

to 7- p.m. at the eight county 
precincts—Bovina, Friona, Far- 
well, Lazbuddie, Oklahoma 
Lane, Lakeview, Rhea, and 
Black. Eligible voters will be 
those who are otherwise quali­
fied and have property render­
ed for taxation purposes.

If approved, the tax rate 
will be raised from 95 cents 
per $100 valuation to $1.25. 
Presently, 10 cents of the 95- 
cent rate goes into the right- 
of-way fund and the increase 
would make it 40 cents. This 
would derive around $36,000 
per year for the fund, while 
in the past it has been $9,000. 
The need for the increased 

funds is due to the number of 
farm roads Parmer County has 
been receiving from the state in 
recent years. Over 30 miles 
have been paved during the 
past two years and the fund 
has been inadequate, causing 
the county to have to borrow 
$30,000 during the past year to 
acquire the property ease­
ments.

To continue to accept the 
roads which are included in 
the state program each year, 
and to pay off the past indebt­
edness, the county has to have 
more money, say officials. This 
will be done in one of two ways 
—the 30-cent tax rate increase, 
or a raise in property valua­
tions.

By raising the property valu­
ations, it will increase revenue 
in all other county funds, which 
are now adequate, say the com­
missioners. They say that this 
would be a poor business prac­
tice, as it would put money 
where it isn’t needed, and also 
increase taxes paid to the 
state. The state rate is 65 cents 
and it is based on the same 
valuation.

The commissioners could 
raise the valuation without an 
election, but they have pro­
posed the 30-cent increase be­
cause it will increase revenue 
only where it is currently need­

ed—therefore, being the most 
economical way.

Under the state road pro­
gram, all farm roads are built 
and financed by the state, and 
the county in which the roads 
are paved has to acquire all 
easements.

Taken into consideration 
when paying for these ease­
ments is the amount of damage 
a road will do to a man’s prop­
erty, and the benefit he will re­
ceive from the paving. When a 
road is widened, there is no 
right-of-way payment, it is 
pointed out. Only when the road 
cuts through someone’s prop­
erty and it is damaged, does 
the county pay for a right-of- 
way.

When the roads are paved, 
curves are straightened out 
whenever possible, that being 
a considerable cost to the 
county. There are various ways 
which a person’s property may 
be damaged, and whenever it 
is, an agreement is usually 
reached by the commissioners 
court and the party involved.

The amount in dollars and 
cents that the tax increase will 
cost property owners is shown 
thusly: Land is now valued a t 
$4 to $7 per acre, according to 
zone location. A 160-acre piece 
of land, valued at $6 per acre, 
now costs a taxpayer $9.12. 
With the increase, the same 
land would cost the property 
owner $12.60.

On each irrigation well, as­
sessed at $500, the present cost 
is $4.75. With the increase it 
will be $6.25.

Other property valuations in 
the county are merchandise, 65 
percent of inventory on Janu­
ary 1; cattle, $30 per head; 
hogs, $15; horses, $20; sheep, 
$5; pool tables, $100 each; auto­
mobiles, trucks, pickups, trac­
tors, and combines, 1956 and 
1957 , models, $450. For earlier 
models, the valuations decline 
proportionately, down to $100 
for 1946 vehicles.

The present 95-cent tax rate 
is divided between the general 
fund, 55 cents; road and bridge 
fund, 20; jury fund, 5; perman­
ent improvement fund, 5; and 
right-of-way fund, 10.

On Monday of this week, no 
absentee ballots had been cast, 
according to Hugh Moseley, 
county clerk. Deadline for ab­
sentee voting is 5 o’clock Fri­
day afternoon.

The Cheapest Way

Next Thursday Parmer County property 
owners will vote on a 30-cent tax rate increase. 
If approved, the almost 30 percent hike will go 
toward paying off past indebtedness on farm- 
to-market rights-of-way and for obtaining prop­
erty easements for future roads built in the 
county.

As high as taxes for almost all tax-support­
ed bodies are, no one likes to see another raise, 
but in this instance it will be the most econom­
ical way if the taxpayers approve the hike.

The increased tax rate is one of two ways 
the commissioners court can obtain the neces­
sary funds for acquiring easements for farm 
roads, and it is by far the cheapest. The other 
way would be the raising of property valua­
tions.

The valuations have been the same in the 
county for many years, but they can and will 
be raised by the commissioners if there is no 
other alternative. This can be done without the 
vote of the people.

The tax rate is presently 95 cents per ?100 
valuation and the revenue goes into five dif­
ferent funds. Ten cents of the figure goes into 
the right-of-way fund. To raise the valuation 
where the right-of-way fund would be adequate 
to meet present needs, it would overflow mon­
ey in all the other funds, as well as to increase 
the state revenue, which is based on the same 
valuation.

The state rate is 65 cents, so every time the 
county receives 95 cents, 65 goes to the state. 
It is easy to see what the increase in valuations 
would do. With the increased tax rate, though, 
all the additional revenue will be designated 
to the purpose for which it is needed.

Whether or not a person believes that farm- 
to-market roads are worth the money it costs 
the state and county (and few if any would 
say that they are not), approving the rate in­
crease is the only logical way.

The state builds the roads all over Texas. 
The county has no say so in where the roads 
will be built, other than requesting ones which 
they think are needed. When one is approved 
for Parmer County, it would be foolish to not 
accept it.

To accept a road, the county has only to 
pay for damage it might do to a person’s prop­
erty. For what the roads are worth to the 
county, this is a small cost.

When the commissioners first discussed the 
tax rate hike, they also had in mind the pos­
sibility of acquiring four-lane highways in fu­
ture years, although this was secondary to 
farm roads. However, since the election was 
called, the county judge pointed out that the 
legal petitions used and the official election 
order called specifically for farm- to-market 
roads.

Four-lane highways are something the 
county is going to have to face sometime in the 
future. How this will be done, we don’t know, 
but it would have been a nice set-up if it could 
all come under this one raise. Since it doesn’t 
though, it will just have to be another bridge 
to cross later.

For the present time, farm roads are the 
only concern, and approving the tax rate in­
crease is the most economical way.

First Lap Harvest 
Finished by Area 
Onion Growers

The first lap of the 1957 har­
vest on about 85 acres of onions 
has been completed by several 
farmers between Bovina and 
Farwell. Euvon Ford and J. T. 
Ford and sons are the growers.

Digging was finished last 
Saturday on the acreage farmed 
by Burl Ford, and there will be 
no more harvesting for another 
week or so, while an additional 
20 acres of white and yellow 
late-maturing Spanish onions 
ripen.

The Fords are still hoping 
that these late onions will be 
the best prospects for making 
money on this year's crop, 
primarily because of their 
tremendous tonnage. From 
1,000 to 1,100 sacks per acre 
are anticipated. (Compare 
this with around 300 which is 
what the earlier onions were 
yielding.)

This week, the onion mar­
ket opened at $1.40 a sack, 
which is "about as low as 
you can go," according to 
Burl. Only a week before, 
white jumbos had been com­
manding a premium price, 
but favorable conditions for 
even top notch onions has dis­
appeared. "They all bring 
the same price now—regard­
less," he says.
Early-season prospects for 

the 1957 crop—especially the 
market—were much better than 
things actually turned out. But 
in spite of the bloom being gone 
from the rose, so to speak, the 
Fords aren’t in the dumps 
about their fling into the vege­
table producing business* this 
year.

"We’ve made a little money," 
says Burl, "and at least it sure 
beats cotton or maize.’’ Also, 
he points out that the local

farmers faced virtually every 
hazard imaginable this year— 
and survived.

They had never raised onions 
here before. There are no local 
marketing facilities. Last year 
was a top-notch one for onions, 
and this year, the market was 
glutted by the tremendous in­
crease in acreage. In spite of 
these factors, they came out in 
reasonably good shape, consid­
ering the risks involved.

“I’m sure going to stay with 
it,” says Burl. “I plan to in­
crease my own acreage to 100 
next year. Wb have decided to 
stick with the business for five 
years regardless of what hap­
pens.”

* * * *
The best price the Fords got 

for any onions this year was 
$2.75 per 50-pound sack. The 
lowest price they received was 
on the tail-end of their harvest, 
when the market sagged to 
$1.40.

Burl says he believes his fa­
ther, J. T., would have made 
more money if he had accepted 
an early-season offer of $750 
per acre for the onions in the 
field. At that time, prospects 
for good onion prices looked 
favorable, however.

One big fly in the onion oint­
ment this year for the local 
growers has been the terrific 
price they have had to pay to 
get their crop harvested. Har­
vesting costs, from the time 
the crews were turned into the 
fields, until the onions were 
sacked and loaded on freight 
cars at Hereford, ran 85 cents 
per bag.

The most they expected to 
pay for these services, and 
their estimates had been based 
on past experiences of local

growers, was 45 cents.
Burl says labor is one prob­

lem the Fords are determined 
to lick next year, and they are 
making plans to erect their own 
housing and bring in their own 
help. In fact, they hope to be 
able to lower their harvesting 
costs for the clean-up of the 
late onions this month or early 
in August, because the supply of 
seasonal workers will be more 
plentiful them.

Production costs have averag­
ed about $125. per acre—approx­
imately whait the Fords expect­
ed. Harvesting costs, however, 
have hit from $400 to $500 per 
acre. * * * *

Some of the Fords’ neighbors 
were genuinely concerned about 
the "bite’-’' they took with such 
a big acreage this year. How­
ever, Burl declares that in re­
ality, the volume produced by 
the local men was the only 
thing that saved them in this 
highly competitive onion pro­
duction year.

“If we hadn’t had but 15 or 
20 acres of onions — like so 
many farmers east of us in the 
Plain vie w-Lockney area had— 
we wouldn’t have been able to 
find anyone who would handle 
them for us,” says Ford.

Rye Support Price 
Is $1.12 Bushel

Announcement of the 1957 
support price for rye in Parmer 
County was made by the ASC 
office this week. The figure this 
year is $1.12 per bushel.

Prentice Mills, office man­
ager, says this will mean a net 
price of 98 cents to the pro­
ducer (computed Monday).

No figures are available on 
the acreage of rye in the coun­
ty, but it is believed to be high­
er this year than last year. The 
price support will likely exceed 
current market quotations.

Foliar
Feeding
Studied

Anyone who has ever been in 
a hospital has seen patients re­
ceiving their nutrition through 
their veins instead of by mouth. 
There’s more than one way to 
feed a plant, too, and some in­
terest has been shown in try­
ing to put food through the 
leaves instead of through the 
roots.

County Agent Joe Jones this 
week says that “foliar fertili­
zation,” as it’s called, can have 
certain advantages under cer­
tain conditions, but that such a 
practice can not be regarded as 
always beneficial.

For instance, applying phos­
phorus to the leaves for ab­
sorption into the plant’s sys­
tem seems to improve quality 
of cotton in cases where the 
crop is late, because phospho­
rus hastens the maturity pro­
cesses.

(However, if the cotton is 
early, or if the growing season 
should be longer than normal, 
this might conceivably be 
harmful.)

In any case, it’s difficult to 
expect an increase in yields, 
which is one of the basic ideas 
in using any kind of fertilizer. 
Foliar feeding is tickling the 
curiosity of many area farm­
ers, and Jones reports a num­
ber of inquiries on the subject. 
Some farmers have tried it.

He says it’s important to re­
member that this method is in­
tended only to supplement al­
ready standard fertilizer prac­
tices.

The most significant result 
of foliar feeding brought out 
in tests is that it insures a 
stronger fiber under adverse 
growing conditions. In the fall 
of 1955, when the late season 
was wet and cool, most cotton 
made micronaire readings .of 
about 3 units. Foliar fed cotton 
micronaired out about 3.5.

Irrigation of grain sorghum 

has been getting underway in 
Parmer County these past two 
hot weeks. Several of the farm­
ers have been watering down 
the feed row itself rather than 
plowing water furrows and cut­
ting the plant roots. This type 
of watering is fine on land up 
to one percent slope, but don’t 
wash feed, land and all down 
the hill on the steeper land.

Tail water is starting to flow 
down the bar ditches with the 
watering getting underway 
again. However, many have 
started sowing the ends of the 
fields (about 40-50 ft.) with 
grain sorghum, or small grains 
to slow down and utilize some 
of this water. This is certainly 
a recommended conservation 
practice, and we would like to 
see more of it done.

We want to make use of all 
that water we can. For in­
stance, did you know that a re­
turn of 200 pounds or more of 
grain per acre per inch of wat­
er may be expected in most 
years- (when the crop isn’t dam­
aged by hail, etc.)? For grain 
sorghum, usually the applica­
tion of 3.5-4.0 inches of water 
per watering is adequate on the 
clay type soils, while the sandy 
soils will require about 2.0-2.5 
in. per application. Of course, 
more frequent irrigation is re­
quired on the sandy soils.

The slight dip in price and 
amount of demand kept momen­
tum of the digging from increas­
ing. This may help more than 
it hurts, O’Haugherty says.

“Size of the potatoes and the 
skin will improve when the po­
tatoes are left in the ground to 
allow an advance in maturity.

The first of this week the 
market was gyrating gently be­
tween $2.50 and $2.75 (regard­
ed as fair to average), but 
known factors on the horizon 
were giving growers sleepless 
nights.

er big producing parts of the 
country, namely the early val­
ley harvests of the Idaho area.

area potatoes this year is ex­
cellent—perhaps the best ever. 
However, the yield is consider­
ably below standard, and the 
drop in tonnage will make any 
reduction in price received 
doubly painful.

Gregory expects his own po­
tatoes to yield from 150 to 175 
sacks per acre. Last year he 
averaged more than 200 sacks. 
He says that the drop in yield 
will be spread all over the 
Plains.

Asked to what may be attrib­
uted this decrease in produc­
tion, he says the unusual spring 
weather that was good for the 
Plains wheat crop was not so 
good for the potato growers.

Then, suddenly, 
the showers and low tempera­
tures left and the weather be­
came very hot and dry. Those 
conditions are not ideal for po­
tato growing, he says.

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Corn Ear Worm 
Hard to Control

Anytime you buy a bunch of 
roasting ears and shuck them 
yourself, the chances are good 
that you’ll uncover two or three 
corn ear worms, pesky little 
critters that burrow their way 
into the succulent ear.

If, as a consumer of corn, 
you’re irritated by their pres­
ence, you can understand the 
reaction they cause among the 
producers of corn themselves, 
who would like nothing better 
than to get rid of all the worms.

But, controlling this particu­
lar insect is anything but ea­
sy, points out County Agent 
Joe Jones this week, and he 
has had some words of ad­
vice for corn growers of the 
area who are considering con­
trol measures against the 
worms.

"I made counts in several 
fields following poison appli­
cations last year, and didn't 
find an instance where the 
practice could be considered 
successful at all," warns the 
agent.
The problem is that the worm 

gets down into the rolled-up 
leaves of the shuck, where he 
is safe from externally applied 
poisons most of the time.

“When corn begins to silk and 
tassel, com ear worm eggs 
will be deposited, on the fresh 
silks and in five or six days 
small worms will hatch out 
and begin feeding. Several poi­
sonings will be required to give 
protection. Research shows it 
is not practical to try to control 
the worms on field corn. Varie­
ties with a tight shuck will help 
lessen the damage, though,” he

says.
From research, plus recent 

experiences in the Parmer 
County area, Jones concludes 
that it appears to be a waste 
of money to poison for the corn 
ear worm on commercial fields.

“Once the worm is down into
the ear, the poison won’t reach 
him and the number of times 
poison applications are required 
to have poison on a very large 
percent of the silks when the 
worms are hatching make the 
cost prohibitive,” the agent has 
pointed out.

* * * *
Some readers may be won­

dering about their garden 
stands of sweet corn, though, 
and here are some tips from 
the county agent on what to do 
in these small plantings:

For control, use DDT and 
white mineral oil with a say- 
bolt viscosity of 65 to 90 sec­
onds. Ears may be treated in­
dividually, using a sponge or 
squirt can, or a high clearance 
sprayer. Timing of this appli­
cation is very important.

Treatment should begin two 
days after the first silk shows 
up, and be repeated every two 
days for three applications.

A guide, available at Jones’ 
office, gives further particulars.

I was curious about why an­
hydrous ammonia was not ap­
plied in the water during irriga'- 
tion soon after coming to the 
Plains. I got several answers 
and reasons, but I still wonder 
why it isn’t done more often.

The answers:
1. Poor distribution of fertili­

zer on long rows, because the 
deep water penetration at the 
upper end and shallow penetra­
tion at the lower end.

2. Losses of fertilizer through 
ditch seepage.

The reason I still wonder why 
lies in the first reason, con­
cerning poor distribution be­
cause of long rows. Of more 
importance than water applica­
tion of fertilizer is the practice 
of having rows too long to 
control penetration of water. 
The end result of rows too long 
is tail water that finds its way 
into road ditches and lakes 
to be wasted from the stand­
point of getting on crops.

The difference in having rows 
too long and having rows the 
correct length is the difference 
in irrigating and just watering. 
There is a difference.

But there is the cost element 
to be considered in converting

baking powder, % cup milk, 
and 3 tablespoons melted but­
ter.

Mix the dry ingredients thor­
oughly and pour into a baking 
dish. Pour the fruit and sugar 
mixture over the top and bake.

Heard interesting comments 
from a couple of anhydrous 
ammonia fertilizer dealers re­
cently.

“We are having difficulty in 
getting enough anhydrous am­
monia to go around . . . had to 
turn down a farmer who wanted 
a side dressing job done . . . 
ran out of fertilizer.”

Another said, “We had to shut 
down one afternoon waiting for 
more anhydrous ammonia.”

From the tone of these re­
marks, fertilizing with anhy­
drous ammonia has gained in 
volume this year with more 
acres being fertilized and more 
pounds per acre being applied. 
This makes fertilizer dealers 
happy, of course, but if farmers 
who are using anhydrous am­
monia are not happy with re­
sults, the dealers could not stay 
happy long.

There was considerable talk 
earlier in the season that a 
price war among anhydrous 
ammonia dealers was ini the 
making. As close as it got 
though, from what is reported, 
was Hereford. Anhydrous am­
monia at bargain prices was 
distributed for a short period, 
but a truce was called when the 
rush came for the side dressing 
business.

Now, manufacturers of the 
fertilizer can not produce 
enough to supply the demand, 
one dealer said.

Overheard several farmers in 
the Rhea community giving 
testimony of the anhydrous 
ammonia benefits for wheat.

“I left a few acres to see 
what happens. Sure can tell the 
difference. The way it looked 
to me, the unfertilized strip 
made only one half as much as 
where fertilized,” one farmer 
reported.

“I didn’t fertilize my wheat,” 
another said. “And my wheat 
yield wasn’t too bad. But from 
seeing how much more my 
neighbors made than I did, I 
won’t fail to use it next year.” 

During the same time that 
the price war scare was evi­
dent, some people were talking 
about there being too many 
anhydrous ammonia dealers in 
the area. “Some of them are 
surely going to be forced out,” 
was the general opinion.

For the farmer, having plenty 
of dealers around definitely is 
an advantage. He stands a 
better chance of getting service 
when he wants it, and prices 
will likely be more reasonable 
when the field is competitive.

Farming being of the nature 
it is, the pattern of anhydrous 
ammonia application will fol­
low this seasonal nature of 
farming, just as do cotton gins, 
elevators, potato sheds and 
other services to farmers. 
There aren’t many businesses 
that do not have slack seasons, 
but the recent rush for side 
dressing sure took the slack 
out of the fertilizing business.

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Water, Fertilizer 
Help Boost Yield

^  The best large-acreage wheat 
* ie ld  reported in the Parmer 

County area so far this year 
was printed in High Plains 
Farm and Home last week. 
Since that time, several inquir­
ies have been made regarding 
the farming practices that 
brought it about.

Averaging 73 bushels over 
a 55-acre field were Don Wil­
liams and Elmer Hargrove of 
Farwell, who farm land near 

^  Pleasant Hill west of Bovina. 
All told, they harvested 530 
acres of wheat, some of which 
exceeded 80 bushels in yield, 
but the 55 acres turned out the 
best average for a cutting of 
any size.
Williams says the Tenmarq 

-wheat was planted on old wheat 
land, and was “dusted in” and 
watered up about the 10th of 

^Jctober. He says he prefers 
»watering wheat up to pre-plant­

ing irrigations.
The partners sowed 60 pounds 

of seed per acre through a 
drill with eiglit-inch spacings.

Previous to planting, an 80- 
pound application of anhydrous 
ammonia was made to the land, 
and Williams says the wheat 
got off to an excellent start. 
The second watering was made 

^December 15.
•  A third irrigation was made 

in February, and into the water 
was fed 100 pounds of anhydrous

amlmonia per acre. Of this type 
fertilization, Williams says he 
is sold on the results obtained, 
and plans to make it a standard 
practice.

The final watering was made 
April 10. The wheat was spray­
ed once for insects with methol- 
parathion. Greenbug infestation 
was “pretty bad.” No stock was 
permitted to graze the wheat 
during the winter.

A hard spring freeze didn’t 
appear to damage the ’ wheat, 
but some dead heads were 
noted around irrigation ditches 
and turn rows, and the growers 
believe that static electricity 
may have been responsible for 
this damage. There wasn’t any 
hail on the wheat, however.

The wheat benefitted from an 
estimated eight inches of natur­
al rainfall through the growing 
season, most of it coming late 
as the crop approached maturi­
ty. The grain was harvested 
July 1, and moisture content 
was no problem. It tested 62 
pounds per bushel.

Tourists returning to the U. S. 
from foreign countries are urged 
to resist the urge to bring back 
with them unprocessed foods, 
plants and seeds. Such materials 
can harbor insect pests harm­
ful to agriculture, says C. F. 
Garner, extension entomologist.

Lloyd Killough, 
head of Texas Highway main­
tenance in Parmer County, and 
his crews have contributed to 
the success of the program 
from the beginning.

The reason for adopting provisions of H. B. No. 116 is to 
give more elastic use of funds, and to allow increase in 
maintenance tax rate. Under this bill, a sliding scale is 
provided for maintenance tax rate in proportion to bond­
ed indebtedness. When there is very little bonded indebt­
edness, the rate can reach $1.50 but as the bonded in­
debtedness increases, the rate is proportionately lowered.

Actually, this election has nothing to do with bonded 
debt, and in all cases, just as it has always been, before 
any kind of bonds can be issued they must be specifically 
voted in a special election for that purpose.

The board urges the patrons of the district to support this 
election and to favor the proposition, because there is a 
present need to increase the revenue into the mainten­
ance fund by fifteen percent. This would amount to an 
over-all increase in school tax of 10 percent.

There is no need to increase the revenue passing into the 
sinking funds for the bonds. By adopting this method, the 
school board can increase the maintenance tax rate with­
out raising valuations and without placing any addition­
al money into bond sinking funds.

Although consumers spent 
25 percent of their income for 
food in 1956, compared to 23 
percent before the war (1935- 
1939), they would have spent 
only 16 percent on the same 
foods they bought in the pre­
war period.

Crops
Need
Water

Nearly every growing crop 
in the Parmer County area this 
week is needing water. That, in 
a nutshell, is the weekly crop 
progress report.

Farmers are doing the best 
they can to take care of the de­
mand for water, running their 
irrigation wells around the 
clock. Especially thirsty is the 
estimated 25,000 acres of com, 
which, because of its broad 
leaves and tall plant, really 
saps up the moisture.

Considerable twisting of 
leaves is evident in the fields 
of young grain sorghum plants, 
particularly those that are 
above knee-high, and water is 
needed badly there, too.

The earlier, “staggered plant­
ing” grain sorghum crop seems 
to be doing well.

Cotton, which usually gets 
the water first when it needs it, 
is reported coming along nicely. 
Minor crops, such as sesame 

Klan,. are making satis­
factory headway.
