"Two Gunmen 
Held Me Up 
For $175 Cosh"

By Jesse Moreno 
As told to Leland Boyd

(The following story is ser­
vice station operator Jesse 
Moreno's account of the 
Thursday morning stickup at 
Smith-Massey Service Station 
in Friona. The loot in the rob­
bery was $175 in cash—Editor)

* * * *
I have been working at this 

station about two weeks. I re­
cently moved to Friona from 
San Antonio. I had never work­
ed at a service station there, 
because there are so many rob­
beries. But I felt there was no 
danger of anything like that in 
quiet, friendly Friona.

My brother, Joe Moreno, had 
been here with me all night. We 
were sitting around and talking, 
-and listening to the radio. We 
had the radio turned up plenty 
loud to keep us awake.

About 4:40 in the morning 
three men walked up to the 
door, and came inside.

One of them, the oldest, was 
a white fellow about 23 years 
old. The other two were Mexi­
cans. They appeared to be about 
17 and 18 years old.

“ What can I do for you?”  1 
’asked.

“ Have you got a can? We 
want some gas. Our car ran 
out about three blocks down 
the street,”  the white fellow 
said.

“ Will you bring the can 
back?” I asked.

He promised they would. I 
got a five-gallon can, and filled 
it with gas. They got the can 
and stood there a little while.

“ Are you going to pay me for 
it now?”  I asked.

“ Yeah,”  said the spokesman. 
He handed me $2.

I opened the cash drawer to 
make the change. I started to 
hand it to him, and then he said:

“ Give me all your money!”
“ What kind of a joke is this?”  

I said.
“ This is no joke,”  he insisted 

and handed me a rumpled paper 
bag.

“ Put it in there.”
Pointing at me was a black, 

square-looking pistol.
I glanced at the other two. 

They were sort of nervous and 
shaky. One of them kept look­
ing outside. The other also had 
a gun and held the door open, 

'and the automatic bell kept 
ringing constantly.

Then I knew it was no joke. 
I began putting the bills in the 
sack. I finished this, and stop­
ped.

“ Put the change in, too!”
I put in the change. All ex­

cept the pennies.
“ That’s enough. Now you two 

get in the restroom.”
Joe got up from where he was 

sitting, and went in the men’s 
restroom. I started to follow.

Then—he shot. I didn’t look 
around, but went in the restroom 
and locked the door.

After about a minute, we 
came out. I turned the lights 
off. They had pulled the phone 
off the wall, and we went to 
find the night policeman (How- 
•ard Mayfield). We found him 
and he went to get the other 
one (Chief Ben Moorman).

 ̂ $
I was sure scared.
We never did see their car. 

But I could recognize the guys 
anywhere. The white fellow 
was about five foot, seven, and 
was thin built. He was light 
skinned* and had a high fore­
head, and I didn’t notice what 
color his eyes were. It didn’t 
look like he was 'a bit nervous.

The oldest of the two ac­
complices had a little bit of 
mustache on his lips, and the

other was mostly normal look­
ing.

* * * *
I don’t know why he shot. 

But the bullet hit the bottom of 
the cash register. I guess that 
is the only reason he didn’t hit 
me. We didn’t find out that the

bullet hit it until later Thurs'- 
day morning.

We found the shell after we 
came back to the station. It 
was a .32 caliber. The slug was 
found out in the drive.

They took the can of gas.

Fund Nears Goa! of $4,000

She Recalls Christmas, 1918

Christmas Mea ns Mush at P. O.

Rush is the word for it when Christmastime ap­
proaches, and people form lines outside the win­
dows of the Friona post office, anxious for service. 
Operating both windows in the rush this week are 
Postmaster Leo McLellan and Mrs. John Burrow. 
Notice the Christmas packages in the foreground.

The holiday season always 
seems to bring more work for 
everyone, but it is doubtful if 
any group of persons in town 
is as greatly affected as the 
employees of the post office. 
Year after year these people 
handle more pieces of mail and 
make an effoi't to see that all 
of them reach their destination 
on time, during the Christmas 
rush.

At the present time Leo Mc­
Lellan is acting postmaster and 
has held this position the past 
four years. McLellan lives on 
a farm about one mile west of 
town. He has lived in Parmer 
County almost 33 years and in 
that time has never lived far­
ther than eight miles from Fri­
ona.

Prior to becoming postmaster, 
McLellan was a farmer. He 
served as bookkeeper and mana­
ger of the Friona Gin, which was 
located in the southeast part of 
town, twelve years, and was 
also manager of the Parmer 
County Community Hospital 
several years ago.

McLellan is a 1922 graduate 
of Duncan High School at Dun­
can, Okla., and studied at Okla­
homa University at Norman be­
fore moving to Friona in 1924. 
After moving here he was mar­
ried to Lillian Boatman of the 
Hub community. They have 
three children, Betty Louise 
Rector, who lives southeast of 
town; Kenneth, who lives near 
his parents; and Joe Lynn, who 
is a student of Texas Tech.

The McLellans also have four 
grandsons. They are Larry, 
Ricky, and Roy Don Rector and 
Ronnie Lynn McLellan. Besides 
entertaining his grandsons, our

A young Iowa woman who 
came to Texas back in the 
early 1900’s admits now that 
“ when I first saw it, I was so 
disgusted I wanted to turn 
right around and go home.”

But it was too late to turn 
back, and pert Mrs. F. L. Reed 
is one of the pioneers of Friona 
and Parmer County. She will 
have lived in this 'area 50 years 
in February.

The Reeds landed here on 
January 23, 1909 and on the 
following day, went out to their 
new home, which is now where 
Lazbuddie stands. Mrs. Reed 
was a bride of a year, and the 
wide open country of Parmer 
County was quite a contrast to 
her home town, near Lenox, in 
Iowa. Although she was born in 
Missouri, she grew up in Iowa.

Her husband was a native of 
that state. The Reeds first be­
came acquainted at the home 
of his uncle. “ I was working 
there during the summer vaca­
tion and he was farming and 
‘batching’ near there.”  They 
knew one another about two 
years, before their marriage 
February 27, 19(1?. The cere­
mony was read ’at the home of 
her parents.

The young couple farmed for 
a year before coming to Par­
mer County. He had an uncle 
who had bought land at the 
Star Ranch headquarters, so 
they decided they would move 
to Texas too.

The couple lived on their prop­
erty near Lazbuddie until 1924 
when they sold out and moved 
to a place north of Friona. 
They moved into town in 1940.

Asked about her most mem­
orable Christmas, Mrs. Reed 
recalls the Yule season of the 
year of 1918. “ That was the 
year we had that terrible win­
ter,”  she said “ and we lost a 
lot of little calves.”  She had 
prepared dinner for the men 
and waited and waited and they 
didn’t come to eat. She finally 
fed the children and the men 
finally got home for their meal 
that night for supper. The snow 
had been so high that the cattle

had walked over the fences and 
had been mixed with the neigh­
bor’s herds. The men had spent 
the day “ sorting cattle.”  “ I 
was feeling blue anyway,”  says 
Mrs. Reed,' “ and then to make 
matters worse, we couldn’t get 
to town, and the children’s

toys didn’t come in.”
The family had been down 

with flu in November and De­
cember of that year. “ It was 
the worst winter we ever p.ut 
in,”  Mrs. Reed adds. It was 
a memorable Christmas for the

Mrs. Reed remembers correctly.
“ We’ve seen one another lots 

of times, and the children have 
visited with one another, but all 
of us haven’t been together at 
once,”  she adds.

Her ten children include Mrs. 
C. E. (Mabel) Pfingsten of Lub­
bock; G. E. (Bud) Reed of Fri- 
ina; Mrs. Tobin (Faye) Virgil of 
Albuquerque; Mrs. J. E. (Min­
nie) Knight of Friona; Edna 
Reed of Taiban, N. M.; Mrs. 
Arthur (Lena) Stokes of Friona; 
Mrs. Marlin (Neelie) Pierce of 
Hereford; Mrs. Frank (Grace) 
Vassious of Masterson; and 
Frank of Friona.

There are 31 grandchildren in 
the family and eight great­
grandchildren.

There are no special plarls 
for Christmas this year. All of 
the children who could be pres­
ent, visited their mother last 
year. “ I have three invitations 
for this year,”  she says but 
she hadn’t made up her mind 
exactly what she would do at 
Christmas time.

When her children were grow­
ing up, Mrs. Reed usually got a 
doll for the girls at Christmas 
time, then made clothes for 
them. She recalls one year that 
one of the boys received a tool 
chest, but various selections 
were usually made for them. 
“ We had quite a few hands 
then” and they always gave 
presents to the children too, 
she added.

Santa always came on Christ­
mas Eve.

Christmas was also a time 
of the “ biggest scare”  Mrs. 
Reed ever had. The old Star 
ranch house was a mammoth 
place that had a huge porch 
extending around the entire 
house. The house stood high off

the ground, and during West 
Texas wind storms, tumble­
weeds and other debris would 
lodge under the house.

The Reeds lived in one side 
of the house 'and the O. D. 
Fleming family in the other 
side. Reed . had been called 
to Iowa because of illness in the 
family. Fleming got a large 
fruit tree for the two families

and the inhabitants of the house 
spent a great deal of time dec­
orating the tree with popcorn, 
cranberries and other orna­
ments.

Finally, Santa made his ap­
pearance and left some fire­
crackers for the boys. They went 
outside to pop the firecrackers 
and sure enough, a fire was 
started under the porch. Flem­
ing and the boys and the hands 
put out the fire all right, “ but 
I couldn’t go to sleep that night, 
worrying over whether or not, 
they had managed to get all 
the embers, out,”  she said.

The Reed children attended a 
country school which was sit­
uated in an 'area which was 
about the center of where the 
attending children lived. If some 
children moved out of the com­
munity and more moved in, 
residents just picked up the 

i school house and moved it so it 
would be the same distance 
from each child’s home. Mrs. 
Reed doesn’t recall having any 
community trees at the school 
in those days.

She does remember that they 
often had plays at the school. 
Since there were rarely enough 
kids to make up a play cast, 
the parents would be in the 
plays too. “ We had Mots of 
fun,”  she adds “ in those days 
we VISITED.”  She felt that 
they had more time for neigh­
borliness then.

When it came time to buy 
groceries, the Reeds came to 
town in the wagon and pur­
chased enough food for a month. 
Her grocery list included foods 
by the case; 100 lbs. flour, 500 
lbs. sugar, and other groceries 
in large quantities.

Always at Christmas time, 
she made raisin nut cake, and 
• his is her favorite recipe. She 
always made lots of cookies 
too, and doughnuts were a fam­
ily favorite. She not only cooked 
for her family then, but 'also 
Ur the hands. Too, she did the 
washing and ironing for the 
hands.

Here is the recipe for raisin 
nut cake, which was taken from

the well-worn recipe book of 
Mrs. Reed. The turned down 
corners of the pages indicate 
how many times the book has 
been used.

Raisin Nut Cake
2 cups raisins cooked in 1 

cup water until dry (set 
aside)

2 cups sugar
2 tablespoons butter
2 eggs
IV2 cups sour milk

2 level tsp. soda 
2 cups flour 
2 tsp. cinnamon 
V2 tsp. each of cloves 'and 

allspice
1 cup chopped nuts 
Cream sugar and butter, then 

add eggs and sour milk; mix, 
then add rest of ingredients. 
Sprinkle some of measured flour 
over raisins and nuts, then add 
the two to the mixture. B’ake 
1/2 hours slowly. Mrs. Reed 
makes a white icing for the 
cake.

Former Area Man 
Big Turkey Raiser

Thanksgiving and Christmas 
turkeys are a year ’round con­
cern of Troy McKillip, former 
Farwell farm boy. His turkey 
farm near Hatch, N. M., is 
described in the November 
issue of “ Southwestern Crop and 
Stock”  in an article written by 
Jess F. Blair.

His flock of 22,000 is in four 
age-groups so that marketing 
can continue from September to 
January. After the Thanksgiving 
marketing period he had some
15.000 left. Recent word received 
by his father, Lawrence Mc­
Killip, says that all but 5,000 
have been sold and will be 
moved by Christmas. He plans 
to keep a large portion of the 
remaining birds for a breeder 
flock.

A good profit from a flpck of
10.000 birds raised near Abilene 
last year led McKillip to decide 
to go into the business on a 
larger scale. Majoring in agri­
culture at’ Abilene Christian 
College for three years and 
working as a nutritionist and 
poultry specialist with a feed 
company had given him 'a 
chance to work closely with 
other growers. Observing their 
success and mistakes 'and his 
own experiences gave him a 
thorough background knowledge 
of the business.

Available land, a good cli­
mate, and an opportunity to 
buy an interest in ia hatchery 
made Hatch the ideal location 
and less than a year ago he be­
gan operations. Net-wire fences 
form the large pens which give 
the turkeys plenty of range and 
shade in the mesquite-covered

bottomlands near the R i o  
Grande River. A small electric 
pump on a well four feet deep 
provides all the fresh water 
necessary and a huge dike 
separates the flock from the 
river channel for flood protect­
ion.

“ McKillip goes at this business 
scientifically and with great 
forethought and care,”  says the 
article and then quotes McKillip.

“  ‘With an operation of this 
size,’ he said, ‘the owner 
should give some thought to 
equipment and arrangement of 
the place. He should plan for 
future expansion, and he should 
be willing to add any equipment 
that will hold down hand labor 
and speed up the work.’ ”

He follows his own advice and 
has arranged his automatic 
feeders in a circle, the last near 
the gate, so that a truck load 
of -feed can be delivered in a 
minimum of time. He uses an 
electric debeaker to debeak the 
birds when they are three or 
four weeks old. Vaccination for 
typhoid and* cholera with a 
combination serum and a later 
vaccination for fowl pox make 
disease losses almost non­
existent.

Two full-time employees work 
with turkeys during the day and 
are near by at night in case 
coyotes or other predators at­
tack. Flares of the same type 
used by the highway department 
have proved successful in keep­
ing the animals away at pight.

The birds are sold on foot to 
buyers of the major packing 
companies. The hens are sold at 
about 16 pounds but the toms,

kept about four weeks longer, 
weigh near 30 pounds when they 
reach the market.

“ One thing he is striving to 
do is to develop a superior bird 
that will mature early, maintain 
the weight and conform to the 
type most wanted by the house­
wife. The one being used now 
was developed from a Califor­
nia strain.”  It is believed to be 
a good one, but McKillip ex­
pects to keep on improving it.

He and his partner at the 
Tidwell-McKillip Hatchery pro­
duced all the poults McKillip 
raised and also sold 40,000 to 
producers in New Mexico and 
West Texas.

His realization that keeping 
down disease is of the utmost 
importance and the emphasis 
he places on producing the high­
est quality birds help him avoid 
many pitfalls that plague other 
growers.

He has a long-range plan for 
adding new equipment and 
gradually increasing his flock. 
Moving a feed-mixing plant to 
the farm is the first item on 
the list. He uses a concentrated 
supplement with grain and just 
prior to the marketing of the 
first group of birds, he was 
putting out 70,000 pounds of feed 
per week.

He has land enough to put the 
pens on new land every second 
year and, depending on the 
market and other factors, sees 
expansion to 40,000 or 50,000 in 
the future.

Big Wind Hints 
Dusty Season

High winds that got up before 
dawn Thursday morning gave 
hint this week of the tradition­
ally dusty winter and early 
spring conditions on the High 
Plains.

Even with above-average sub­
soil moisture, plenty of real 
estate turned loose and rolled 
along in the wake of the swirl­
ing southwestern gusts. By noon 
Thursday, the gale had dimin­
ished in velocity, and was, 
therefore, not strictly compar­
able to what can be expected 
next spring.

However, it made farmers 
think about the condition of 
their fields with respect to blow­
ing. Cover generally is ade­
quate.

Hardy May is the county’s outstanding example of diversified farming. He. 
produces the customary cotton and grain sorghum, plus seven agricultural 
crops, on his farm east of Friona. May rests his foot on a potato digger, one 
of two such machines he owns, which typifies the specialized equipment need­
ed for the type farming he is in.

In these days of lowered 

price supports, reduced acre­
ages, and a generally shrink­
ing picture for the producer 
of field crops that have been 
staple on the Plains for gen­
erations, everybody is talking 
about "growing something 
else," but few are managing 
to do it.

A man who has achieved 
diversification in its truest 
sense, however, is Hardy May, 
who farms three miles east of 
Friona. He has turned the 
biggest part of his farm into 
a big-scale vegetable produc­
ing factory. And, all in all, 
things are working out satis­
factorily.
May rents 640 acres of land 

from Elmer Euler. The section 
is an excellent one—lays well 
for watering, and has “ tight,”  
fertile land. He has a 170-acre 
cotton 'allotment, and this year 
had 100 acres of maize. The 
remainder of his place, however, 
went into vegetables.

Apparently, variety in vege­
tables is May’s meat, because 
he produced seven different 
varieties this year. Like most 
vegetable ventures, May “ miss­
ed” on some crops, but “ hit”  
on others, and, on the whole, 
can’t complain about this year.

The farmer’s favorite vege­
table crop is carrots, which he 
has grown for three years. Pre­
viously, he had produced car­

rots under an arrangement with 
the Valshing packing house in 
Hereford.. That company refers 
to itself as the world’s largest 
shipper of carrots. Up until 
this year, there had been no­
processing facilities nearby.

However, this year, May join­
ed with other vegetable farm­
ers of the area to purchase 
the Herman Neff potato shed in 
Friona, 'and, changing the name 
to Friona Growers and Shippers, 
they added the necessary ma­
chinery to go into carrot pro­
duction on their own.

This year, May planted 150 
acres of carrots, of which 75- 
were processed by the Hereford, 
firm, and the remainder in the 
Friona shed.

A b o u t  processing arrange­
ments, May’s advice is, “ You’d  
better not plant carrots unless 
you know where you’re going 
to go with them.”  He points out 
that even this year, which has 
been a very good one for car­
rot growers, will be one in which 
there will be some acreage left 
unharvested, simply because no 
shed has been able to handle 
the processing.

About 300 acres are being 
handled in Friona, which is 
maximum for that operation, 
and the rest are in Hereford.

From the 150 acres of carrots, 
May has produced an average 
of about 10 tons per acre. The 
range in production has gone 
all the way from five to 17

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tons, which is another indication 
of the extreme latitude in both 
production and price that vege­
table farmers must contend 
with.

Of the 17-ton yield from one 
field, M'ay says he can’t ex­
plain it. It was simply a phe­
nomenon of nature, apparently, 
because that field received no 
special treatment.

Also, to show how the harvest 
of vegetables can be stretched 
out, May is digging 15 acres of 
carrots now, 'and he began har­
vest back in August. Naturally, 
planting dates were staggered 
to achieve this range.

The carrots May is selling 
this week are moving at about 
$35 a ton, which is low for 
the season. Top for the sea­
son was $65 this year, and the 
normal range in price has 
been from $40 to $50 a ton. 
That is a very good return 
for carrot growers, who say 
they can make "some" money 
as low as $30 a ton if tonnage 
is adequate.
May estimates his expenses 

in growing carrots at between 
$70 and $80, which is not ex­
treme for the production of a 
vegetable crop. All in all, M'ay 
believes carrots are the “ safest"

vegetable crop he knows of, 
although he repeats that other 
farmers who try them should 
make arrangements beforehand 
with a shed.

* * * *
May raised 7.7 acres of bell 

peppers this year, which is an 
unusual crop so far as this part 
of the Plains is concerned. Pep­
per growers have been success­
ful previously in the Littlefield 
area, but peppers have never 
gone over big here.

May’s peppers did all right 
this year. His total production 
was about 125,000 pounds, al­
though the price was low—about 
three and one-half cents per 
pound. The farmer’s good yield 
made up for a low price, and 
he figures he made money on 
the crop. He grossed $4,400 from 
the field. He is unable to ac­
curately figure expenses on the 
peppers, because the acreage 
was so small that he ran costs 
in with other crops.

Most of May’s peppers were 
sold to a Lockney operator, al­
though some were trucked out 
in bulk to distant points. Some 
went as far as Florida.

12 to 15 tons per acre. Hardy 
worked out an unusual arrange­
ment with his tomatoes this 
year. Most of his crop was pick­
ed “ pink’ ’ and rushed to Okla­
homa, where they were repack­
ed and sold fresh to indepen­
dent growers.

He says this is unconventional, 
and the only reason he was able 
to do it was because he made 
a special arrangement with a 
brother-in-law of his who lives 
there to handle the deal on that 
end.

The tomato harvest lasted 
about five weeks, and May ship­
ped out a truck to his Okla­
homa outlet almost daily 33 
times. He says his partner in 
Oklahoma was “ tickled to 
death”  with the way things 
worked out, and is looking for­
ward to another year in which 
the same arrangement will be 
used.

Some of May’s crop went to 
an Arkansas cannery, but not 
a great deal.

May points out that his toma­
to tonnage would have been fig­
ured higher if all of his crop 
had gone to a cannery, because 
in this way, the entire crop is 
taken. When “ pinks”  are picked 
as they ripen on the vines, many 
of the tomatoes are left behind 
as imperfect for shipment.

May received about $300 an 
acre for his tomatoes this year, 
which made the crop profitable, 
but not lucrative.

# * * *
It would be a mistake to paint 

the vegetable picture as an en­
tirely rosy one, because it sel­
dom is. After the highest prices 
in history for potatoes last year,

the market dropped to almost 
unprofitable levels this year, 
which is typical of the High 
Plains crop.

May maintains, “ I got my 
expenses back on potatoes this 
year,”  and he’s probably pret­
ty lucky at that, because he 
had a lot of acreage and raising 
spuds is expensive. His profit, 
if any, was slight, considering 
the risk involved.

The Friona farmer grew 100 
acres of red potatoes this year, 
and sold most of them for 
around $2 per hundred. Tonnage 
was off, with most yields falling 
below 150 sacks.

By comparison, yields ran up­
wards of 200 sacks of No. l ’s 
last year, and the price went 
as high 'as $8. Fortunes were 
made in the potato business on 
the Plains last year, but they 
had been lost in previous at­
tempts, too.

* * * *
A crop that was really a 

“ stinker”  for May this year 
was a specialty crop, parsnips. 
May had 25 acres this year. 
Change that “ had”  to “ has.”  
He’s still got ’em, and they 
probably will not be harvested.

It seems that the smaller and 
more specialized a crop, the

wilder the market. When May’s 
parsnips were just getting start­
ed, the price was being quoted 
at $260 a ton.

By time his crop was mature, 
however, the price had plunged 
to $30 a ton. It doesn’t take 
much production to supply the 
nation’s demand for parsnips, 
and May doubts that he will 
plant them again.

$ $ $ ^
Another crop which May lost 

a substantial sum on was let­
tuce, although he was fortunate 
enough to not have grown a 
large acreage. Lettuce was good 
in price last year, but hardly 
was worth cutting in 1957.

Hardy’s 25 acres were cut 
when lettuce was $4.50 a crate, 
the fields were muddy, yield 
was lower, and quality was way 
down. Insects 'and the freeze 
cut back lettuce possibilities, 
and the fall weather this year 
was about the poorest that could 
be imagined for cutting lettuce. 

* * * *
Two other “ tail end”  crops 

on May’s place this year were 
onions, of which he raised 10 
acres, and radishes, also 10 
acres. The onions are still in 
the ground and will not be har­
vested. Originally, May seeded

30 acres, but could not get a 
good stand, so reduced his onion 
acreage to 10. The price has 
not been sufficient to justify 
harvesting.

He dismisses his radish pro­
duction with a wave of his hand, 
as though something he would 
like to forget. They were “ no 
good,”  Hardy says, although 
they were harvested.

H: * $ *
What about next year? That’s 

hard to tell, says May, who 
maintains his mind isn’t made 
up about planting anything (ex­
cept his cotton). As much as he 
thinks of carrots, he might stay 
out of the picture entirely if 
the acreage on the Plains goes 
as high as some people are fore­
casting it.

“ I think if half of the people 
'who say they 'are going to plant 
carrots do go ahead, I may 
skip ’em, he says. No exact 
figures are available on Plains 
carrot acreage, although it is 
estimated to be in the neigh­
borhood of 10,000. Indications at 
the moment are that this might 
be multiplied five times, says 
May, which would flood the 
market.

However, hopes are always 
high 'about any one vegetable 
crop following an excellent year, 
and this probably accounts for 
the enthusiasm.

As poorly as onions did for 
May this year, he is looking at 
them with a careful eye, and 
thinks he’ll probably give them 
'a whirl next season. It’s about 
time for them to repeat.

May is a very unassuming 
individual to be in charge of a 
large - scale operation that 
grosses well over $100,000. He 
busies himself with chores about 
the farm just as would the typi­
cal farmer, and the size of his 
enterprise is not apparent to 
the person who simply drives 
by the farm.

When the fields are full of 
hands and several crops are 
coming off at once, however, 
it’s a different matter. May’s 
farm is 'a veritable beehive of 
activity in the middle of the 
season.

About the problems of the 
vegetable farmer, Hardy says 
labor is his biggest headache. 
He doesn’t discount the vagaries 
of the markets 'and the weath­
er, but handling the labor is 
still his biggest problem.

“ It’s all I can do to keep 
them paid, let alone keep them

busy,”  during the rush, he says. 
May estimates his total bill this 
year at between $30,000 and 
$40,000, which is astronomical 
in the way of most Plains farm­
ers’ thinking, since mechaniza­
tion has taken so much sweat 
out of farming.

Hardy eyes his labor cost as 
his No. 1 profit enemy. “ I just 
know that I spent one-third 
more on labor this year than I 
should have,”  he says, and adds 
that he would enjoy increasing 
efficiency of hand work on his 
farm so that he could pocket 
the saving, which would repre­
sent a considerable profit on 
that one item alone.

May is pretty realistic about 
the farming business, and dis­
counts the possibility of a large 
number of farmers getting into 
vegetables on a small scale.

He says that investments in 
necessary machinery practically 
make it necessary for farmers 
to command considerable vol­
ume to justify the use of the 
equipment.

“ Take my tractors,”  he says. 
“ I use two little ones besides 
the big ones that are found on 
all area farms. Now, how could 
a farmer plant 10 acres of car­
rots and buy a small tractor 
to farm them? It would take the 
profits from two years to pay 
for the tractor alone.”

Hardy May certainly isn’t typ­
ical of today’s farmer on the 
western High Plains, but he 
represents a challenge that 
many of them are thinking 
about.

NEWS FROM THE

FARM BUREAU

Farm Bureau is offering the 
same service to cotton farmers 
in placing cotton in the Plains 
Cotton Cooperative Association 
this year as it did last year.
An average of $3 increase per 
bale was paid to farmers using 
this service for the 1956 crop.

The increase comes through 
the medium of reclassification ^  
and the additional service of the 
micronaire test, provided by the 
association. The cotton is then 
grouped according to grade and 
staple and sold directly to mill­
ers on the basis of samples. 
This results in a better sale 
from the producer’s angle, sim­
ilar to his selling each grade 
of his cotton directly to the 
cotton mills.

The loan price, less $2.60 per 9  
bale, is paid to the producer 
either at the time he brings 
his cards in, or within a week, 
depending upon his choice. The 
profits resulting from sales is 
distributed to patrons in Au­
gust, following' the cotton sea­
son. This is one way farmers 
sometimes are able to realize 
payment for the “ plus”  or 
“ light”  spot grades of cotton _ 
that are not recognized in the™ 
CCC loan system. In short, the 
association is a research and 
marketing service for producers,

Most Parmer County area cot­
ton farmers wound up their 1957 
cotton season just before Christ­
mas this year, to set a new 
record in late harvests and 
make some kind of a record 
for peculiar cotton growing 
years.

Gins, however, are running 
behind by thousands of bales 
and will be “ snowed”  until after 
the first of the year.

An across-the-board examina­
tion of the 1957 cotton year 
shows it to be a poor one. That 
makes a checkerboard pattern 
in area cotton history. One of 
the best years was 1954. It was 
followed by an early freeze 
and poor harvest in 1955.

Last year, 1956, produced an­
other excellent season for grow­
ing cotton, and this year the 
tables were turned once again 
on area growers. A slow, cold 
start in the spring began a 
year that seemed hexed all the 
way through.

When the rain and drizzle and 
cold set in this fall, the jig 
was up, and cotton never had 
a chance to overcome its late 
start. Freeze dates were normal, 
but that was of little consola­
tion to growers.

"I'm afraid that we have 
been cut back about half on ' 
the net profit this year, com­
pared to last," says County 
Agent Joe Jones this week. 
He is comparing a very poor 
year with a very good one, 
which makes the difference 
seem out of proportion, but 
then, when farm incomes will 
be affected by a comparable 
ratio, it is the only way to 
look at it.
Within about three weeks, 

the 1957 production will be 
known, but right now the coun­
ty agent is guessing the county 
harvest at 43,000 bales. That 
is a bale an acre on the planted 
allotment, and practically all 
of it will be harvested.

Grade is what is hurting cot­
ton growers this year worse than 
anything else. Jones estimates 
the average price of cotton at 
22 cents, which is down sub­
stantially from last year when 
30 was common. That makes a

bale of cotton bring about $110.
Jones points out that the effect 

of lowered prices on the county 
showneconomy 

by figuring the gross value of 
the total crop, which is about 
$4V2 million, or about half of 
that in 1956.

With about 1,100 cotton grow­
ers in the county, Jones points 
out that figured on a per-farm 
basis, net profit has been re­
duced about $4,000 per unit, or, 
translated another way, $4,000 
less per farming family.

Cotton allotments are up 
slightly, and growers are al­
ready looking forward to “ catch­
ing up next .year,”  but their 
cash resources will be pinched 
between now and next fall, even 
if history holds true and repeats 
1958 as a good season.

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Farmers Checking
On Castor Beans
A crop which Parmer Coun­

ty farmers once tried and 
turned up their hoses at may 
creep back onto area farms 
through the back door next 
year. The search for addition­
al suitable cash crops is the 
reason.

Reports are that castor 
beans are doing exceptionally 
well in Hale County, only a 
few score miles to the east 
of this area. Farmers there 
are reported to be grossing 
¡right at or slightly over $100 
per acre from the beans with 
¡production expenses compar­
able to raising cotton.
Soon after the end of World 

"War II when the nation was 
still geared to a wartime econ­
omy, castor beans were intro­
duced on county farms, at the 
urging of the United States 
government, which was needing 
more production of this com­
modity.

Several hundred acres was 
planted to the beans here then, 
but with generally unsatisfac­
tory results. Shattering was a 
big problem, the beans were bad 
to volunteer the following year, 
and other worries were en­
countered.

The biggest difference, how­
ever, was that grain sorghum 
was selling for over $2.00 per 
hundred, and farmers much 
preferred this crop to castor

beans.
Therefore, the beans never 

took hold here, and the crop 
was abandoned after two sea­
sons.

Things have changed a lot, 
though, and besides the reduc­
tion in grain sorghum price, 
much has been done to im­
prove castor bean production 
itself. New hybrids are in use 
which are suitable for combin­
ing, but which resist shatter­
ing much better than the old 
combine varieties.

Prentice Mills, county ASC 
office manager, has been 
looking into the castor bean 
situation, and reports that 
farmers in Hale County this 
year are obtaining yields of 
from 1,500 to 2,000 with no 
problem from shattering.

The price this year, which 
is understood to be open mar­
ket and not contracted, is 
$5.54 a hundred.

Mills has contacted Bill Gun­
ther of the Baker Castor Bean 
Company there (a nationally- 
known firm), and believes an 
area-wide meeting for farmers 
who may be interested will be 
arranged for some time in Jan­
uary or February.

Castor bean acreage in Hale 
County last year was only about 
400. It is 4,000 this year, a ten­
fold increase which indicates 
interest among farmers there.

Special combines were used 
to harvest the crop when it 
was grown here several years 
ago, and these machines are 
still harvesting the biggest part 
of the crop, but special attach­
ments for conventional combines 
are now being introduced, says 
Mills.

Some custom harvest opera­
tors follow castor beans, but 
not many. The cost on a cus­
tom basis is understood to be 
$1.00 per hundred.

Some growing advantages of 
castor beans are that they near­
ly always come up (would 
sprout through a concrete walk, 
some farmers say), get off early 
ahead of weeds, can be culti­
vated and require no hand 
hoeing, and require moisture 
about the same as grain sor­
ghum. Insects don’t bother 
them, either.

Castor beans don’t always 
wind up in small bottles on the 
shelves of druggists. Their prin­
cipal demand today is the basis 
for a high-grade lubricant that 
stands up under extreme tem­
peratures.

F. W. Reeves'
First Christmas 
In Area Was '09

Friona plays a major part in 
the memories of two senior 
citizens of the town, and they 
like to recall days in the past 
when Friona was a mere baby 
compared to the hustling little 
city of today.

Mr. 'and Mrs. F. W. Reeve 
spent their first Christmas in 
Parmer County back in 1909, 
and many observances of the 
Yule season have been noted 
in and around Friona since then, 
by the two civic boosters.

At the time the couple ob­
served their first Christmas 
here, they were members of the 
young married set and were 
parents of a five month old 
baby, Esther, who is now Mrs. 
Harlan O’Rear of Amarillo. 
They don’t remember too much 
about that Christmas, actually, 
because the baby was too young 
to be too interested in the 
festivities.

“ But Ma was young enough 
then that she ought to remem­
ber,”  Reeve teases his wife. 
It was possibly two or three 
years after that winter that 
the little community Sunday 
School of which the Reeves 
were members, planned a com­
munity Christmas tree. “ We 
met in a building, on what is 
now the Jack Woltmon place,”  
they recall “ and the building 
later burned to the ground.”  
At that time, it was the old 
syndicate ranch headquarters.

The Christmas party included 
people of the Rhea community. 
In the family album at the 
Reeve home are several pic­
tures taken at various occasions 
held at this particular spot. 
The couple estimates that about 
30 or 40 people attended the 
Christmas parties.

Family names that are still 
found in the area, and that 
were included “ back then”  in 
festivities were Schlenkers, 
Springs, Aldridges, Davises, 
Fords, Spohns, Messengers, and 
possibly others.

deadliest time of the year.

But all of this need not be, 
if we would use just a little

Only through 
your good will and help can 
public officials crack down in 
traffic accidents. Speak up and 
act for stiffer fines, no-fix tic­
kets and adequate police per­
sonnel.

Are Medicine Men 
Real Doctors?

That the primitive medicine­
man has had many realistic 
successes is beyong doubt. Many 
of his successes, it is believed 
are due to unconscious but ef­
fective psychotherapy.

But modern science has start­
ed to look into the magic potions 
and the rituals he uses and is 
finding evidence of a surprising 
knowledge of effective drugs.

According to an article by Dr. 
Ackerknecht of the University of 
Wisconsin, published recently by 
the United Nations Educational, 
Scientific and Cultural Organi­
zation, the drug serpasil,. for 
instance, so beneficial in high 
blood pressure and mental 
disease, is not a synthetic drug, 
like some of its predecessors 
(i.e. the sulfadrugs), but is de­
rived from a plant, Rauwolfia 
Serpentina. For decades, medi­
cal missionaries in Africa had

vainly pointed out this plant to 
western pharmacologists as a 
very effective drug among prim­
itive tribes.

Many drugs of similar origin 
are now included among our 
present-day medicines. Another 
is stroprantine, the heart drug. 
There is also emetine, used in 
amoebic dysentery; and picro- 
toxine, stimulant to respiration 
in barbiturate poisoning.

SOL'S EN ER G Y  WASTED
Scientists have estimated that 

every day there falls on each 
acre of the United States, solar 
energy equivalent to 2 7 to :s of 
coal. The Economic and Social 
Council of the United Nations 
is making a study of present 
and possible uses of this vast 
and largely unused source of 
energy. Each year, it has been 
estimated, the sunlight that 
strikes the earth and the atmos­
phere has the energy equivalent 

of 200,000 billion tons of coal.

Although non-religious, the rollicking “ Jingle Bells” also came from 
the pen of a churchman, John Pierpoint, almost a century ago.

Kemper Gives First-Hand 
Account of Bull Fight

Mr. and Mrs. Troy Kemper, 
formerly of Melrose and Carls­
bad, are living in Madrid, Spain, 
where Kemper is teaching in the 
:3978th School Squadron High 
School. He is a cousin of Truett 
Johnson of Friona, 'and his 
wife, Maxine, is a sister of 
Mrs. Wilburn Carlton, also of 
Friona.

In a recent letter to the Carl­
sons, Kemper gave a first-hand 
•account of a bull fight which he 
:and his wife attended in Madrid 
nearly in November. As most 
leaders know, bull fighting is 
the national sport of that coun­
try.

His description of the sporting 
«vent is as follows:

“ Oh, yes, we did go to the 
bull fight last Sunday afternoon., 
;and it was most exciting, color 
ful, and eventful. I ’m almost 
glad that the season is over 101 
this fall, for Maxine is wild 
’about the fights and would prob­
ably have had to see all the 
rest of them for the year. Bet 
we really see them in the 
spring, when the season begins 
again.

“ It was very good, however. 
This was a benefit fight with 
the proceeds all going to Va­
lencia, a city on the eastern 
coast of Spain, which was re­
cently hard hit by floods. The 
fighters were the best in the 
country, as were the bulls.

“ As you know, the Spanish 
people really go ‘ape’ over a 
good fight. We planned to go to 
the fights with a couple from 
Las Vegas, who live in the same 
building with us, so he and I 
had to go downtown on Satur­
day morning and get in line 
for tickets for Sunday.

“ Well, we got up at the beast­
ly  hour of seven and were in 
the line, which was by that 
time only about a block long, 
and stood in line for four hours. 
It was really cold, too. Stand­
ing in that line was an education 
in  itself, but I haven’t as yet 
“been able to decide what type 
o f degree should be awarded 
for it.

“ The Spanish people would 
stand in line for a few minutes, 
and then ask you if you would 
hold their place for them and 
then they would disappear for 
a couple of hours. Some of them 
admitted when they returned 
that they had gone home for 
a nap.

“ When the line would move by 
a Paneria, which is what we 
would call a bakery, people 
would duck inside and buy a 
hard, small piece of bread, and 
stand in line eating it. The Eur­
opean breakfast really holds fast 
here in Spain—just a piece of 
hard bread and a cup of coffee 
for breakfast and that is all.

“ Well, after 'all the hours of 
standing and watching the side 
show for free, we finally got 
our tickets, and then rushed 
home to sit on the heaters for 
hours to thaw out again.

“ The fights start at 3:30 
promptly (about the only thing

that does start on schedule in 
Spain) 'and if you aren’t in your 
seat on the dot of starting time, 
you have to wait on the out­
side until the first fight is over 
—none of that coming in when 
church is half over business.

“ So, we made sure to arrive 
in plenty of time.

“ Upon arriving at the arena 
Sunday afternoon, we were 
greeted by many 'anxious people 
trying to sell tickets to the last 
minute arrivers, as well as pro­
grams, etc. We paid 180 pesetas 
for each of our tickets and at 
the arena they were trying to 
sell tickets for four or five 
hundred pesetas each.

“ Don’t tell me these Spaniards 
are stupid. They can smell us 
Americans a mile off. All they 
have to do is look at our shoes 
and then they know for sure. 
All Spanish shoes are made with 
pointed toes, so our shoes real­
ly stand out.

“ Had to pay 'a few more 
pesetas to the man who showed 
us where our seats were. Since 
the seats were blocks of con­
crete, we had to buy cushions 
to sit on, which cost us two 
pesetas each. The rate of pese­
tas varies somewhat. When we 
first arrived here early in Sep­
tember, the rate of exchange 
was 46 pesetas for one of our 
dollars, but now it is going up 
some. The last I bought were 
54 for one dollar. This makes 
our money go much farther.

“ We were in our assigned 
pews, cushions and all, by 2:45, 
so you can see how eager we 
were. We even carried along 
two sacks of popcorn to eat 
during the performance, which 
the Spanish people think is ter­
rible. They will drink in pub­
lic, but will not eat.

“ Just watching the people 
come into the arena was worth 
the price of the tickets. All 
types of people, clothing, etc. 
Even down to men with black 
capes and women with all types 
of wild animals wrapped around 
their backs. Whether these 
were for warmth or show you 
will never know.

“ Never saw so many leopards 
in one spot and draped around 
so many different types of peo­
ple before.

“ Well, let’s get on with the 
show. Promptly at 3:30 all the 
participants in the fights, in­
cluding the men who will drag 
the dead bulls out of the arena, 
and the horses who will do the 
work, parade about the ring.

“ In this pageantry all take 
part, with the single exception 
of the chief actor, the bull. At 
his particular fight, inasmuch 

as it was a benefit for Valen­
cia, they had a large group of 
women from that city parade 
about the ring, in their native 
costumes, with the participants. 
Their costumes were most spec-' 
I'acular, and put our ‘ squaw 
dresses’ to shame.

“ Following this preliminary, 
the fighter enters and begins 
the show. Some of the fighters

work on horseback for a time 
and others do the entire per­
formance on foot. The horses 
did put on a beautiful show. 
They tempted the bulls in the 
most extraordinary ways, al­
most like talking to them it 
was so clear what they were 
portraying.

“ After the initial pass at the 
bull, the act of the banderillas 
occurs. In this scene three pairs 
of gaily decorated darts are 
thrust into the bull’ s shoulders, 
weakening him for the final 
stage, the kill. These darts are 
sometimes thrust into the bull 
from horseback and sometimes 
on foot, but always thrust in 
as the bull makes a charge by 
either the man on foot or the 
man on horseback.

“ Of course, the bull always 
tries to toss the horse, and this 
particular afternoon, did man­
age to toss one horse out of 
the seven fights.

“ The horse is not gored 
though, as he is wearing a 
very thick mattresses. The hors­
es are always blindfolded so 
that they are not aware of 
what is going on. When the 
horse is tossed, the matador 
cannot get up alone for he has 
a heavy piece of armour on 
one leg for protection, so he 
has to depend on his colleagues 
to draw the bull away from 
him and the horse while he 
is being helped up.

“ As has already been men­
tioned, Spain’s best fighters 
were on hand for this per­
formance, so nothing was spar­
ed. One was a retired fighter, 
now a millionaire, but fought 
again for the benefit perform­
ance. He was most outstanding.

“ When the fighter decides it 
is time for the kill, after tempt­
ing the bull for such a long 
time, the matador drives the 
sword into the bull over the 
horns with high right hand, 
while his left hand with the 
small regular muleta (a small 
red flannel cloth) sweeps un­
der the bull’ s eyes and pulls 
his head down.

“ It is as dangerous a moment 
for the man as for the bull. 
If the swing of the muleta fails 
to hold that head down, instead 
of sword into bull, it will be 
horn into man. But if the mata­
dor has judged correctly, the 
bull crumples to the ground.

“ What the president of the 
fight, who is all dressed up in 
colorful attire, and whose judg­
ment is usually much influenced 
by the reaction of the crowd, 
thinks of the bull fighter’s per­
formance, will be indicated at 
this time—just after the kill.

“ If the matador did well, he 
is 'awarded an ear; especially 
well, both ears; and for a real­
ly superlative performance, the 
ears and the tail. On the oppo­
site end of the scale, the most 
humiliating ending of a fight 
for the matador is to have the 
president order that the dead 
body of the bull be dragged 
around the ring once before

What, Indeed. Is Christmas? £
Ask a child and he may tell you that it Is a time oi snow and bright 

lights, and Santa Claus and presents under the tree
Ask a hundred grown-ups and you may get a hundred slightly related 

answers, for Christmas is many things to many people.
But, for aD of us. the happiest memories of childhood are those 

associated with the celebration of this great holiday How easy it is to 
vividly call up scenes of long ago when a happy family gathered by 
the warm glow of an open fireside; to close the eyes to see again the 
snow-covered fields and to hear again the crunching sound of heavy 
boots plodding through the snow and visualize the little white church 
on the hill In the silence of a darkened room one can so easily revisit 
that little church, breathe again the aroma of evergreens and burntttf 
candles and sense anew the presence that is so obvious in the quwt 
and solemn stillness

These are the things about Christmas that have not changed and
will not change with the modes and mannerisms of new generations. 
These are the things which reflect the spirit of Christmas It is in the 
spirit of love and goodness of close communion with God and with 
mankind and with it all is mixed a sense of awe at the wonderful 
miracle brought into being on that first Christmas night at Bethlehem 
so long ago

This Is the spirit of Christmas and so it shall remain until the end 
of time

it is hauled out, so the crowd 
may shout its tribute to an 
animal judged to have perform­
ed better than its slayer.

“ For the details of the fight, 
this is the way it stacked up: 
There were seven different 
fights and vicious bulls for each 
fight. Of the seven, four of the 
matadors were awarded both 
ears for a good fight and the 
others received nothing. One 
fighter did so poorly that the 
crowd whistled for the bull when 
it was dragged from the ring 
even though the president of 
the fight didn’t order it dragged 
around the arena before the 
crowd.

“ As soon as the bull was 
dead, the team of horses was 
brought in 'and the dead animal 
was dragged immediately from 
the arena, the grounds were 
swept clean, and the next fight 
started. When the fighters were 
awarded both ears, they ran 
around the arena and waved to 
the people in the grandstands, 
and sometimes during their 
flight around the ring the two 
ears of the dead bull were 
thrown out into the crowd.

“ The people showed their de­
light at his performance by toss­
ing items down into the ring. 
You could see women’s shoes, 
purses, an armful of flowers, 
cigars, books, and most 'any­
thing being tossed down to the 
matador. Even saw one mink 
stole thrown down to a fighter.

“ Of course, the matador us­
ually threw back what was toss­
ed to him with the exception 
of the cigars which were kept. 
One fighter was tossed by the 
bull and he wasn’t on horse­
back. He was gored a bit by 
the bull before being rescued 
by his helpers.

“ However, this fighter return­
ed within a very few minutes to 
kill off his animal and win two 
of his ears. A very good after­
noon of fighting was witnessed

by a crowd of about 27,000 peo­
ple. We are4 looking forward to 
the next fight in the spring.”

Planning to Move? 
Make It Easier 
For Your Children

If you are moving to a new 
community, prepare your chil­
dren for it, say the editors of 
Changing Times, the Kiplinger 
Magazine. Even though it is 
hard on you, the parent, the 
adjustment for your children 
can be even more difficult.

Tell your children about the 
forthcoming change well in ad­
vance. Tell them, too, the rea­
sons why you are moving, and 
get them to talk about the shift 
in terms of a good change in 
family prospects and in the 
spirit of an exciting adventure.

Let the children pay a visit 
to the new house and the new 
neighborhood if this is possible. 
If you are moving to a distant 
city, get books and pictures 
from the library so that every­
one can visualize what the new 
city will be like. Discuss the 
interesting things there will be 
to see and do there.

Let the youngsters, whatever 
age, take some part in the 
preparation for moving. All but 
the smallest can, for example, 
pack some of their posses­
sions. Older youngsters may 
even find it stimulating to talk 
about furniture arrangements or 
join in the general discussion 
as to what rooms will be used 
for what.

Try not to move during the 
middle of the school year. This 
is usually a drastically dis­
ruptive experience, even for 
those in junior and senior high 
school. If you must move then, 
accompany your young child to 
the new school the day he 
registers, and, if he is in the 
lower grades, try to be with him

the first day he goes to class.
Once you move, encourage the 

children to develop new friends. 
Let them bring new-found play­
mates home even if the house 
is not yet in order. Encourage 
them to write to friends in the 
old neighborhood. Finding com­
panions is perhaps one of the 
biggest problems of all in mov­
ing children to a new location.

The territorial governor is ap­
pointed by the president of the 
United States, but all other of­
ficials are elected much as we 
elect ours here.

T h e  annual temperature 
ranges from 64 to 89. Part of 
the year it is very humid and 
most of the rain falls between 
October first and February 
first.

Girls Get Practical 
Nurse Training 
At Hospital Here

Four girls were interested and 
began receiving instructions on 
hospital routine. They were Jac­
quelyn Magness, Janiece Bock, 
Pat Cranfill, and Carle Vada 
Single terry.

After Mrs. Spring finished a 
course in basic principles such 
as making beds, taking temper­
atures, properly preparing hot 
water bottles, and other routine 
jobs, Mrs. Harrelson supervised 
the girls as they did floor duty.

During the summer each of 
these girls was on duty from 
two to six hours per day on a 
voluntary basis. With the be­
ginning of school their time was 
limited and they do not work 
regularly. At this time they 
are making door decorations, 
tray decorations, and other 
items for patients in the hos­
pital.

two New Yorkers are here to 
stay. Perhaps Dr. Paul Spring 
and Glen Harrelson are two 
of the reasons June and Kelly 
(as they soon became known) 
decided to stay.

As Mrs. Paul Spring and 
Mrs. Glen Harrelson, the two 
have done a great service to 
the community as well as to 
the patients 'at the hospital. 
Mrs. Harrelson is now the 
supervisor of nurses and works 
regularly on one shift. Though 
not directly connected with the 
hospital, Mrs. Spring has never 
lost interest in it.

At the present time she is 
serving as president of the 
Tierra Blanca Medical Auxil­
iary and is an active member 
of the Parmer County Com­
munity Hospital Auxiliary. Both 
give generously of their time 
and talent to any project for the 
improvement of the hospital 
and its services.

Mrs. Spring and Mrs. Har­
relson have both been concern­
ed over the lack of opportuni­
ties for local girls to get an 
insight into the field of nursing 
and other allied occupations. 
After several attempts, an ac­
tive group of girls was finally 
organized.

At the beginning of the sum­
mer vacation last year, high 
school girls were invited to a 
meeting designed to promote 
interest in nursing as a career.

Chinese Girls Spending 
First Christmas in Friona

Two vivacious young ladies 
with sparkling dark eyes and 
love for this country, are look­
ing forward to spending their 
first Christmas in the United 
States. They watch with interest 
the budding of the “ fantasy 
land” around Friona, as each 
day, colored lights and decora­
tions pop up over town.

No one was any more inter­
ested in the Student Faculty 
Congress - sponsored decoration 
contest at the school, than these 
two young ladies who have 
adapted to and joined the ac­
tivities of Friona High School, 
wholeheartedly. The S'FC spon­
sored a contest in which each 
door in the high school build­
ing was decorated with a 
Christmas card motif.

Madeline, who is 18 years old, 
and Catherine, 16, are both 
seniors at the school, and are 
the daughters of the T. K. 
Changs of Swatow in China. 
They are residing in the home 
of Mrs. F. T. Schlenker of the 
Rhea community. Mrs. Schlen­
ker, or “ Mom”  as the girls 
lovingly address her, had ar­
ranged for the young ladies to 
come to this country and to 
reside with her through a series 
of events involving several peo­
ple.

A dear friend of the girls’ 
father, George Lerrigo of Clare­
mont, Calif., is also a friend 
of Mrs. Schlenker’s daughter, 
Mrs. James A. Rankin Jr. of 
Claremont. Learning from Mrs. 
Rankin that her mother wished 
companionship, and realizing 
the desire of the Changs that 
their children be educated in 
the United States, Lerrigo man­
aged to bring the series of 
events to final result.

The girls arrived in the United 
States the past summer and 
spent a short time in California 
with friends before coming to 
Friona to enroll in classes here. 
They traveled by train to their 
new home here, and saw quite 
a bit of country roll past their 
window.

Coming across from China 
with the girls were their two 
brothers, who are also pursuing 
an education in this country. 
They remained in Claremont 
where they are attending Chaf­
fy College. Both are freshman 
students. Asked if the four 
would be reunited during the 
Christmas season, the girls ex­
pressed hope of a get-together, 
but their plans were still pretty 
indefinite.

They are hoping that the boys, 
Richard, 20, and Edward, 17, 
can visit them in Friona. Too, 
they have a half-brother who 
is a college professor. His name 
is Robert Chang. Asked how 
long he had been in the United 
States, they replied, “ He’s been 
here for years.”  They say their 
parents will be separated from 
all the Chang children this year. 
They have no brothers or sis­
ters left at home. Catherine 
is the youngest child in the 
family.

The two young “ bobby soxers”  
brought Chinese attire to wear 
for pictures for this feature. 
The exquisite jacket which Mad­
eline chose is fashioned with 
the mandarin collar, and is 
fully lined in fur. Although the 
jacket, except for the ornate 
design of the material, would 
resemble a short jacket worn 
by the 'average teen-ager, it is 
much warmer than it might 
look, because of the lining.

The Chinese gown worn by 
Catherine is a fitted “ sheath” 
of soft blue turquoise, with a 
mandarin collar and with the 
opening down one side of the 
garment, a design that has been 
copied by fashion designers in 
this country the past few years. 
The beading, which is ornate, 
and done completely in white, 
gives the dress an extremely 
“ dressy”  look.

Upon inquiry, the Star report­
er learned that the meticulous 
design was not done by the 
dressmaker. “ We bought the 
material which already had the 
beads on it, then took it to 
the tailor and he made the 
dress,”  says Catherine.

Asked about the differences 
noted in this country and in 
China, both teen-agers exclaim­
ed “ flatter land and MORE 
land.”  They revealed that the 
best part of living in Friona 
is the “ people are so friendly.”  
“ We have a class system in 
China,”  they say, “ and it isn’t 
so, here.”

They have adjusted them­
selves well to their lives as 
citizens here, with a major in­
terest being in the field of 
music. They sing in the church 
choir at the Congregational 
Church, and are members of 
the school choir.

The pastor of their church 
in China was an American, 
so they don’t find a difference 
in religious observances.

Another attribute of Friona 
Schools, for these young ladies, 
is the individuality that can be 
found in the clothes they wear. 
In the past they had worn uni­
forms to school, and they like 
to choose clothing to fit their 
personalities. They had attended 
British schools in China.

Explaining further about the 
Christmas observance in their 
country, the girls say that for 
families that are not Christian, 
there isn’t so much celebration. 
They do explain though, that 
some families who do not be­
lieve in the Christian concept 
of Christmas, do put up trees 
during the Yule season. “ And 
we don’t decorate the school 
house like they do here,”  they 
say.

Christmas Day in China., is 
a day for a lengthy church 
service, and on Christmas Eve, 
the young people enjoy caroling. 
And it isn’t unusual to receive 
a Christmas gift with the in­
structions “ Do not open until 
Christmas.”

The Santa Claus that visits 
China sounds strangely familiar. 
The girls describe him as “ big 
and fat and dressed in a red 
suit.”

Most Chinese people take little 
notice of January 1. The Chinese 
New Year comes some time in 
February by our calendar. The 
people there count their age

from the time of the Chinese 
New Year.

That is a very special day. 
Everyone dresses in his best 
clothing 'and children are given 
little wrapped packages, con­
taining pocket money. It is 
interesting to note that in 
counting age by the Chinese 
method, Madeline, who is 18, 
would be 20 in her country.

And family closeness on spe-

cial occasions is also a custom 
in China. Big family get-to-

gethers are a custom on Christ­
mas and Chinese New Year. L E T T E R
