Oil Men Watching 
George Fee Well

Oil men today were watching de­
velopments at the Killing.sworth 
No. 1 George P. Fee as a picssible 
extension to the new Kleiner oil i 

I piMil a mile north of Ciaco. If (he 
Fee well is suecesaful, it will rep-, 
resent a substantial extension to 
the field.

According to reports, the Fee 
well had been drilled to 4,040 feet 
with a Mississippi lime section of 
some 40 feet as compared with as 
much as 300 feet In nearby wells. 
An earlier test had indicated that 
a well could probably be completed 
in the Lake.

It ■was understood that operators 
planned to run a drill stem tost in 
the Mississippi some time toiiay.

Nearby, Hickok Oil Company 
wa.s moving the rig firm their No.
3 C. J. Kleiner to drill their No, 4 
Kleiner. The No. 3 was bottomed 
at 4,053 feet. It is expected to be 
completed in the Mississippi in the 
near future. Pipe had been ce­
mented and completion will be by 
perforation.

In the same area, Lone Star Pro­
ducing Co. has completed the No.
4 Mrs. J. C. Kincade. An official 
test showed 310 barrels of 43.8 
gravity oil In 24 hours, flowing 
through 16-64 choke with 1,268 
pounds on casing and 745 on tub­
ing from 117 casing pierforations in 
the Mls.sissippi at 3,910175 feet. 
Top of the lime was logged at 3,- 
722 feet and was cored to total 
depth o f 4.037 feet, showing 
promise of production of gas or oil 
for most of the section.

Lone Star now is drilling an o ff­
set to Htekok's No. 3 Kleiner.

Junior College 
Meeting Begins

AUSTIN, July 27, — Research 
committees of the American Asso­
ciation of Junior Colleges meet in 
Chicago July '26-28, Dr. C. C. Col- 
vert, University of Te.xa.s professor 
and chairman of the legi.slation 
committee, said.

The legislation e^jmmittce will 
consider both state and national 
legi.slation for junior colleges, and 
make a study to try to diseover 
criteria for establishment of junior 
colleges in each state. Among the 
criteria will bo how many high 
school students .should be in a 
junior college district, how much 
money should be provided for 
buildings, and how much money 
should be spent for operation of 
the college.

Dean J. B. Davis of Amarillo 
Junior College is a member of the 
teacher preparation committee, 
and Dr. James Reynolds of Pea­
body College, newly-appointed 
University of Texas professor, is a 
member of the adult education 
committee.

War Assets Administration Will 
Hold Sale at Amarillo Air Base

Eleven sedans, trucks and other 
vehiefes plus about $10,000 worth 
of other government surplus 
miscellany will go on the bid 
block to veterans and the general 
public in a War Assets Adminis­
tration sale to be held at Amaril­
lo Air Bm m  at 1 p.m. Friday, 
August S.

The vehicles, including a bus. 
passenger cars, pick-ups, trucks 
and other types, will be offered 
to World W af II veterans only. 
Sale will be by informal bidding 
on each vehicle, and veterans will 
need to present discharges or 
other prwif o f service at time of 
purchase.

In the sMoriment of other

I goods to be offered in bid lots 
I wihout regard to priority qualifi­
cations will be vehicles, steel 
cots, nuts, bolts and screws, bunk 
beds and numerous other items 
in limited quantities. Awards to 
individuals, commercial buyers 
and other groups will be made on 
a non-ipriority, high bid basis, for 
this part of the sale.

The field will bo open for in­
spection on August 4 between 
the hours of 9 a.m. and 3:30 p.m 
and on August 5 until sale time 
Prospective purchasers will re­
ceive information regarding lo­
cation of tale property by making 
Inquiries at the mein gate of the 
air baae.

Declaring that it is losing more 
than Jl.UM) a month in Cisco, the 
Southwestern Bell reli phone Cuni- 
pany announced today that it is 
a.sking the City Commis-sion for 
approval of an invrtase in t> I - 
phone rates here, made neees.sary 
by the nsing costs of operations.

In announcing the request for 
revised rate.s, C. A. Deusehle, man­
ager, said that during the last few 
years the company has failed to 
take in enough money here to pay 
for furnishing telephone service in 
Cisco.

The propo.seKl new rate.s repre­
sent an im rea.se of Jl.Oli a month 
for busine.ss telephones, .50 cents a 
month for residence straight-hne 
telephone users, and 2.5 cents a 
month for party-line customers.

Rural business customers will 
pay 75 cents a month more, and 
rural residence telephones will co.st 
,50 cents a month more. Rural cus­
tomers more than three miles be­
yond the base rate zone al.so will 
pay a mileage charge of 2.5 cents 
for each two miles beyond the thn-c 
mile allowance.

During the last six month.s of 
1917, the company colltsted $21.- 
297 here, Deusehle said, but rests 
of furnishing s«-rvice were $28,010. 
The company failed by $6,713 -
more than $1,100 a month to 
eollcet enough revenue to pay the 
actual costa of providing telephone 
service in Cisco with no return at 
all on its investment, *

The continuing upward trend of 
payrolls and other costa of furnish­
ing service maile it neecsaary that 
telephone rates be adjusted to help 
offset the los.sos sustained here by 
the compan.v.

Telephone payrolls, the biggest 
single Item in the cost of operating 
the exchange here, have Increased 
sharply in recent years, the man­
ager said. The monthly payroll in 
Cisco la mora than thraa times aa

 ̂great a.s in 1911. Thi.s is due to 
higher wage rates and to the larg- 

I >r number of emplo.vies required to 
handle the greater volume of calls. 

1 Presi’nt telephone rates were es- 
tahlished in 1920 when Cisco had 
753 telephones as compared with 
1..59.5 today.

‘•With about 80 families and bus- 
ine.s.s concerns wsiting for tele­
phones, we are faced with the prob­
lem of enlarging the telephone 
system here at a time when costs 
arc at the h gheat level in history,' 
Iieuachle said.

Th'> 1948-1919 expansion plana 
here call for the installation in the 
Cisco eeneral office of 160 more 

' aub.scribers lines at a cost of $6,- 
000, and additional long distance I terminal equipment at an expendi­
ture of $5,000. Two more ."leetinns 
of local switchboard, another sec­
tion o f long distance switchboard 
and .340 new sub.scTibera lines were 
added to equipment in the Cisco 
exchange during March o f this 
year.

Improvement of long distance 
service also will be provided Ciaco 
telephone users hv the addition of 
three more dlreet circuits, one each 
from here to Baird, Brownwood 
and Stephenville. Thesi' eirouita 

jwtll be ready for operation by 
spring of next year.

economy consistent with sound business man­
agement. Few other businesses have been able 
to maintain the same schedule of prices for their 
services or products since 1920.BIG EXPANSION PROGRAM NEEDED

Cisco has grown rapidly, and a large construc­
tion program is needed to expand the telephone 
system here and improve the quality of the serv­
ice. About KO i>eopIe are now waiting for tele­
phones in Cisco. Many of our present customers 
want private line service All this lequires addi­
tional cables and central office equipment.

For residence telephone users with private 
lines the new rales represent an increase of less 
than two cents a day, and less than a cent a day 
for residence customers on two party lines. The 
increase is about three cents a day for business 
telephones.

Rural business customers will pay 2 ' 2  cents 
a day more than at present, and rural residence 
telephones will cost less than two cents a day 
more.
