The work of soil senservation 
districts in developing a more de­
pendable wartime agriculture, the 
speeding up of the job of pro­
tecting and improving the nation's 
productive land, and water con­
servation and river basin develop­
ment — these are among the 
problems to be discussed by the 
convention delegates.

Commented President Davk, “ I 
am counting on every delegate to 
roll up his sleeves and help us 
plan working policies. With the 
international situation, these pol­
icies will help gain recognition of 
soil conservation districts and 
their program as one of the most 
important elements of our long 
range national planning.”

Visitors interested in agricul­
tural flood control may see an 
outstanding example of this work 
on the Washita River watershed 
in Oklahoma. Many thousands of 
acres of Washita River bottom­
land that were unprofitable are 
now turning in a profit as the re­
sult of the protection they are 
getting. And in the other aspects 
of soil and water conservation, 
Oklahoma offers the visitors a 
splendid chance to see the effec­
tiveness of many other coordinat­
ed practices, which keep soil in 
place and provide for continuin.g 
.soil improvement.

Soil conservation district tead- 
ers in Kentucky and North I^ko- 
ta already have announced that 
their states will be represented by 
chartered bus delegations. And 
Nebraska, which topped other 
delegations at last year’s meeting, 
is expected to bid again for the 
honor.
