He surprised the group with 
another interesting fact: BNSF's 
largest customer is UPS, a $27 
million per year account. 

All operations and dispatch-
ing for the BNSF network is 
handled through their Network 
Operations Center in Ft. Worth. 
The trains that pass through 
Parmer County are in constant 
radio contact with the Ft. Worth 
center. 

Intermodal shipping is a grow-
ing part of BNSF's business. 
Those are the semi-trailers and 
containers that we see come 
through. Shook said more and 
more truck shipping companies 
are turning to intermodal ship-
ping because of their own higher 
costs and regulations: like fed-
eral hours-of-service rules for 
drivers, stricter emissions regula-
tions, driver availability, higher 
insurance and fuel costs. 

But, 60 percent of BNSFs rev-
enue (which is more than $9 bil-
lion a year) comes from coal, 
grain, and carload traffic, Shook 
said. Carload traffic includes in-
dustrial products like building and 
construction products, chemicals, 
plastics, and petroleum products. 

Fuel costs also affect the rail-
road. BNSF's annual report stated 
that they spent $240 million more 
on fuel in 2003 than 2002 and 
the situation is not improving. 

BNSF is growing, the ship-
ping business is growing, and it 
signals good things for the Pan-
handle economy.

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are really smart, others aren't. Some people are energetic and 
motivated, others just want to get along. All these characteristics 
are being confronted once again this week as students and 
teachers • head back to school. Let's face it. Some of us are just 
dumber than others in certain areas of life and learning. 

Last week in Ruidoso Zach and I bought a couple of frozen 
bananas at an ice cream store. The total was $5.36. I handed the 
young lady $10.41, a ten dollar bill, four dimes, and a penny. Here 
is what happened. 

She handed me back my penny, then started counting four 
more pennies out of the drawer. I handed the penny back again 
and said, "Just give me a nickel and a five." She looked con-
founded, put my penny in the drawer, handed me a five-dollar bill 
and closed it. She didn't grasp the concept of making change. I 
was short a nickel but let it go. 

Chances are that young lady is not related to the inventor of 
satellite radio. During my 15th year I learned how to make change 
at Barnard's Grocery where- the cash was kept in a box and the 
grocery fill was totaled on an adding machine with a pull handle 
on the side. People paid cash, we made change. It is a math thing. 

Engineers and scientists emerge through the education pro-
cess of K-12 and college. They build bridges and buildings and 
space ships. It comes easy for some and impossible for others. 
Some learn how to make change and others go on to greater 
things like inventing satellite radio. 

I reckon most of us end up somewhere in between. 

School started Monday. XM Satellite Radio. Unrelated? I don't 
think so. 

I took my son Zach home Saturday. His mom drove from 
Wichita Falls and we met in Childress. Zach is 15. Fifty years ago 
I was 15. Lot of things have changed since then. 

Zach and I were zipping along in the Chevy Tahoe listening to 
my XM Satellite Radio. It came with the vehicle. It is subscription 
radio that costs $9.95 a month. When I bought the Tahoe it came 
with three months of XM Satellite Radio free so I kept it. That's 
what they count on. 

It is commercial free radio with 200 different choices from 
classic to Tejano to Fox News and comedy channels. There are 
stations for music from the 40s, 50s, 60s, and 70s. There is one 
station called Frank that plays only Frank Sinatra songs. When 
any song is playing you can push a button on the radio and it 
tells you who is singing and what the song is. Spells it out on 
the little green digital display. 

In addition to satellite radio, Zach could load six CDs at one 
time. The dash CD unit just gobbled them up. Zach is 15. He 
doesn't listen to the same musical styles popular in my 15th year. I 
thought back to those days 50 years ago and marveled at the 
modern world. Most cars back then did not even come with 
radios or air conditioners. Guess that is why we drove up and 
down the drag in Hillsboro with windows down and elbows 
hanging out. We thought we were so cool. 

If you had a radio and were out late enough you could pick up 
Wolfman Jack and XERF in Del Rio, Texas, for late night rock 'n 
roll listening pleasure. With the Wolfman blaring, all the windows 
down on the hardtop, and the glasspack mufflers rumbling, we 
were way cool. 

What struck me when Zach and I were pushing that button on 
the satellite radio was this: who invented all this modem stuff. 
There we were at 70 mph getting radio signals from outer space 
and poking a button that spelled out the song title on the 
dashboard, switching back and forth to some round plastic discs 
inside the dash that also played songs. If I'd had that setup at 
Tacker's Drive-in I could have been beyond cool and covered up 
with cheerleaders. 

Shucks; I was lucky to get out of Ms. Tarpley's Latin class 
alive much less invent anything. It has never occurred to me to 
invent something and even if it did I wouldn't have the foggiest 
notion where to start. I might could draw an idea on a paper 
napkin but that's about it. 

Humanity has been smart enough to get to the moon and I'm 
still trying to figure out where my hood latch is and how to fold a 
fitted sheet.

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BACK TO SCHOOL: MAKING COLLEGE WORK

Of course, 
another fantastic resource is the Internet. Over the past decade, 
Fastweb.com has expanded its database from 180,000 awards to more 
than 600,000. The total worth of the awards listed: $1 billion. 

Special for Texans 
Texas offers many different ways to finance an education. There 

are numerous state grants, scholarships and programs available to 
help hard-working Texans achieve their educational goals. Here are a 
few of them: 

TEXAS GRANT: The Texas Grant provides money to enable well-
prepared students to attend public and private nonprofit institutions 
of higher education within the state.

I started my Friday night football career when I was a school 

district employee in the 1980's. I would attend the pep rallies on 
Friday afternoon and be so revved up that attending the football 
game just came naturally. 

Of course, back then I didn't have a son on the field so I 
would cheer for the kids I had in class every day. I met lots of 
nice people and learned a little about football. Let me stress "a 
little". 

Gradually working my way up to going to games on Thursday, 
Friday and occasionally a W.T. game on Saturday. I had become a 
football junkie and by Tuesday I was either revved up for the 
next week or totally burned out. But come Thursday I was back 
and ready to go. 

As a mom, I sat in the stands for a while when my sons were 
younger and played in junior high. They often said when we got 
home that I made way too much noise, but it never stopped me. 

If you know what a run thru is, my friend Verna.  Patton and I 
are experts in painting them. We did it because we loved our sons 
and the ultimate embarrassment for a budding teenager is for his 
mom to crawl around on the floor or driveway painting something 
that will be destroyed by his teammates. 

I did pick up a few tidbits while sitting in those stands: 
If you don't use a receiver, the young man playing that 

position is a decoy. They do not throw the ball, they pass it. The 
receiver does not catch the ball and a catcher is not on the field. 
(That is baseball.) The quarterback does the lead man job and he 
is basically the main sprocket in a sometimes well oiled machine. 
The team does kick the ball but they also punt, return, and the 
only time they kick is when they are going for the point after. 
When the players are running at full speed and hit someone 
illegally it is not an oops and cannot be forgiven. 

NUMBER ONE RULE: When your kid is down on the field and 
hurt, you cannot run onto the field to take care of your baby. 
The coaches, offiCials and especially your baby frown on it. In 
fact there are lots of things moms are used to doing that are 
frowned upon. 

Last year I went from sitting in the stands to standing on the 
sidelines and taking pictures for the paper. It is a totally different 
world than in the stands: 

Parents are loud and in some cases yell at the wrong times. 
The boys are very considerate when a female is among them, but 
they do slip occasionally. They found out that it doesn't phase 
me because I •am there to take pictures and catch the action for 
posterity. Coaches are usually very nice men who tackle the job 
of turning a group of young men into a team. Those smile 
coaches can be very colorful when trying to get the young men 
to work together for a common goal. 

NUMBER TWO RULE: Spy away from the referees (zebras). 
They hurt when they hit you running at full speed. But that is a 
totally different story. Those of you that know what I am referring 
to, please keep your laughter to a minimum. I was run over by a

western and northern portions of 
the state's cotton-growing areas. 

Harvesting equipment moving 
from areas outside of either a sup-
pressed or functionally eradicated 
zone cannot be brought into one 
of these areas until the equipment 
has been thoroughly cleaned. Raw 
cotton cannot be moved into or 
through suppressed or eradicated 
zones unless a protection plan has 
been filed with the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture. 

WA has developed a protec-
tion plan template for growers who 
fall under these restrictions and wish 
to gin cotton in a suppressed or 
eradicated zone. TDA also has de-
veloped guidelines for ensuring har-
vesting equipment is properly 
cleaned before entering one of these 
zones. Many of these restrictions 
are placed on the movement of raw 
cotton and harvesting equipment 
from a suppressed area to a func-
tionally eradicated area.

Throughout the season most cotton discussions have been 

shaped by the fact that 2004 was shaping up to be a record year 
for cotton around the globe. 

Thursday's August Crop Production report from the National 
Agricultural Statistics Service did nothing to dispel that senti-
ment. 

Projecting a strong U.S. Upland cotton crop of 19.48 million 
bales, the NASS report was perhaps a little above the general 
range of expectations for the first measure of the 2004 crop. On 
the other hand the reaction by the market and among industry 
observers, certainly showed that the number is not out of the 
realm of possibility. 

Texas numbers released by the Texas Agricultural Statistics 
Service illustrate clearly the excellent shape the crop was in 
during the late July survey period. Overall Texas is forecast to 
produce a record 6.3 million Upland cotton bales from 5.5 million 
harvested acres and set a new yield record of 550 pounds per 
harvested acre. 

Closer to home, the estimated production for the High Plains 
region was set at a record 3.89 million bales for crop reporting 
districts 1-N and 1-S. Projected yields for I -N and 1-S were 742 
and 498 pounds respectively. 

To some these numbers seem a little high when considering 
the wide range of maturity that comprises the 2004 crop. With' 
cotton ranging from the very early to the very late, the calendar 
and the September/October temperature pattern become the pri-
mary factors driving what may or may not happen. 

In order to capture the tremendous yield potential that exists in 
this area another warm, open Fall is the must have ingredient. As 
is so often the case, whether or not the High Plains crop breaks 
records or hearts in 2004 will depend on the weather pattern that 
dominates over the next 6-8 weeks. 

Warm temperatures and clear, sunny days are the key to 
breaking records in 2004. Anything less could begin to slowly 
shave 2004 crop potential one shed boll at a time. This is 
especially true in northern areas that historically accumulate heat 
units at a slower rate from mid-August through the end of 
October. 

Looking at the LTA, crops in ark region are either running 
slightly ahead of schedule for acreage planted May 1 or slightly 
behind if they were planted by May 15. Amarillo area growers 
should normally expect to receive only about 680 more heat units 
through October 31. That number has certainly not been the norm 
the past few seasons, especially in the Amarillo area. 

Most everyone agrees that the crop projected by Texas 
Agricultural Statistics Service is probably in the field today. What 
they also need to acknowledge is that regardless of everything 
that has gone into getting the crop to this point, the final 
outcome could still leave many shaking their heads and wonder-
ing — "Whatt If?"

Lessons Jesus Learned at Home

Cutting the Glare 

One of the most common visual symptoms 
people have is glare. Those annoying reflections will 
make you squint and struggle with your otherwise 
good vision. Glare is caused by light being broadly 
scattered as it bounces off a highly reflective 
surface, such as water, your car's windshield, or 
even your own glasses.

Another solution may be polarized 
lenses. With polarized lenses a microscopic 
-screen.' within the lens acts to filter out and diffuse 
glare entering the eye. It's especially helpful for 
those who are bothered by glare around the water.

If you truly hope 
to avoid glare, be tertian to clean your lenses

Texas Joins Crackdown 
On Impaired Driving

From August 27 until Sep-
tember 12, Texas will join the 
You Drink & Drive You Lose 
national crackdown on the crimi-
nal offense of impaired driving, 
according to Regional Adminis-
trator Georgia S. Chakiris of the 
National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHTSA). 

"The effects of alcohol can 
slip up on any driver all too 
quickly. During this national 
crackdown, impaired drivers are 
likely to take a detour to an 
unpopular travel destination: 
jail. If you are going to drink, 
plan ahead. Pass the keys. Jail 
is not' a good place to be," she 
said. 

Traffic Safety Director of the 
Texas Department of Transpor-
tation Terry Pence said, "In 2002, 
47 percent of the state's crash 
fatalities were alcohol related. 
Troopers and local law enforce-
ment officers will be out to en-
force the state's laws to pre-
vent the crime of impaired driv-
ing during the Labor Day week-
end and beyond. It's a crime 

that the people of Texas and 
the nation cannot afford in terms 
of personal suffering and eco-
nomic impact." 

NHTSA data show that alco-
hol-involved crashes resulted in 
an estimated $50.9 billion in eco-
nomic costs for the nation in 
2000. Such crashes account for 
22 percent of all crash costs. 
Overall, nearly 75 percent of the 
costs of roadway crashes are 
paid by those not directly in-
volved—primarily through insur-
ance premiums, taxes, and travel 
delay. In 2000 these costs, borne 
by society rather than individual 
crash victims, totaled $170 bil-
lion. 

Ms. Chakiris said, "Impaired 
driving is a completely prevent-
able crime. It's time to stop the 
lcilling."
