There are six major factors af- 
Acting small-grain yields. Four of 
ttK'se, often emphasized and usual­
ly .understood but not always fol- 
loweid, are: U) high quality seed of 
the f,ight adapted variety, <2) fer­
tile s6il with adequate fertUization 
of the .immediate crop. (3) imme­
diate seedbed preparation to give 
the seetf a go<ri start, and (4) a 
preceding crop which best pre­
pares the soil for grain crop.

The fifth and sixth factors are 
not always understood and more 
often neglected. They are C5) sow­
ing at the opCimum time lor best 
results, and t6) haring an ade­
quate availabk* nitrogen supply 
during the pegiod of maximum 
spring growth, March to May in 
the South and Apr.il to June in the 
North.

Rankin of North Carolina has re­
ported that in field-^cale tests of 
small grain, with thase factors as 
nearly optimum as !ft‘ason would 
permit, their 15-yev average 
yields at one station wff'e 31 bush­
els of wheat. 35 of barley and t3 of 
oats. State average yields for the 
same period were 15, 24 and 28 
bushels respectively. Results ob­
tained In o ^ e r  States were even 
more striking.

It is evident that yields can be 
doubled by proper field p r^ tices 
plus high quality seed and ade­
quate fertilization, particularly sup­
plying the necessary nitrogen when

needed, and sowing at the optimum 
time.

Ask your 
county agent about this as well as 
about the others and especially the 
relative yields and commercial 
seed sources of improved varieties. 
Your seed supplier will be able to 
get certified seed of any available 
adapted variety for you when you 
need it. if you place your order 
with him long enough before sup­
plies are exhausted.

The use of the right seed and 
right kind and quantity of fer­
tilizer. will not overcome late seed­
ing. Neither will seeding on time 
overcome a deficiency in fertilizer, 
or the use of poor seed. The proper 
consideration of all factors is nec- ' 
essary for best yields and most ' 
profitable production.
