Policy for use of Old Gym 
It has been the policy 

of Baird Independent 
Schools that the school 
facilities may be used 
by the public if proper 
procedures 	are 
followed. To use most of 
the facilities, one 
merely needs to call the 
superintendent;s office 
to verify what the 
facility to be used has 
not been reserved by 
someone else for the 
same date and time, 
and then on the day that 
you plan to use the 
facility, or the last 
working day prior to 
that time, you go by the 
superintendent's office 
to pick up a key to the 
facility. Employees are 
not to give a key to 
anyone to use the 
facilities. 

In regard to the old 
gym facilities the 
policy differs slightly 
as the use is sometimes 
more than just a one 
occasion 	event. 
Anyone wishing to use 
the old gym has been 
asked to sign a contract 
with the school and put 
up a hundred ($100) 
dollar deposit. The key 

for this use to be picked 
in the superintendent's 
office during working 
hours and return to that 
office at the earliest 
possible time the office 
is open. Please do not 
contact an employee at 
home for use of a key to 
any of the facilities. If 
an emergency arises, 
the principals or 
superintendent should 
be notified. 

When the contract 
for use of the old gym 
has expired, the deposit 
will be returned to the 
person leaving it 
unless damage to the 
facilities is traceable to 
that party's use of the 
facilities. 

The school is here to 
serve the community 
and we are glad to do 
so, but ask that you 
respect the property and 
the rights of the 
employees who work 
there. Please do not ask 
an employee to use to 
any of the facilities as 
they are instructed not 
to loan their keys out. 
The superintendent's 
office will be happy to 
work with you between 

the hours of 8 to 4 
during the school term 
and 9-4 during the

AUSTIN — A committee of five 
House and five Senate confcrccs 
last week continued to search for 
common ground on a tax plan that 
would give property tax relief to 
Texans. 

About $800 million in new taxes 
would be raised and school prop-
erty taxes would be cut by an aver-
age of 17 cents per $100 valuation 
under the Senate committee's plan, 
while the House plan would raise 
$3.8 billion in new taxes to pay for 
lower school property taxes of 60 
cents per $100 valuation. 

The House plan would cut local 
school taxes by about $5 billirn 
every two years, while the les-
ambitious Senate plan would bring 
cuts of about $2.5 billion over 
the period. Each plan has a mix 
of business franchise, sales and 
service tax increases. 

Gov. George W. Bush, who 
called for tax relief last year, 
offered a plan of his own that 
would cut school property taxes 
and raise business and sales taxes 
to pay for the cuts. Bush's plan was 
opposed by most Republicans and 
many business groups. 

"Some people thought the pro-
cess would never get this far. 
Now that it's here in committee, 
it's a historic opportunity," Bush 
was quoted in the Dallas Morning 
News. 

A legislative analysis says that 
under either plan, once tax in-
creases arc subtracted from prop-
erty tax savings, the average Texan 
would see a cut of about 2 percent 
in local and state taxes. 

'Pax reform appears to be a 
do-or-die issue before the regular 
legislative session cads on June 
2. Bush and state legislators have 
agreed they do not want to go into 
special session. 

Lottery Profits to Schools 
All profits from the lbxas lottery,  

would -go to education' and a 
new scratch-off gamO would pay 
for college scholarships and adult 
literacy programs under a bill 
passed by the Senate, 23-6. 

The bill, sponsored by Sen. Jane 
Nelson, R-Flower Mound, would 
dedicate lottery profits — about 
$1.3 billion a year — to education, 
although sponsors admit the shift 
will not mean airy' &Ira dollars for 
public schools. 

'"it" 'is clearly'' the- will- of - 
the people that these funds be 
dedicated to our public schools," 
Nelson said. 

"Texans want to know where 
their lottery dollars are going. This 
bill answers that question." 
Trade Secrets Amendment Passes 

On a vote of 65-63, the House 
passed a trade secret amendment 
to a bill that would have required 
cigarette makers to report all 
product ingredients to the Texas 
Department of Health. 

Rep. Warren Chisum, R-Pampa, 
who sponsored the amendment, 
said, "We shouldn't require any-
body to reveal trade secrets to us 
under statute." 

But Rcp. John Hirschi, D-
Wichita Falls, who sponsored 
the tobacco bill onto which the 
amendment was attached, said, 
"Under this amendment, they can 
declare anything a trade secret." 

Hirschi's bill said disclosure 
would be required for all added 
ingredients by brand, including 
flavors, fragrances, herbs, and col-
ors, in descending order according 
to the amounts. And, the Texas De-
partment of Health would maintain 
the list and release it to the public. 

But with Chisum's amendment, 
legally protected trade secrets 
would be exempted from disclo-
sure. 

The bill awaits approval of the 
full House before moving to the 
Senate for consideration. 

Other Capital Highlights 
• A proposal to prohibit same-

sex marriages in Texas has died 
along with dozens of other bills in 
the House, because they were not 
heard before the May 14 deadline. 
A group of conservative legislators 
tried to force a voice vote on the 
measure in a last-ditch effort to 
put it ahead of many other bills 
awaiting consideration. 

• Federal officials last week re-
jected Texas' request to privatize its 
welfare offices, but left open the 
possibility of letting private (inns 
run offices in part of the state, 
as an experiment. Erskine Bowles, 
President Clinton's chief of staff, 
said Clinton did not believe needy 
people should depend on profit-
minded corporations for their wel-
fare benefits. 

■ The Itxas Senate gave Prairie 
View A&M University approval to 
create the state's first center dedi-
cated to the study of juvenile crime 
and prevention. The senators, how-
ever, didn't provide the $1.2 mil-
lion Prairie Vicw officials said 
would be needed to start the cen-
ter. "We wanted to make sure we 
got this bill done this session," said 
Scn. Royce West, D-Dallas. "Now 
we will try to find the fu. 

• Citizen volunteers cc. ' be 
authorized to issue cicada.

before she succumbed to 
breast cancer. In remem-
bering that first Polo on 
the Prairie, Musselman 
and McCloud laughingly 
say they were worried 
then that they'd have to 
pay people to come out, 
but instead, the first Polo 
on the Prairie drew about 
800 people and raised 
$25,000. 

Since then, the event 
has taken on monumen-
tal proportions, having 
raised more than $1.1 
million fund 35 programs.

SOME MEDICAID PLANNING 
IS NOW ILLEGAL 

Beginning in 1997, an asset transfer may re-
sult in criminal penalties if the purpose of the 
transfer is to qualify for Medicaid payment of 
nursing home costs. 

Only those individuals with minimal dispos-
able income and minimal "nonexempt" assets 
qualify for Medicaid. Therefore, a common strat-
egy for preserving the family estate while hav-
ing Medicaid foot a nursing home bill has been 
for ill and/or elderly family members to give 
nonexempt assets to other family members, while 
retaining "exempt" assets. Exempt assets typi-
cally include a principal residence, about $70,000 
of a spouse's assets, and, within limits, an auto-
mobile and personal effects. 

Federal law had already contained provisions 
which disqualified from eligibility individuals 
who gifted assets within 36 months of applying 
for Medicaid (60 months for transfers to certain 
trusts). Thedisqualification could be even longer, 
as illustrated by the following example: Harry 
gives $500,000 to his children. Thirty months 
later, he applies to Medicaid for payment of his 
nursing home costs, which in his state are reim-
bursed at $4,000 per month. Harry's eligibility 
period will be 125 months from the time he 
made the gift ($500,000/$4,000). If Harry had 
waited an additional six months to apply for 
Medicaid, he could have been eligible immedi-
ately. 

Under the new law, it is a criminal offense to 
knowingly and willingly transfer assets to qual-
ify for Medicaid if application is made for bene-
fits during a period for disqualification, as de-
scribed above. The penalty ranges up to a $25,000 
fine and/or five years in prison. But asset trans-
fers made before the 36- (60-) month "look-back" 
period, regardless of 	motive, still won't 
subject an applicant to criminal sanctions or 
disqualify an applicant from eligibility.

We remember that Dan 
wouldn't let her put authentic an-
ise seed (licorice) on the Mexican 
cookies served at a dinner they hosted 
for the commissioners and wives, but 
everything else was truly authentic, 
just as she was.
