Austin, Texas, Feb. 24 —The
announcement of Speaker Ken-
nedy of the House to the effect
that the party platform demands
will in the future have the ngut
of way over other legislation. the
re-incarnation of the Thomas
lovbying sensation, with the ap-
pointment of a committee to in-
yestagate these charges, and a
mild discuseion of the lobbying
question in the House, were the
most interesting features Of the
week in legislative circles.

Speaker Kennedy flatly told
the solons that they mu-t pay
more attention to the democratic
platform demands and party
pledges and the Speaker is in a
position to make his words bring
forth deeds. 8o far not one of
the platform demands has been
enacted into law. Though not
strictly a platform demand, the
bank deposit guaranty bill is a
party pledge. There will be a
fight on the floor of the House on
this measure, €ince it is to be re-
ported adversely by a majority
of the committee and l:voubly
by a minority.

The charges by Senator Thom-
as that there had been one thous
and specific violations of the
anti-lobby law came in the fore-
ground again when the investi-
gation committee reported. Sen-
ator Thomas reiterated his charg

The legislative week has been
one of the busiest and most im-
portant of the session. At least
60 bills have been passed, some
of them important, but a major-
ity of local nature. Feeling that
they had earned a rest, the mem-
bers betook themselyes to Gal-
veston Friday night for a two
days’ outing. During tue busy
session the House took a’ little
time to discuss lobbying, though
not in a very serious vein. The
upshot of the matter was the pas
sage of a resolution callirg upon
the Speaker to enforce the rules
strictlv. The rules bar all per-
sons except members, clerke and
newspaper men from the floor
during the sessions.
