A device for making coffee that 1s
fald to be a blg lmprovement over
the old-style coffee pot has been de
slgned by a New York man.  This is
called the coffee percolator and the
advantage 1s that the essence of the '
coffee 18 extracted without bolling the
ground berry, a process which 1s sald
to liberate the Injurious tannic acld.
The percolating device consists of two |
metal cups, one to fit in the other and
both to rest in the top of an ordinary
coffee pot or any similar vessel.
