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That old talespinner, Jack
Patterson, was into the office
the other day, and we ‘‘pump-
ed” him for the details of just
what he is doing way out here
on the Plains when all he can
talk about is Gaw-gia.

@ Jack is a newspaperman’s
delight so far as being free
with information is concerned.
All we had to do was ask him
the one question, and then
sit back and listen to an un-
interrupted true story for the
next fifteen minutes.

Jack was raised way back
in, the woods in the .Georgia
hill country. After he grew to

anhood and went to war and
returned home, apparently such
activity stirred something in-
side him. :

“One day me and the wife
were picking cotfon along-
side each other,”” h& says,.
““an’ 1 raised up and looked
at her an’ said. ‘There must
be a better way to live than
this.”

“’She raised up too an’ look-
‘ed back at me an’ said, ‘Well,

I don’t know where or what
it is, but I'm willing to try
i'.l ”

So the Pattersons, in the fall
as the crops were gathered
in, began to sell out, piece by
piece. Instead of cribbing their
corn for feeding the hogs and
mules that winter, ‘they sold
it. Little by little they dis-
posed of nearly all of their
‘maferial possessions.

Then, they set out for the
West, without any idea what-
ever as to how far they would
travel, and where they would
settle, or what they would do.

Jack left behind the farm
in the hills, up in ““Hell’s Hol-
ler’” where only one road
leads in and the same road
leads out, where, on the way

~.up, the observant can spot
five active stills, and where,

as Jack grew fo the age of 27,
he never sat a-straddle of a
horse or in the seat of a trac-
tor. He farmed with mules.

The only thing that the Patter-
sons were convinced of when
they burned their bridges be-
hind them was that ‘“We won’t
stop ’til we get out of the state
of Georgia.”

Jack blazed a trail for the
‘family westward, and didn‘t
cool his heels until he topped
the High Plains. He was visii-
.ing relatives in Portales, Hol-
lene, Broadview, and the vi-
cinity. when one of his rela-
tives (believe it was a cousin),
intoned, ““Jack, don’t go ahy
further west. This is ‘it.” Stay
here.”” So Jack sent for the
family and did just as had
been suggested. He took up
farming for Cordie Potts and
within a few years was on his
own.

If there’s any particular mo-

ral to this story it would be

that this didn’t happen in the
early 1900’s. It happened in

1949. The story sounds like so

many our parents and grand-

parents tell, it seems unreal.
But, the truth is, folks are
still coming west, seeking new
opportunities. As the popula-
tion of America, now estimat-
ed to be around 170 million,
continues to expand, we look
forward to additional migra-
tions of modern-day “pio-
neers’’ .who look westward.

There is talk that the ‘‘boom”
on the Plains is over. It is true
that the spurt that accompanied
the development of large-scale
grrigation is finished, but that
"should be looked upon as just
a beginning,
to our development. :

The people of this nation
are in a state of constant
flux. Modern-day modes of
transportation have made it
simple for a family of modest
means to explore areas that
formerly were only in their
imagination.

‘ This traveling around causes
them to be attracted to new
locations, to be willing, even
anxious, to make changes if
they appear «to be changes for
the better. :

That, in a nutshell, is the
best reason we know of for
keeping a community pointed
toward the future, keeping its
leaders on their toes for ways
of improving a fown so that

'it might look more attractive
to those who will bring new
homes, new businesses, yes,
even new industries.

A doff of the editorial hat goes
this week to the professional
weather forecasters, who are
frequently the target of ®our
criticism. They honestly pre-
dicted the snow of last week.

How they managed this we
@ are not quite sure, but it was
a satisfying experience to hear
on Saturday that it would
“probably” snow on Sunday,
and then, wonder of all won-
ders, to look out the window
Sunday morning to sure
gnough see the snow descend-
ing.

There are lots of jobs that
look more attractive than. news-
WPpapering from time- to time,
but one that we _definitely
would not want under any cir-
cumstances is that as a mem-
ber of the national legislative
assembly.

There are nine
Constitutional  amendments to
be voted on in the November
general election.

“All of this adds up to a high-
ly important political year in
which no citizen should fail to
qualify himself to vote,” Daniel

adds.

Rolled Beef-Mushroom Loaf,  Rice Stuﬂing"

'Knowing lots of ways to fix
ground beef can add variety to
"meals and keep the meat bill
.down.

This recipe is for a savory meat
loaf or roll which is different
and exceptionally delicious!
-Well-seasoned ground beef is
rolled up like a jelly roll. The
filling is made of cooked rice
and a bit of cheese." Thete are

INGREDIENTS:

1, 3 oz. can broiled, chopped
mushrooms, drained

1 egg, beaten .

:114 Ibs. ground beef

.2 teaspoons salt

14 teaspoon black pepper

2 tablespoons grated onion

1/3 cup quick cooking oats

‘2 teaspoons thick meat or steak
sauce

14 cup milk

1% cups cold cooked rice

1% cup milk

14 cup grated American cheese

‘METHOD: Cut the mushrooms

into small pieces, Mix together

the egg, beef, 2 teaspoons salt,

black pepper, onions, oats, meat

sauce and the ¥4 cup milk. Mix
together well. Place on a piece
of waxed paper or aluminum
foil. Pat out evenly until the
meat is about 9 by 12 inches.
Put the rice, % cup milk and
cheese in a saucepan. Heat over
a low heat until the milk is ab-
sorbed. Spread over the meat,
leaving a margin of about 1%
inches all around. Roll up, start-
ing from side which is 9 inches,
Pick up the paper or foil to help
with the rolling.

Pinch ends together to keep rice
stuffing in. Patch any broken
places with meat from ends of
the loaf.

Place loaf folded side down in a
greased shallow pan. Pour about
% cup water around the loaf.

oven one hour or until the meat
is done through and beginning
to brown.

Allow to stand about 5 minutes
before cutting into slices. Serve
with the pan drippings, mush-
room or tomato sauce or other
sauce as desired.

A fiery speech concerning
“the problems facing agricul-
ture and the solutions to the
_problems”’ highlighted the an-
nual meeting of Friona and
Lazbuddie Farmers Union Lo-
cals Monday night at the Hub
Community Center.

The speaker was Alex
Dickey, state president of
Texas Farmers Union. More
than 50 pe'rsons were present
for the annual program.
Dickey, a young farmer from
Denton, brought a round of ap-
plause following a statement
denouncing the ‘‘Republican-
Eisenhower-Benson-F ar m Bu-
reau program that favors 30
percent of parity.” &
The FU president presented
the broad scope of the state
organization’s program.

He reinterated policies devel-
oped at the statewide conven-
tion in Abilene about two
months ago.

“Farmers Union proposes and
is fighting for 100 percent of
parity on all crops. We have
a platform that is broad enough
for us to cooperate with Plains
Cotton Growers, Plains Wheat
Growers, and other organiza-
tions that are working for the
farmer. &

“The approach must be dy-
namic and realistic if the prob-
lems which we face are to be
met,” he says.

Problems he emphasized were
declining farm income, rising
costs to farmers, and the gap
between farmer’s income and
industrial profits.

He does not consider surplus
production a ' problem.

“Our surpluses should be con-
sidered a God-given blessing,”
he said. “With all the hunger
that is in the world, even in
the United States, our produc-
tion which we do not find use
for could be used to feed the
underfed population.”

The price situation was under-
lined in his speech.

“When the present adminis-
tration was campaigning, they
told everybody that lower
prices would increase con-
sumption. They told it so
often, that people believed
this half-truth, and lie, and
voted for them. They said if
a' lower price would not in-
" crease consumption, the price
would be raised. They have
not done this, and now the
Eisenhower-Benson-Farm Bu-
reau administration wants to
lower the prices to 60 percent
of parity,” he said. ;

“I wonder if the farmer has
not been stupid in one sense,”’
he said. “We have been sitting
around watching our prices go

|down, while industry has been

controlling production and set-
ting their own price. Industry
sets the production and industry
sets the price. Take, for ex-
ample, the steel industry. About
seven or eight men get together
the first of a year and decide

how much they want to produce,
at a certain price. And that

is the way it turns out, he
says.

“Farmers could do that. And
Farmers Union is the only or-
ganization that could make it
possible for farmers to do this.
Why, a recent survey of the
agricultural marketing in the
United States brings out what
could be done by controlling
farm production.

“If farmers had marketed one
percent less in 1956, they would
have received 17 percent more
money, and there would have
been five percent less carry-
over,” the speaker said.

The farm situation has re-
ceived a lot. of bad publicity,
he said. ‘“Newspapers are not
printing the truth. Here is a
good example in the Lubbock
paper. It talks about the sub-
sidy to farmers not being fair
to city people,” he said, pro-
ducing 'a paper from his pocket.

“It might be all right to do
away with the agricultural sub-
sidy if government would stop
subsidies to all other segments
of the economy,” he said.

“We have a fight to win. It
is a fight for a way of life. It
is basic, and it is vicious. We
need a new approach, and need
realistic bargaining power for
farmers, who can set the supply
and set the price,” he said.

’Supply cannot be controlled
by acreage controls, and this
has been proven during the
past several years of acreage
cuts and‘the soil bank. Supply
must be set in terms of bales,
bushels, and pounds.

“We ought to get a fair parity
price for our products. And a
fair parity price on cotton wouid
be about 48 cents a pound and
$3.25 a hundred for maize.

“This price rise to farmers
would not increase the cost to

farmers received about $2.40 a
bushel for- wheat. The national
average price for bread was
14 cents. Today the price of
wheat is 'about $1.40, and the
price of bread is about 20 cents.

‘“We need a change in our
national leaders. Ike has al-
ready vetoed one bill and says
he’ll veto another. It isn’t likely
that we will be able to do a lot
of good in Washington this year,
but we will win the fight. We
will win it because we are so
right and they are so wrong.”

Dickey spoke ‘following an in-
structional film on “Farmers
Union Insurance, and a motion
picture, “The Seven Lean Years
That Waxed Fat.”

BETTER FAMILY HEALTH

What’s the status of health in
your family? Could it be im-
proved in 19587 Mrs. Eloise
Johnson, extension family life
specialist, suggests a check
that is certain to add to better
family health.

Here are the seven important
factors: good nutrition, sanita-
tion, regular health examina-
tions, immunization, exercise,
rest and recreation, an adequate
home health center, and a
means of achieving the state of
radiant health which is the re-
sult of complete physical, social
and mental well being.

An accepted guide for good
nutrition is the Texas Food
Standard. Mrs. Johnson points
out that family attitudes toward

time are just as important as
the kind and amount of food
eaten.

Sanitation includes a health-
ful water supply, safe sewage
and garbage 'disposal, cleanli-
ness around the barn and home,
as well as clean milk free from
bacteria.

Regular health examinations
for mother and father as well
as the children are one of the
most important steps ‘in im-
proving family health. Your
family physician can advise
about immunization against
contagious and infectious dis-
eases.

Exercise, rest, and recreation
is a fifth step. The important
thing, Mrs. Johnson says, is
to build toward a family atti-
tude which considers rest and
recreation as essential to good
health and not a waste of time
or evidence of laziness.

The sixth step is the main-
tenance of an adequate home
health center. Every family
should have supplies, equipment
and medicine for the minor ill-
nesses and emergencies that
must be cared for at home.

From time to time we have
chided farmers in a f{friendly
way about the present-day turn
of events which finds them buy-
ing their eggs and butter, their
meat, and other staple, farm-
raised daily dinner necessities
at the grocery store.

“The cow, sow, and hen”
philosophy of the 1930’s isn’t
out of date, we have suggested.
In a sense, we still mean what

we said, but in another sense, |3

there’s more to it than just
raising a little ham and eggs
on the side.

This is an age of specializa-
tion, where the farmer, as
everyone else, finds himself
being outstripped by competi-
tion from others who prove they
can produce the same thing
as you (or an acceptable sub-
stitute) at a lower price.

That makes it difficult, if
not impossible, for farmers to
continue to earn a fair return
from anything classified as a
sideline ‘farming activity. It’s
all or nothing at all, apparently.

Well, maybe it’s true then
that there isn’t much point in
trying to market a bucketful of
eggs every Saturday afternoon,
or sell raw milk a quart at a
time to those who will still
buy it.

But we still feel that there’s
enough feed 'and shelter going
to waste around the typical
farmstead to make keeping a
few chickens, a cow (if there’s
a farm boy to milk her), and a
pig or two on the place worth-
while.
handy at dinnertime.

The above encouragement is
intended for on-the-farm con-
sumption only, mind you. When
it comes to selling on a cash
market, you are back in the
thick of the specialization battle.

We are working in cooperation
with County Agent Joe Jones
on a series of stories we hope
to introduce in the near future.
These will deal with new possi-
bilities in specializing farming,
which with each passing year
looks more promising.

For example, the new Texas
Egg Law, which is just about
to go into effect, will markedly
improve the prospects for pro-
ducers of high quality eggs.
This state has long suffered un-
der cluttered statutes in this
regard, and top-quality egg
producers have often been hurt
because of lack of reasonable
safeguards.

There will be other stories,
too. Watch for them.

Add coconut or nuts 'and
vanilla. Add sifted dry ingredi-
ents; mix thoroughly. Chill
dough about one hour.

Then shape into two rolls
about 2 inches in diameter.
Wrap in waxed paper and chill
in refrigerator at least four
hours or overnight. With a very
sharp knife, cut in thin slices.
Place on ungreased cookie
sheet. Bake in hot oven.

For Chocolate Cookies: Fol-
low recipe for refrigerator
cookies, then add two squares
melted chocolate or 1/3 cup
cocoa to batter before sifted
dry ingredients. Stir until well
blended.

For Orange Coconut Cookies:
Follow recipe for refrigerator
cookies but substitute light corn
syrup for dark syrup and be
sure to use granulated sugar.
Add two tablespoons grated
orange peel and % teaspoon

nutmeg with coconut.
