This
brings the total number of men
at the School of Automobile
Mechanics up to approximately
1,000.

Rockwall has been so badly
fleeced lately by solicitors for
the sale of all kinds of mineral
stocks, oil stocks and other blue
sky properties that the Council
of Defense has felt compelled to
issue a circular urging the citi-
zens not to invest in any stocks
unless the investment is first ap-
proved by the Council. It is said
that at least a million dollars,
that should have been used for
patriotic and other purposes, has
recently gone into wild-cat
schemes from Rockwall County
alone. Most of these traveling
sharks are out after Liberty
Bonds and are having fine suc-
cess in getting the people to part
with them.

Next to the aggregate num-
ber of subscribers, perhaps the
most striking feature of the
third Liberty Loan was the sup-
port given it by the farming and
rural populations of the country,
according to a statement by the
Treasury Department. Not only
did the farmers purchase liber-
ally of the bonds, but the rural
communities as a rule were
more prompt in completing their
quotas of the loan than the
larger cities. More than 20,000
communities in the Union sub-
scribed or oversubscribed their
quotas, many of them on the
first day of the campaign. The
majority of these were not cit-
ies, but country districts.
