WAR PROHIHITION
EFFECTIVE JUNE 30

Washington, Sept. 6.—The 
$12,000,000 emergency agricul­
tural appropriation bill, with its 
rider for national prohibition 
from July next until the Ameri- 
ican armies are demobilized after 

^jthe end of the war, was passed 
tonight by the senate without a 
roll call.

Before final passage of the 
measure the senate voted, 45 to 
6, to retain the prohibition rider. 
A final effort to postpone the ef­
fective date of the “dry”  legis­
lation to Dec. 30, 1919, was de­
feated.

The bill now goes to the house 
and, because o f the many amend­
ments inserted by the senate, it 
undoubtedly will be sent to con­
ference. Prohibition leaders, 
however, expect the house to 
agree to the “dry”  rider, so that 
there will be no possibility of 
changes being made by the sen­
ate and house managers.

Whether or not we believe it 
proper and right to require con­
siderable labor in production at 
the hands of the children this 
will be imperatively necessary 
next year. Brothers have gone 
to the front and this means in 
many instances that younger 
children must take their places 
in the fields, at least at certain 
seasons, such as picking cotton, 
hoeing, harvesting. Hands are 
not obtainable to do this work; 
and if they were few farmers 
[could afford to pay such wages 
as are offered in other occupa- 
Itions. The problem is acute and 
'regardless of farmers’ solicitude 
I for the welfare of his children he 
cannot afford to let his land lie 
[idle when so much depends upon 
food.

But the war must be won and 
food must be produced to give us 
the victory. Farmers and their 
children, we believe, will meet 
the requirement bravely and un­
complainingly. Every individ­
ual not otherwise engaged in 
productive or defensive work 
should be anxious to join the 
army of food producers and keep 
the Hun moving toward the 
Rhine.— Farm A Ranch.

Washington, Sept.- 6.—Mem 
bers of congress from the cot­
ton producing states are sending 
word to their people to hold their 
cotton until a fair price is of­
fered and in that way they hope 
to prevent governmental inter­
ference with the market. As 
pointed out by Representatives 
Garner and Young of the Texas 
delegation, there is no law by 
which the war industries board 
may fix the price of cotton, al­
though through a licensing sys­
tem the control of traffic facilit­
ies or application of embargoes 
indirect price fixing may be ac­
complished.

It was a small amendment in­
serted into the agricultural bill 
last year at the in.stance of Rep- 
re.sentative Young that removed 
raw cotton from the authority 
given in controlling certain es­
sential products, of the farm. 
Mr. Young said today:

“The thing to do is for the 
farmer to hold his cotton until 
a fair price is given for it, and 
the repre.sentatives from the 
cotton producing states will try 
to save the situation at this end 
of the line.”

Mr. Young added that in the 
face of a fourth succe.ssive short 
crop the government’s armounce- 
ment being 11,125,000 bales, the 
cotton market had advanced as 
conditions justified until the 
price reached 37Vic. The an­
nouncement of plans to stabil 
ize the market, he said, had the 
effect of tumbling the market.

“ Stabilizing under pressure of 
a short crop,” he said, “ means 
that the cotton producer will be 
compelled to accept a sacrifice 
unjustly placed. There is not 
enough cotton in sight to supply 
the world’s demand. Every ar­
ticle upon which the people must 
depend has advanced. The war 
industries board stabilized the 
price of cotton piece goods, yet 
they are sold over the counter 
to the consumer at the high 
prices as before.”

It was learned today that the 
president probably would name 
the committee of five or seven 
members to investigate all 
phases of the cotton producing 
situation, which would include 
linters and all cotton grades, as 
well as the cost of production. 
It is expected that one or two 
producers will be named, as well 
as spinners and dealers. It is 
not the purpose to recommend a 
price, but to suggest a method 
for stabiliztion.
