Are You Interested
in Better Poultry?

Local Poultry Assccutnon to be Organized
Here Next Saturday

The Grapeland country has
long been noted for it's poultry
and egg production and during
the last few years, many farmers

have greatly improved their
breeds, and have devoted more
time and study to the scientific
phase of poultry raising and egg
production.

As a result of this added at-
tention on the part of many, egg
and poultry shipments from
Grapeland have increased to an
enormous amount, Yet, the
profits realized from this one
phase of the farm life are not
near as great as they should be
for this section of the country.
Poultry experts have pronounced
Houston county, and especially
the northern part, ore of the
best adapted to poultry raising
in the State. The sandy soil,|
natural shade and water and the
drainage of the land make this
an ideal country for profitable
poultry raising.

Until recent years, every far-
mer considered poultry on the
farm unimportant providers for
a little pin money for ‘“the old
lady and the kids”, and has
thought little of the proper
housing and feeding of his
birds, While those few men who
have realized their true worth as
“family providers” when crops
of cotton and other products
were cut short, have come to de-
vote more time to their care and
feeding and have increased and
improved their flocks until an
independent living is reaped by
many from one or two hundred
goed hens.

In the past few weeks there
has been much talk of organizing
a local poultry association for
the dual purpose of improving
and increasing poultry flocks
and marketing eggs at a better
all-the-year-round price.

In conversation with Mr. W. B,
Cook, Industrial Agent of the
I. -G. N. Railroad last week,
when he brought the orchard
train to Grapeland for the pur-
pose of reviving the fruit indus-
try, he expressed disappoint-
ment at the interest manifested
by local people in the demonstra-
tion he and A. & M. College ex-|
pert horticulturists put on at

Grapeland last Friday. He fur-
ther stated that he believed the
poultry industry was just now,
foremost in the minds of all far-|
mers and their wives, Whenf
asked if he would bring a poultry |
train to Grapeland with experts
from the A. & M. College de-|
partment of poultry husbandry
to put on demonstrations and
give lectures in the proper breed-
ing, care and feeding of poultry,
he said he would be glad to do
this if he had the assurance of
enough interest on the part of

local people to attend and take|insure
an active part in work. He
stated that he ¢ bring the

train here for two days, equipped
with a number of pens of the
finest bred chickens obtainable
of various breeds and types, and

that one car would be equipped
to seat people who would attend
the lectures, etc. He suggested
the organization immediately of
a local poultry association,®'and
that he be notified how many
people would join this associa-
tion and attend the two day
school in poultry husbandry to
be held in Grapeland some time
in the month of March.

As many who have been per-
sonally notified of this oppor-
tunity to gain more scientific
knowledge of the poultry indus-

|try, have expressed a desire to

obtain it, a general invitation is
cordially extended to every man
and woman interested in better
poultry and better prices for
poultry and eggs to meet at the
High School Auditorium in
Grapeland next Saturday after-
noon at 2:00 p. m.

As a rule, everybody is always
looking for ‘“something for
nothing”—this is one of those
where you get just that.

The following are some of the
subjects that will be taught and
demonstrated at the two day
poultry school if the people want
the school bad enough to at-
tend:

Selection of breeds of poul-
try. Merits of the different
breeds as adapted to this coun-
try.

Incubation and selection of
fall laying stock. Kinds of incu-
bations, securing the eggs, care
and upkeep of incubators, brood-
ing and feeding the young chicks.

Feeding the flock, Kinds of
feed, feeds available in this coun-
try, feed requirements of the
fowls, use of green foods,
scratch and mash foods.

Feeding the flock. Compute
and mix the laying ration. Use
of feed hoppers and litter.

Houses and equipment on the
farm. Types of poultry houses
on the farm. Sanitation, brood
coops, rosters, etc.

Culling for layers and the
market. Culling fowls on the
farm.

Selection and care of breeding
stock. Necessity for ideal, ad-
herent to severe culling, proper
mating of fowls.

Marketing poultry and poul-
try products. Local markets,
shipping, trade in cities, organi-
zation of egg circles.

Besides these and probably
more valuable lecture subjects,
any questions asked will be
answered.

DURNELL REPLIES

To The Messenger:

It is said that a wise head
holds a still tongue.

For Community Improvement

Arbor Day has become as-
sociated all over the United
States with patriotic and
esthetic as well as economic
ideas. It is at once a means of
doing practical good to the com-
munity and an incentive to civie
betterment, says the United,
States Department of Agricul- |
ture. The planting of trees by|
school children is wusually ac-|
companied by ceremonies intend-
ed both to impress upon those!

present the beauty of trees and
their effect in improving the ap-|
pearance of school grounds,
streets, parks, and highways and |
to lead them to a realization of |
the value of community national
foresight.

The time of observance of Ar-
bor Day varies greatly in differ-
ent States and countries, being
determined somewhat by the
climatic conditions. Sometimes a|
day which is already a holiday
is selected, as in Alabama and
Texas, where Washington’s birth-!
day has been chosen. In many
states of the Union it is combin-|
ed with “bird day.” In general |
the date is early in the year in|
the South and is set further
along toward summer in the more
northern States, beginning in|
February and ending in May.
More than half the States have
enacted a law for the observance |
of the day. '

Planting of trees on Arbor Day |
can provide a direct economic re-|
source only in comparatively |
treeless regions or where wind-|
breaks and timber and fuel for
the home and neighborhood use
are needed. Forest plantations|
whose chief purpose is the rais-
ing of timber for commercial use!
or the protectionof watersheds
upon which cities and towns de-|
pend for their water supply must
be left to foresters. However,
yearly plantings accompanied by |
appropriate exercises serve t\)l
keep the people continually re-
minded of the value and necessity |
of the work of the foresters, and |
they have such a far-reaching|
effect on the community spirit|
and through that on an economic
and social betterment that no

communlty can nfford to neglect
Arbor Day.

An even more important lesson
—the damage done to our natu-
ral parks and woods by the
thoughtless and selfish vandal—
'may be taught through a judi-
‘cious observance of the day.
What fire is to the forest, this

truction of ornamental trees and
shrubs. The national and State
‘Governments are using every
possible means to educate the

'public in the care of the forest,
