WITHOUT A SHOT

Calling to mind the Gold Rush
Days of the 1800°s the last
two weeks have seen many Fri-
ona residents and those from the
surrounding area treking to
the state of Nevada for cheap
land,

Stories circulated around
town this week say that a total
of 21 sections of the Nevada
land has heen filed on by area
residents,

While their neighbors spent
Thanksgiving consuming turkey
and dressing many folks took
this opportunity to make the
1200 mile trip to Nevada and
look at the ‘‘opportunity’’ first
hand,

There are many stories being .

told, and one can hear just
about whatever he wants to
hear concerning the land deal,

Although by no means offi~
cial, as close as couldbelearn~
2d the land is for sale by the
U, S, Government at a price
of 25 cents per acre,

In addition to the 25 cents
per acre a person has to pay
25 cents per acre for paper
work,

This brings the price up to
50 cents per acre,

Also, to obtain title of the
land, the new ‘‘owner’’ must,
fence the land and within four
years, put down an irrigation
well and have 40 acres in cul-
tivation,

The stories concerning the
land are difficult to check out
for facts, but many folks say
‘“It's worth four bits just for
an investment,"’

However, on the not-so-rosy
side of the picture looms the
fact in the area where this land
is located there are no proven
irrigation wells and the land
must be surveyed,

But, in the next valley a few
miles away one irrigation well
is being used.

According to information
brought back from Nevada from
the persons who have made in-
spection trips, water-bearing
sands are only 60 feet deep
and run for around 200 feet.

But, successful wells must
be gravel-packed.

All in all it seems that a
person must be willing to invest
a total of about $30 per acre
into the land if he brings it
up to the specifications.

Another item is that eachper-
son is limited to a half-section
of land and in the case of
married couples, a half for the
husband and a half for the wife.

But--each half-section must
have its own irrigation well,

Mail Early

For Christmas

Postmaster Leo McLellan
joins postmasters all over the
United States in urging everyone
to join the ‘‘Mail Early For
Christmas’’ campaign immed-
iately, because there is
every indication that the
1958 Christmas season will
set an all time high mailing
record.

He stated further that now
is the time to plan your Christ-
mas card and gift mailings.
The first thing suggested was
that when cards are all ad-
dressed they be checked very
carefully so that each address,
especially those in the larger
citiecs, includes full name,
street and number, city, zone,
and state,

McLellan = says that in the
past local patrons have been
very cooperative in the sort-
ing of cards before they are
mailed. This expeditesdelivery
and saves time for the postal
employees,

It is suggested that every-
one Stock ample wrapping sup-
plies such as heavy wrapping
paper, sturdy corrugatedcar-
tons, strong cord, and paper
adhesive tape, for use in se-
curely packing and wrapping
Christmas gifts. The labels
should be securely attached to
each package and it is never
out of order to include the
mailing address and return
address on a slip of paper in-
side the carton.

It must be remembered that
you may include your Christ-
mas card or letter inside the
package if you add the appro-
priate First Class mail stamps
on the package for the letter
inside.

Be sure to use only First
Class four cent, or seven cent

Air Mail postage on your
Christmas cards.All cards sent
by First Class mail may in-
clude a personal handwritten
message, where as a signature

only is authorized on cards that -

are mailed at the three cent,
Third Class rate.

Postmaster McLellan stres-
ses the fact the December 10
is the deadline for mailing Air
Mail packages for overseasde-
livery. He further states that
all cards and gifts for most
distant points should be mailed
first, preferably before this
date and that all mail for near-
by points should be mailed not
later than December 17,

According to latest infor-
mation released by the post
office department, there are
over 170,000,000 people in the
United States and that means
that more Christmas mail than
ever before will be handled
and that is why the local offices
need your help in planning your
Christmas mailings well in ad-
vance, :

FARM BUREAU

By RAYMOND EULER

Well, corn growers in the
commercial area decidedthey
would try raising corn without
government restrictions and

without penalties. and without
the high support guarantee,

Farm Bureau has promoted this
program for some time, andde-
sired to have it apply to all
basic commodities. It is hoped
that it can be extended in the
near future.

There have been many calcula-
tions as to the effect this pro-
gram will have on grain sor-
ghum producers. Some say it
will up the support; others say
it will bring them to a new
low. According to the figures
from Texas Farm Bureau re-
search and promotion publica-
tions, it will bring the price
of milo to between $1.90 and
$2 per hundred.

It is also anticipated that more
of the milo will go directly
into domestic and world mar-
kets, which would certainly be-
gin depletion of government
surpluses, This is one of the
principal objectives of the pro-
gram. We hope it works.

When someone speaks of a

*‘conservationist,’’ mostpeople

think of the SCS petsonnel.
It’s true that their title is
‘‘conservationist,’”’ but this
should be applied to a farmer
or rancher as well. Part of
the Soil Conservation District
objective is that every farmer
and rancher become a conser-
vationist.

A conservationist is a man
who sees the land. To him,

. it isn’t just a mixture of sand,

silt, clay and rock, but rather
it is the gift of God to man
to be used to producethe food he
must have, the fiber for clothes
and shelter and the beauties so
necessary for the enjoyment of
living.

To him, the soil is a living
thing. . The soil has needs and
capabilities as does man or
beast. The needs of some
soils are few, to produce a

hundredfold; others have much
greater needs to produce even

tenfold.

Since the soil is a living
thing, it has a way of telling |

the good husbandryman just
what its needs are. He can
read the signs and treat it in

keeping with the needs. Again’

just like a man or beast, some
soils are suited for one use,
others another.

Just as all men are not of
a temperament to be doctors,
neither are all soils suited
for growing cotton. The con-
servation farmer or rancher
uses the land for the purpose
for which it is best suited,
and treats it in accordance with
its needs.

A conservationist shares his
knowledge and findings with his
friends and neighbors. Heisn’t

selfish in the use of his knowl--

edge for only his own financial
gain, but shares this knowledge
because he loves the land and
has a desire to see it pro-
tected and improved.

A conservationist is aware

that no nation can progress be-.

yond the limits of its soil, and
that our 'whole civilization de-
pends on what we do to con-
serve our remaining land and
restore the mined-out fertil-
ity.

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Price Rise Thought Likely by Bureau

What has been talked about
for several years has finally
happened, The nation's com-
merical corn growers have
voted to end a government pro-
gram of long standing that will
rubout acreage restrictions on
this crop. In return, they will
have a smaller government sup-
po‘price.

Controls on corn ended a week
ago:in the national corn refer-
endum, and the new program
was approved by 71 percent of
the corn growers voting,

This is very significant news
to the grain sorghum growers
of the High Plains and the Par-

mer County area in particular.
The reason is because grain
sorghum has long competed in
the same market with corn as
a feed grain, and the things
that affect one crop affect the
other,

With the price of corn de-
creasing, and the possibility
of even greater production
raised since controls have
ended, it might first appear
that grain sorghum growers can
take little comfort in this new
development,

However, at least one group,
Farm Bureau, thinks grain sor-
ghum prices will increase next

year, Their logic hasan official
ring to it since the govern-
ment has agreed to support
grain sorghum at a ratio
comensurate with its feeding
value compared to corn (and
another minor factor or two),

Estimates now made by the
national farm organization indi~
cate that the corn supportprice
for next year, which is a
"‘weighted’’ average of the price
for the past three years but
not less than 65 percent of
parity, will be between $1.12
and $1.15 per bushel.

In that case, grain sorghum
will be supported at somewhere

between $1.90 and $2 per
hundredweight (national aver-
age). Support price this year
is $1.83,

Boiled down, the indications
are that, Farm Bureau is con-
vinced, that local farmers will
get from seven to Seventeen
cents more a hundredweight for
their grain sorghum next year,

That will make lots of area
farmers mighty happy if it pans
out, It also could have anotice-
able affect on the A & B
option’’ now being offered farm-
ers who can plant 40 percent
more cotton than their allotment
if they accept a lower price
support. The prospect of higher
feed grain prices is certain to
discourage use of the option.

Big Switch In Feed Grain

Barley, oats and rye arealso
to be supported in relation to
their feeding valueas compared
with corn., Thus, all feed grain
crops are thrown together for
the first time in a reduced em-
phasis government price sup-
port program, Previously,
grain sorghums, as anon-basic
commodity, has' received a
fluctuating price support left
entirely to the discretion of the
secretary of agriculture, while
corn, as a ‘‘basic,’” has had
price supports set by law.

National average prices for
these other feed grains are
estimated tobe: barley 21 cents,
rye 95 cents, and oats 58 cents
a bushel,

Probably, the 1958 cotton
harvest is nine-tenths over,
That is, the farmers’ part
of the cotton harvest, The
gins will still have a lot of
work to do before they can
look up from the grindstone.

As cotton is the latest of
our major crop harvests, folks
are beginning to add up the
totals to see just what kind
of a year 1958 has been.

Most are finding that it
stacks up something like this:

WHEAT--a good year. One
of the best, both for irrigated
and dryland, in a long time.

MILO--a good year, Com-
parable with 1956 and 1957
from a yield standpoint, al-
though per-acre average is
probably up slightly. Much
better late-season and har-
vest conditions than in year
previous.

COTTON--a good year, In
many respects as good as 1956
although grade may not quite
measure up, Better prices, in-
creased yields are closing the
gap, though, and from an
over-all standpoint, 1958 was
a good one for the cotton
growers.

Of course, adverse weather,
unusual insect trouble, well
breakdowns or other factors
caused unusual hardships in
localizedareas. Some farmers
actually came out shorter this
year than last, and 1957 was
a pretty poor one. However,

the average is favorable for

most farmers.

In conversation with County '

Agent Jones the other day, we
took note of something he said
that ties in with the above
appraisal. Joe says that
there’s just no such thing as
an ‘‘ideal year' from the
standpoint of weather, for a
diversified cropping system
such as we have in this part
of the Plains today.

Joe points out that a cold,
wet fall such as we had last
year is just the thing for
starting a good wheat crop,
but it is pure murder for the
cotton farmer anddoesn’t help
the ' grain sorghum man,
either.

The same thing’s true in
the spring, Wet, cool weather

really brings on the wheat byt .

This is

years 1953 through 1957. Thus,
1952, which was a year in which

about 22,000 acres were grown,

: was dropped for historical pur-
: poses and 1957 was picked up.

Over 40,00V acres were grown

last year. The obvious trend
to greater - production helped
offset the apparent reduction
in store for the coming year.

In 1960, when 1953 is drop-
ped for figuring history (there
were close to 100,000 acres
of cotton that year--the last
year before controls), Parmer
County will start heading down
again,

However, local farmers
shouldn’t figure too closely ‘on
this.- One  year ago the
‘‘take your choice’” allotment
option offered this year was
not considered likely of pass-
age. In other words, the pic-
ture could definitely change in
a year's time,
ful early season cotton plant-
ing, which is so often the key
to a good crop at this lati-
tude and altitude.

Then, as the growing sea-
son advances, the cotton needs
plenty of hot weather to de-
velop. This hot weather may
make it impossible for the
farmer to keep his grain sor-
ghum wet enough even though
he runs his irrigation wells
full tilt. Also (depending on
the state of the crop), the
wheat can be hurt by a sudden
hot spell--just as it was this
year,

. So, it’s pretty much the
case that there just isn’t any
pleasing EVERYBODY with
the weather, Also, it might
be pointed out that this year,

~ which did have its rough spots,
as every farmer knows, is
proving to be one of the best
ALL-AROUND years we could
hope for.
