The act of April 3, 1891 re-|

quired the Governor to appoint
three men who should compose
the Railroad Commission of
Texas. These men were to hold
office from the date of appoint-
meni until the second Monday
after the inauguration of the
next succeeding Governor, The
Governor had asked for an ap-
pointive commission,

Governor Hogg said in  his
speech at Wills Point on April
21, 1892: “Half the session had
expired before any suggestion
was made to elect the commis-
sion. Never had there been dur-
ing the fourteen years struggle
a bill proposing to elect commis-
sioners. If the Commission
should be made elective, then

what question could be discus-

sed before the public? What
policies could they advocate?
My advice would be that if the
commisioners are ever
elective they be elected for four
or six years, so while one

HISTORY OF THE BAPTIST

CHURCH
(By Ozelle Haltom )

{ Editor's Note—This is third of a
series of articles dealing with loeal
history written by students of the

Grapeland High School.)

When the Baptist church was or
ganized in Grapeland there were very
few Baptists. There was no Baptist
building so services were held in the

upper story of the old school build

ing.
Dr. Woodard was the first to
preach to the Baptist people here;

he was superintendent of the Sunday
school and also main worker Dr
Woodard was very faithful and true
on duty; if he was not present there
was no Sunday schoel nor church,

The next pastor of this little band
of Christians was a Bro. Anderson
from Palestine. At the end of his
term this church was still very,
small but had progressed some little
bit.

It was in 1889 that Brother H. E.
Harris was called as our pastor for
the first time, and much of the
preaching during his time was done
under a small brush arbor beside the
little school house, the crowd usually
getting wet if a little rain came. At
the end of Brother Harris' ministry
the church had grown to the number

A cloudy or hazy appearance of
the liquid of peas which are keeping
well indicates that the product was
roughly handled in blanching, or
that split or broken peas were not
removed before packing.

EGGS

In urging women and girls

to take up poultry work one of

the purposes in view has been

the supplying of additional food
for the home table. The sur-
plus birds in a flock, which are
culled out from time to time,
will take the place of other
meat. Eggs, when properly
cooked and served, can be used
in an almost unlimited number
of dishes, which will not only
give variety to the meals, but
also help to save meat. >

Soft Cooked Eggs—Heat the
water in a saucepan to the boil-
ing point. Remove from the
fire and place egys in the water
with a spoon. Cover the pan
and allow to stand 6 to 8 minu-
tes, keping the water at the
same temperature. The water
should be deep enough to en-
tirely cover the eggs.
