County Valuation Changes

Due This Year for Farms

Valuation changes on Par-
mer County farmlands will be
effected this year, marking the
first deviation from the ‘‘dis-
tance from the county seat’
system since the county was
organized.

Personal and in-city prop-
erty will not be affected by
this change.

Early in the year, the com-
missioners courtappointed four
committees from the county
precincts to study farmlandand
to classify or evaluate it into
seven different categories, De-
pending on the quality of the
land, it will now be valued at
from $4 to $10 per acre for
tax purposes.,

This new valuation system
will recognize the natural ‘‘fair
market value'’ influence of a
property’s worth, Irrigated
land, for example, that lays
well, is fertile, and otherwise
ideally suited for farm pro-
duction always commands high-
est market prices, Therefore
it carries the ‘‘No, 1'' val-
uation tag of $10 an acre.

Land marked by draws,
playa lake depressions, and
without irrigation water, on the
other hand, would draw
the' minimum rate of $4 per
acre,

There are five other cate-

gories in between these upper
and lower classifications which
are supposed to answer for
most variations in the quality

Over a half century ago
when the county tax framework
was drawn up, the term ‘‘county
seat” carried much mere em-
phasis--not only in politics bufs
in economics as well--than
it does today. Therefore, the
‘‘zone’’ valuation system came
to be popular and Parmer was
one of the counties that adopt-
ed it.

Land in the zone closest
to the county seat carried the
highest valuation. Land the
greatest distance from the
county seat carried the lowest
valuation,

Up until now, rates for the
four different zones had ranged
from $4 to $7 per acre. This
system of values did not take
into consideration such factors
as irrigation water, natural fer-
tility, or even cottonallotments,
which often have more to do
with land’s worth today than
merely its location.

In effect, then, the change
of the commissioners will be
a move toward a more up-to-

“‘Oh, you're the new man.’’ He
finally asked someone why

.he was called the '‘new man"'

and was told he was thé first
man to settle in Friona in over
three years.

Most of the people during
these early years were passing
Friona up for other places. But
grow it did, and a Chamber of
Commerce was begun, It
soon died out, however,
“‘Uncle”’ John knew that Friona
could be a better town with
another chamber active, Hedis-
cussed the idea of a newcham-
ber with several of the bhusi-
ness men and the Chamber of
Commerce was reorganized.
““Uncle’”’ John was made Sec-
retary of the Chamber of Com-
merce and it was his job to
bring a paper to Friona.

There had been a paper
in Friona, the Friona Sentinel
. . .This paper was shortlived
as it had been' sold to some
Clovis, New Mexico men and
moved to that city, ‘‘Uncle”
John  began sgreening ap-
plicants. He talked with sev-
eral and decided that none of
the applicants had enough sta-
bility. He further pointed out
the applicants would have no
money invested in Friona,They
had all stated a desire to run
the paper from another town.

- He then told the Chamber of
Cdfhmerce that he could give
them better newspaper ser-
vice than any of the applicants,
He was given the go-ahead sig-
nal by the chamber. A list
of names for the new paper
was submitted and the cham-
ber selected the Star, sub-
mitted by A. W, Henchel, pres-
ident of the Friona State Bank
at that time.

On July 27, 1926, the first
edition of the Friona Star was
published, The paper consisted
of eight pages; four patentprint
by the Western Newspaper Un~
ion of Oklahoma City, and four
home print, ‘‘Uncle’” John did
all the paper work on an old
Royal Typewriter, He would
write the news, ads and fea-
tures on this typewriter. He
used only a typewriter for about
12 years, until a Babcock cy-
linder type press was purchased
and put into use.

The printing was first done
by the Clovis News in Clovis,
New Mexico for $25 a week.
The Star was published in this
manner for a year, The Clovis
News then informed White the
cost of printing would have to
be increased to. $35 a week,
White then called the Hereford
Brand, owned by Seth Holman.
Holman could not print the Star
for any less, but offered to buy
it. White sold the Star to Hol-
man in 1927, but was to remain
as editor,

In 1928, Holinan sold the
Star to Nunn-Warren of Ama-
rillo and White was replacedas
editor, He remained out of the
field for 11 months until Nunn-~

" Warren asked him back. The

Star had decreased from an
eight page paper to a four page
one during this 11 month period.

In 1930, White again took
over the editorship of the paper
and held this position until he
bought the paper from Warren
in 144, From 1944 to 1954, he

owned and operated the Star,
until he again sold it, this time
to Jimmy Gillentine and Mrs.
Seth Holman. From 1954 on,
““Uncle”’ John was no longer
officially connected with the
Friona Star, He had been ed-
itor or owner cf the pap-
er from 1926 to 1954, ex-
cept for 11 months, a period
of 27 years.

Persuaded by his family
to reture, “Uncle’ John did
so- in 1954, However, not lik-
ing the retired life, coupled with
too many years in the printing
business, he came out of re-
tirement in 1956 to start a
small printing shop. He op-
erated this shop until his 90th
year when pneumonia forced
him to leave it,

In recalling the early days,
‘‘Uncle’’ John says when he
first came to Friona there was
a grocery store, a general
store, a post office, a livery
stable and blacksmith shop, a
bank, a hotel and a lumber
yard. The population was said
to have been 300, but he says
‘I sure couldn’t see that many,"’

Some of the old timers he
recalls as still being in Friona
are Floyd Reeve, Mrs. Floyd
Schlenker, Tom Crawford and
Clyde Goodwine.

The methods of farming
of course have changed con-
siderably, There was no water
coming from pumps then as
now, All the farmers depended
on rain, and White recalls there
was a dry year for every five,
but the dry years became more
frequent as the years passed.
He says there was a good bum-
per crop at least once every
five years, and that these bume
per crops kept him and many
other farmers out of the poor
farm.

The Frio Draw, now a dry
streambed, used tohave running
water every year, due to rains
in New Mexico, It used to flood
frequently, and the biggest flood
in the history of the town was in
1941, Ironically, the same' year
was the year of the worst dust
storm in his memory. The air
was literally black with dust,
says ‘“Uncle’” John,

He received the name ‘ ‘Uncle’’
John during World War I, Dur-
ing that conflict, he rana col-
umn in the Star for the service
men in the Friona area. The
service men would write him
letters and he would publish
them free of charge. He had
three nephews in the war and
when they would write, they
would simply head their let-
ters, Uncle John. He published
the letters as they were, other
service men began writing
Uncle John, and the namee has
struck ever since,

On his 90th birthday last

- year, the Kerr Paper Company
of Amarillo sent him a bouquet
of long stemmed red roses.
There were 90 of them, one
for each year of his life,

‘‘Uncle’ John now lives

with his' daughter, Mrs, Orma
Flippin in Friona,
uied in May, 1541,
“Uncle’* John is respected
by all in the community, He
helped to build the town, helped
it grow from 300 people to

His wife

over 2500 people. He needs no
better memorial than to logk
around and see the churches, -
the paved streets, the schools,
the businesses, the homes and
the good earth. i

COUNTY VALUATIONS--
in an upward adjustment of the
total land valuations,

The court has chosen this
method as being the most equit-
able means of increasing, by a
moderate amount, the income
of the county, Under the new
system of values, the total tax
roll is calculated to increase
from about $10 million now to
$12 million for the new plan.

The county tax rate of $1.25
per $100 valuation would re-
sult, then, in an increase in
county taxes of roughly $25,000
per year.

This extra revenue is sorely
needed to meet ever-expanding
expenses in the county. Main-
tainers are one of the county’s
biggest expense items. They
cost around $12,000 each as
recently at 1947, Now they sell
for about $20,000 each.

The only county debt on the
books is $4,000 for road
machinery warrants,

And all across America
a gigantic road building pro-
gram is underway. Most of
the ma jor highway networks are
being built under federal and
state programs, but the effect
is felt on the county level also.
Parmer County has a lion's
share of national highways, and
will bhe expected to help pro-
vidc expensive right-of-way for
widening these highways.

For example, Highway 70-
84 from southeast of Lariat
to Farwell will soon be ex-
panded to a modern four-land
highway, The cost of the right
of way to the county alone will
be about $60,000,

Besides these heavy cap-
the ordinary
expenses of operating any busi-
ne<s-~-be it privately owned or

run by the government--are
increasing, Salaries, fuel, lub-

,ricants, maintenance, supplies,

and other items are sweptalong
in the tide of inflation,

The reason the commissioners
have managed to delay an in-
crease in taxes this long is be-
cause of the natural pattern of
growth that has contin‘*d on
county farms. Improvements
added to farms has made it
possible for the tax roll to grow
from around $6 million in 1947
to the present $10 million level.

This has gone a long way to-
ward paying for increased ex-
penses, and it’s just now be-
ginning to fall a little ‘behind.
Actually, the county is in ex-
rellent financial ‘shape-znuch
more so than many of the coun-
ties of the Plains. The com-
missioners just want ‘to keep
things that way,

Loyde Brewer, county judge
and chairman of the commis-
sioners court, says this week
that many taxpayers are con- _
fused about the coming session |
of the court, which wgll be
partly for the purpose of sitting
as a board of equalization.

Notices were sent out to
property owners last wéek no-
tifying them of the changeand
of the court session, The law
requires that taxpayers be in-
formed of any increase in tax-
es, and so the cards were sent
out,

The notice is not ?éqnt
to be one requiring property
owners to appear at the meet-
ing, Brewer points out, ‘If a
person thinks that an error in
their taxes has occurred, they
MAY, if they desire, appear
before the board of equaliza-
tion,”” he explains,

WASHING COTTON SHAG
THROW RUCS

One advantage of small
cotton shag. rugs is that they
can be washed. But how they
look after tubbing depends a
great deal on your laundering
methods, according to extension
home management specialists.

First decide whether your
washer can take your rug.
Specialists say any rug of more
than five pounds dry .weight
probably is a bit heavy for a
washer and dryer regardless
of size, Better send heavy ones
and those larger than three by
five feet to a laundry.

If you decide you can wash
your rug in your washing equip-
ment, do so before the rug be-
comes very soiled, Vacuum it
thoroughly first, Use hot water
if the rug is quite soiled, warm
water is it’s not so dirty. Use
the soap or syndet (synthetic
detergent) you like for colored
cottons.

Place one rug or two smaller
ones in the washer. Be care-
ful how you load some machines.,
Balance the load. With one rug
you may have to add bath mats
or bath towels for balance. A
wash period of six to eight
minutes should be enough, Rinse
well to remove every bit of
washing compound. Any left will
increase future soiling.

A dryer fluffs shag rugs
beautifully, Overdrying has a
tendency to mat the pile, so
check the dryingtime carefully,
Rugs can be successfully dried
on a line, too, whether they are
washed in an automatic or non-
automatic machine, With a
wringer type machine, loosen
the rollers before you pass the
rug through.

A fabric softener added
to a last, clear rinse water
makes shag rugs more fluffy.

This is not the case,
Scientists with the Bureau of
Plant Industry investigated and
found several years ago that
the yellowing is brought about
a soil, microbe, not by
poisonous material in sawdust
or other woody waste. These
microbes like nitrogen so well
that they use it up; hence, the
plant does not get enough to

SAVE WATER AND INCREASE PROFIT
BY PLANTING GRAIN SORGHUM LATE

By N. W. KRAMER

Agronomist in Charge, Sorghum Investigations
Texas Agricultural Experiment Station !

Most of the grain sorghum varieties
grown in Texas mature 90 to 120 days

from planting date. Since only part of -

the frost-free period in the southern
High Plains is used to produce the
crop, a wide range in planting dates
is possible. Some parts of the grow-
ing season are much more favorable
than others for the growing of the
crop, so the yields produced may be
affected considerably by planting
dates.

Since the factor most commonly li-
miting sorghum yields is water, it
would appear that yields would be in-
creased if the crop could be planted at
such a time that available water could
be utilized, more effectively by the
plant. Research indicates that this is
indeed true, and that yields can be af-
fected greatly by planting dates, most
probably because of the. effects it has
on water use. :

Most of the water used in the pro-
duction of sorghum or any other crop
is lost by the plant into the atmos-
phere through a process known as
“transpiration.” The'rate of transpi-
ration is affected by the characteristics
of the plant, the soil, and by the con-
dition of the atmosphere around the
plant. The loss of water from plants
is increased by high tempesatures,
low humidity, wind movement and
sunlight. The period of highest water
use by the sorghum plant is from the
pre-boot stage to about the soft dough
stage; this period usually begins about
40 days after planting and continues
for about 40 days in varieties of aver-
age maturity. Highest temperatures,
highest solar radiation and lowest
humidity usually occur on the Plains
in June, July and early August. There-
fore, sorghum should be planted so
that as little as possible of the high
water-use period of plant growth oc-
curs during this period of high trans-
piration. More sorghum per unit of
water is produced when this procedure
is followed. Experimental data fully
support this contention.

In 1958 temperatures in June and
July were higher than average; con-
sequently, water use also was higher
than average. This caused 1958 data to
indicate greater yield increases than
usual from later planting dates. The
following 1958 figures from six repre-
sentative varieties on the Sandyland
Experiment Field near Brownfield
show this extreme effect: -

Treatment Grain Yield
Planted May 7, irrigated 1977
Planted June 19, dryland 2770
Planted June 19, irrigated 4348

A number of \kafir varieties have
been grown at Lubbock with planting
dates as the only variable. In these
tests irrigation was adequate and fer-
}ili_ty was high. Results are shown be-
owW:

Planting date Grain yield

May 20 4600
June 5 5643
‘June 20 6774

The results from date-of-planting
experiments are such that it can he
recommended that grain sorghum
should be planted from June 15 to
June 25 in most of the High Plains
area for highest yields and most ef-
ficient utilization of water, regardless
of whether the crop is grown under
irrigation or en dryland.

Exceptions to the June 15-25 dates
should be made for certain conditions.
Where the soil has a low water-hold-
ing capacity, especially in the sandy
areas, -early f)lanting is advisable if
the soil profile is full of water early
in the season and it would appear that
much of the normal April-May-June
rainfall might be lost by percolaiion
if a crop were not planted early. Und-
er such conditions April plantings are
usually better than May plantings.

‘Where wind erosion is a serious haz-

ard or where the water supply is in-
adequate to water all the acreage in
a relatively short period of time, these

-factors may be as important in deter-

mining planting dates as are prospec-
tive yields.

In the northern part of the High
Plains cotton area there should be less
competition from cotton for water
when sorghum is planted late than
when it is planted early.

The reaction of sorghum to planting
dates is so marked that the time of
planting is one of the most:important
decisions to be made in sorghum pro-
duction. In many cases, planting date

- 1958 Precipitation In Southern High Plains Tabulated

Precipitation data for the State of Texas have recently
been released for 1958 by the U. S. Weather Bureau.

Conserving rainfall is a segment of waler conservation
that is most vital to the continued prosperity in the south-
ern High Plains area. With apparent abundance of under-
ground water this segment has all too often been neglected.

Better use of rainfall would help to prolong the supply
of stored underground water which actually is limited.
At the same time, erosion of valuable top soil is minimized
when rainfall is stored in the soil where it falls.

To increase the water intake rate of a soil several recom-
mended procedures are available. Among other methods
is chiselling, land levelling and adding organic matter.

If no plan is made available to store the precipitatﬂn
where it falls, then the next best thing would be to use the
rainfall after it collects in a depression for direct use by
pumping onto surrounding land or by using it for recharg-
ing the underground formations.

If every individual would make an honest effort to put
the rainfall to beneficial uses our problems of mining und-
erground water would be lessened.

What evervone should keep in mind is that precipitation
is free mercly for the preparing to use it.
