1, Buy your tree early, This
will enable you to be selective
in the purchase of a reasonably
fresh tree, Check for signs of
needle shedding and brittle-
ness. These indicate excessive
drying.

2, Store the tree outdoors
in the shade until ready for use
and spray it frequently with
water, When it's brought in-
doors, make a diagonal cut
removing 1 to 2inches of the
base.

Stand the tree in water
and keep it in water until it's
discarded, Check the water
level daily.
