Winds of tornmadic velocity
struck the entire Friona area
Sunday night accompanied by

. heavy rains,

One tornado was reported
seen about 9:15 p.m, on the
J. E. Knight farm about 2miles
east of Friona. It was reported
seen by Jack Williams who
was combining on the farm
immediately before the weather
Biruck.

Limbs were broken from
trees and windows were shat-
tered by the heavy winds, Wes-
ley Foster of Friona reports
a limb broken from one of his
large trees as were several
others,

Ed Duke, Friona patrolman,

Friona

reports seeing trees blown so
severely that the tops of the
branches seemed to touch the
ground,

A catalpa tree in front of
Pete Lawton’s home on Pros-
pect street was completely split
in two by the force of the winds.

Rains that fell during the
heavy winds wereheavy insome
areas and moderately light in
others. In town, a reported two
inches fell and at Bootleg Cor-
ner, as much as five and one-
half inches of rain was report-
ed,

Scattered hail stones fell
during the deluge, but a report
of any damage has not been
made at press time,

Friona's city council met
until the wee hours Monday
night going over a proposed
plan to improve water, Ssewage
and street facilities during the
coming year.

The plan was presented to
the council by M. R. ‘Red”

 Smith, of the firm of Parkhill,

Smith & Cooper, consulting
engineers of Lubbock.

Plans which Smith presented
include the sealcoating of 58
blocks of paving in the city and
paving of an additional 40
blocks.

Sealcoating of the 58 blocks
of paving is one part of the

proposed program which re-

ceived a ‘hurry up call” from
the council.
Smith, agreeing with the

council in that this sealcoating -

program must be carried out
this year, pointed out that the
city stands a chance to lose
several blocks of paving en-
tirely if this sealcoating pro-
gram doesn’t get done before
winter sets in this year.

Many of the blocks which
are included already are
cracked and with the icy win-
ter’s moisture and snow seep-
ing in these cracks the whole
job may have to be redone if
the sealcoating isn’t done soon,
Smith told the council.

This part of the program
will cost an estimated $14,000.

Smith outlined a plan to
pave an additional 40 blocks
which are in need of pavement

As the present plant was
designed for a city of 1,300
population the plant is now oper-
ating at a 75 to 100 per cent
overload, Smith told the coun-
cil;

Since the present plant is
too close to town, he recom-
mended the site be abandoned
and a new site selected far-
ther from the populated area.

Total estimate for the con-
struction and installation of a
.Sewage treatment plant to
handle 4,000 population as out-
lined by Smith came to $67,265.

In the water system the city
is in dire need of more stor-
age facilities, Smith says,

The present supply is ade-
quate to Serve the town for

. Some time to come, he polnt—

ed out., However with more
storage above ground the fire
insurance people would be bet-
ter satisfied and the water sup-
ply would be able to better
handle more people more ef-
ficiently,

Included in Smith’s plans is
a 500,000 gallon ground stor-
age reservoir, pumps, mains
and a chlorinator for the city.

Also, he included the es-
timated price of a 200,000 gal-
lon elevated water storage tank.

This particular item would
be nice to have, Smith says,
but with the money problem it
is one thing which the city could
do without for some more time
in the future.

Total estimate for water
works system improvement,
without the elevated Storage
tank, would be $99,560, i

The ] improvement program,
without the elevated tank would
come to an estimated $200,825,

I had heard about the drives
sponsored by various organi-
zations to obtain money for
the Friona cemetery, but had
paid little or no attention to
them. To me, like alot of people
in this world, it was justanother
fund raising drive that needed
no special publicity or attention.

I parked the car in front of
the walk-in gate and this was
where I had my first answer
to a lot of questions coming
to mind. The gate, when opened,
has a toneless, hollow sound,
more like a gate to an old
time asylum than an entrance
to the final resting place of
departed loved ones.

From the gate, 1 walked
around the grounds. The earth,
that not covered by weeds, was
cracked and split likedry, caked
earth after a longdrouth, There
were ground squirrel holes,
ant hills, snake holes and what
have you,

A very large percentage of
the - cemetery is covered by
weeds of every description and
kind., There is grass planted
in the new section of the ceme-

tery, but weeds will soon take
over if care is not given.

The fencearound the cemetery
itself is not of the best. It
would give the cemeterya much
nicer and cleaner appearance
if a new fence were erected.

After 1 made this cursory
examination, 1 checked further
into the drives being made,
I found out that the cemetery
had once been maintained by
a cemetery association, buthad
long since been turned over
to the city. .

The city, which was short~
handed and short of money, did
the best available, but as the
cemetery grew, so did the
amount of work and responsi-
bility not to mention the cost,
As things grew worse, local
organizations and civic-minded
people took to the field, Spear-
headed by the local American
Legion Post, this fund drive
was begun, The drive was aided
by the Modern Study Club, the
Progressive Study Club, the
Lions Club, the Friona Woman'g
Club, the Hi-Plains Home'
Demonstration Club and many
individually interested citizens.

A few articles in the paper
helped. For example, Mrs. Dan
Ethridge received a contri-
bution from Arrah B. Staley
of Springfield, Missouri who
had read of the drive.

But more than anything else,

the civic-mindedness of the -

local clubs, organizations and
individuals helped this driveand
will continue to help this drive,

Out of these plans, there de-
veloped a new Cemetery As-
sociation who will work with the
city in carmg for- thecemetery.

There are plans to furnishwater

for the cemetery. There is a
plan to establish annual contact
with people who have moved
away but who have relatives
buried in the cemetery and
would like to make contributions
to help supplement the city and
the association in the upkeep of
the cemetery.

Perpetual care for the Friona
cemetery is the ultimate goal.
And I predict the goal will be
attained. | predict this from
what [ have seen and learned
from talking with the people
involved.,

Many hard hours have al-
ready been put into ths oper-
ation by the mentioned clubs
and individuals. Businesses
have said they would donate
labor to help get water to the
cemetery, With that kind of
civic-mindedness and commum-
ity cooperation, Success is
nearer.

However, even with the hard
work and time put into it by
these people, it will take the
cooperati®n of every individ-
ual in the Friona area. That
too, is another reason I know
it will succeed. Never have I
seen people so willing to better
their community and certainly
a cemetery should have com-
munity pride as much as any-
thing,

I guess all this leads up to
one or two things. First and
foremost is the respect that
should be given to all the people
who so unselfishly gave of their
time and money and the second
is to ask people to think of this
situation and help the cemetery
association with contributions,

"damaged potato crop in the
Lariat area. Buck Gregory of

; " Gregory Produce says the har-

vest will begin late this week

2 or early next.

Gregory hopes to harvest
about a ‘half crop’’ off his
235 acres, Total acreage in
the Lariat area is about 375,
including 100 owned by State
Line Farms and 50 owned by
E. A, Walker.

The hail beat up the vines
so badly that the yield will be
light, The vines have recovered
now and look like they should
have a good crop underneath
but they were damaged too long
at the wrong time to produce a
good yield, according to Greg-
ory.

While the vines were weakened
by the hail, weeds sprang up
and got a good start before
the vines could recover and
choké them out, Weeds are
worse in the white potatoes
than in the red ones because the

reds have a more hardy vine
and spring back faster.

Market forecasts have been
encouraging so far., Gregory
says the first potatoes may
bring $4 per hundred and the
market could go up evenhigher,
perhaps as high as $6.

“If the market remains good,
We may make more money
off this year’s half crop than
we did off the good crops of
‘57 and ‘58 when the market
was poor,” Gregory says.
‘‘Besides the difference in
price, we will have less
processing and handling cost.””

Nothing is certain about the
market yet, however, and Greg-
ory fears it may not be as
good as reports indicate. ‘‘We
have had good early reports be-
fore and when we started tosell,
the market was very poor, It is
forced down whenfarmers start
competing against each other,
We are our own worst enemies
when we start lowering the price
of our potatoes to beat a price
quoted by another grower,’’ he

says,

The last good potato year was
‘56 when the yield, quality and
‘market were up at the same
time. The last two years have
been poor ones because the
market was down. This year the
market appears to be good, but
the yield will be poor.

It has been three years since
the three -- price, yield, and
quality, -- were high at the
same time, but apparently
Lariat area potato farmers
aren’t toodiscouraged, Gregory
was planting fall potatoes last
weekend.

.| starting season that middle sea-

son growing seems unable to
shake off,

Most.area farms still have
straggly, undersize plants that
are having a hard time fruiting
up as they attempt to develop.

County Agent Joe Jones last
week reported that not only are
insects giving the crop a bad
time this year, but thatseedling
diseases have been widespread
on account of the cool, damp
weather which has prevailed so
much of the time since the crop
went in,

Generally speaking, area cot-
ton farmers are feeling pretty
discouraged over prospects for
“a crop at this point, Most-have
plans to continue caring for
the cotton as best they can
through the growing season and
crossing their fingers as fall
approaches, hoping for mild
weather.

The common opinion is that
there’s not much else they can
do except to go ahead and
‘‘make out like they plan for a
big crop” and then hope that
an early freeze won’t come.

With the rainfall that has
been coming, most agree that
there won’t be the tendency to
irrigate late that has prevailed
sSo many years, especially since
the crop. is sofar behind normal
patterns,

So you think this rainy sum-
mer weather is unusual, dd
you? Well, just look at the
rainfall statistics for the
Plains, and talk with some of
the old timers, and you'll find
that this is the way it's sup-
posed to be.

During the past two weeks
we’ve had no fewer than seven
or eight rains., A shower every
late afternoon or evening has
pretty well gotten to be the ac-
cepted, expected thing. This is
far different from the pattern
we almost got to taking for
granted during the years 1951-
1957. However, over the long
p pull, summertime moisture is
normal for the Plains,

In fact, this ‘‘growing season
rain’”’ was one of the biggest
inducements the old land de-
velopment companies used to
have to lure people to these

parts. The 15 to 20 inch aver-
age rainfall sounded pretty
skimpy to folks who were com-
ing here from Oklahoma,
Arkansas, Missouri, Iowa, II-
linois, and other parts, but
the talk that the biggest part of
that came right when the row
crop needed ‘it most had real
appeal.

Actual conditions backed this
talk up pretty well, too, as early
settlers will testify. Most
waited patiently until they got
enough rain to plant in late
May or June, and they occasion-
ally had to wait until late June
or the very first part of July,
although they didn’t want to,
Then if their luck held out,
they'd get enough summertime
rain to bring the crop through
and make some grain.

It just so happened that about
the time that here on the High
Plains when we started sinking
wells and raising irrigated cot-
ton, those summertime rains
quit falling, In six or seven
years, it isn’t too surprising to
see that most of us about forgot
how it is actually supposed to
rain in the summertime, Also,
the fact that a lot of new folks
moved out to this part of the
country, and didn’t know when it
was supposed to rain anyway,
further confused the picture.

So, it’s not hard to figure out
why so many people are talking
about the ‘‘change in the cli-
mate’’ and how they’ve never
Seen it rain so often on the
Plains. Actually, this is about
the best weather a farmer could
hope for if he were raising
dryland feed, which is what a
lot of folks used to do, and so
we are getting the very kind of
weather we used to wish and
wish for,

Personally speaking, we're
all for raising irrigated cotton,
and we wish we had another
100,000 acres of it in Parmer
County, but the facts of’ life
are that our part of the High
Plains is not always the per-
fect place to raise cotton,
and that cool, damp summers
like the one we are having now
are fairly commonplace when
enough years are taken into con-

sideration to establish a good °

average.
