U. S. aid and trade with any 
country furnishing supplies 
to North Vietnam was intro­
duced by Panhandle Con­
gressman Bob lYice Friday.

Amendments to the Foreign 
Assistance Act prohibits 
grants, loans, credits, or 
other assistance to any 
country which selb or fur­
nishes to North Vietnam or 
which permits ships or air­
craft under its registry to 
transport to or from tliat 
country any equipment, 
materials, or commodities 
or gives any form of assis­
tance to North Vietnam,
Price said.

"But," he added, "the 
law has never been enforced. 
The resolution simply states 
that is is the recommenda­
tion of the Congress that 
the President take immed­
iate action under the law .o 
stop all aid to countries that 
are aiding our Communist 
North Vietnam enemies."

Plans for a busy year were 

laid by Chamber of Commerce 
directors in their first busi­
ness session of the new year 
Tuesday afternoon.

00 
bank balance.

Brummett said in a recent 
letter mailed to all Chamber 
members, "our hands are 
tied and we cannot carry out 
our projects due to lack of 
funds."

At the annual banquet 
this year members voted un­
animously to re-evaluate 
dues and the board approved 
a blanket increase o f 25’ ’ for 
all business members and 
15Ti) to all individual mem­
bers.

"With this help," the 
president said, "we can give 
the Chamber the punch it 
needs to carry out a program 
of development "

Other business on the 
agenda at the Tuesday meet­
ing. included the major prob­
lem of local housing. A 
tight rental property situation 
here is seen as seriously af­
fecting industrial growth. As 
a first-step in alleviating the 
problem, directors called for 
Mr. Les Reeder, FHA official 
from Lubbock, to meet with 
the group.

Reader discussed the hous­
ing problem and gave several 
suggestions which the Cham­
ber board intends to pursue 
further.

Mrs. Renner 
stated there had been a great 
improvement in the staff the 
past year. She reported that all 
seven student nurses had passed 
their state board and were cur­
rently employed at the hospit­
al. Mrs. Renner, who took a 
two-week course on coronary 
care this past summer, said 
she benefited greatly from the 
course and passed her educa­
tion on to the nursing class 
here upon her return.

Dr. Damon Gregg, who re­
ported on the medical staff, 
noted the progress made in 
heart equipment and said there 
had been a great improvement 
in the nursing staff. In naming 
the many improvements of the 
hospital plant, but said there 
were other things badly needed 
still; such as extended patient 
care facilities which would re­
quire a building program; a 
new x-ray machine with im­
age intensifier; larger emer­
gency room facilities.

Gregg recommended the 
present medical staff be reap­
pointed. The board accepted 
the recommendation and nam­
ed Dr. Gregg, Dr. R. L. K lee- 
betger and Dr. Earl Novak,
D. D. & to ^  staff.

In hit repvf to the board,
Mr. S. M. Anderson, Adminis­
trator, reported the hospital 
was operating at capacity and 
that he did not anticipate any 
financial difficulties.

In his report of hospital im­
provements, Anderson named 
the following; nursing sution, 
a new drug room for more ef­
ficiency, new telephone sys­
tem, storage areas, new office 
for Supt. o f Nurses, new doc­
tor's lounge and conference 
room, plus about $8,000 worth 
of new heart equipment and a 
closed circuit television equip­
ment for patients in the inten­
sive care room. Anderson said 
that only $2,500 is owing on 
this equipment, and reported 
the former doctor's lounge was 
at present being renovated for 
a nurses lounge.

Anderson said the past year 
Hansford Hospital had 4, 762 
patient J lys, 13 patients aver­
age, a drop of 397 patient days 
from 1967. There were 75 
births, 106 surgeries during 
1968. He reported $249,345.93 
total business for 1968, a de­
crease of $19,000 from 1967.

Anderson was asked to pre­
sent the annual report o f the 
fiscal year and proposed bud­
get for the ensuing year, 
whereupon the following was 
presented, and adopted by the 
County Commissioners;

Urban Youth 
Like 4-H

COLLEGE STATION, Jan. 
1 6 -..4-H is no longer an 
organization strictly for 
farm youth, according to 
Tom Davison, assistant 
state t- ll leader at Texas 
AiVf.l t'niversiiy.

Davison says that only 34 
percent of the state's 4-H 
members live on a fami.
Thirty percent of the mem­
bers are rural non-farm, and 
the other approximately 36 
percent have urban addresses.

4-H was originally a pro­
gram to assist farm youth 
who were not receiving an 
adequate education in agri­
culture and home making 
skills. Then, as families 
migrated to urban areas, 
the 4-H program went with 
them.

4-H mov ed to town in the 
memories of parents who 
wanted their children to have 
the same experience they had 
as 4-H members on the farm, 
Davison said. .

There are 2,493 4- h Clubs 
in Texas, with 8 ,16' mem­
bers between the ages of 6 
to oj. Adult leaders num­
ber 1'n 41i , and juniix lead­
ers total 614.

1 have helped nurse a beautiful teenage 
girl crippled in a wreck. That was brutal. I have played 
organ music at funeral services for babies, teenagers and 
adults because someone drove too fast. That was brutal.

" I f  you should catch my underage sons with liquor in 
their possession, please be brutal.

"I have sat all night by my husband's side trying to help 
piece together two underage young men's lives, both brok­
en by drinking. That was brutal. I have listened to the hor­
rors experienced by another man while he was drunk and 
heard him recall the many jails he had scr\-ed time in for 
this. That was brutal. I have helped feed hungry children 
because a drunken father didn’t come home. That was 
brutal. I have tried to con.wle a mother whose daughter 
was killed after being struck by a drunken driver. That 
was brutal.

I f  you should find my sons with drugs in their possession, 
please be brutal!

T have tried to help rehabilitate a woman just out of 
prison for shooting her husband while she was drugged. That 
was brutal. I have aseen a handsome young man turn into 
an old ugly one because of drugs. That was brutal. I have 
seen a young mother who was addi ted to a drug, scream 
and rave for lack of a "fix. " That was brutal.

" I f  you find my sons committing any kind of immoral 
act, or carry-ing any pornographic materials, please be 
brutal! I have listtned to the sad cry of a young girl who 
was pregnant but not married. That was brutal. I have 
been present when a boy and girl broke the news to their 
parents that they had to marry. That was brutal. 1 have 
tried to comfort a mother whose beautiful daughter was 
criminally raped. That was brutal. I have seen a promis­
ing young man with a brilliant future have to give it up, 
and too young to assume the responsibilities o f a wife and 
baby. That was brutal.

If you ever sec my sons taking something that isn't 
theirs or wilfully destroying property, please be brutal!
I have walked into a hushed, sacred church that was strip­
ped o f everything that could be sold. That was brutal. I 
have seen a lovely, expensive home and yard completely 
torn up by vandals. That was brutal. I have seen a school 
and its marvelous equipment torn apart by other vandals. 
That was brutal. I have wiped a little boy’ s tears and help­
ed him hunt for his stolen bicycle. That was brutal.

" If you should ever catch my sons doing anything illegal, 
please be brutal! I have come to realize that your kind of 
brutality’ cannot in any way compare with the brutality 

that comes from breaking our laws.
"M y husband and I have tried to teach our sons that their 

tights end where someone clse's begin. We believe that 
they have learned this lesson; but in case they forget, we 
look to you and others who influence their lives--teachets, 
coaches, etc. to see that they remember.

"And if you must be brutal to remind them-then please, 
please be brutal!

"I do not want my two sons to grow into two grownup 
boys. I want them to become men, able to assume their 
places in this world and make a good contribution to it.
I sincerely hope they won't need your help, but If they do, 
and i f  you must, please be brutal!"

Se­
cond money maker in the 
City was "Valley of the Etolls" 
which made sponsors almost 
$100, OOO and played to over 
54,000 fans. It ran 13 weeks. 
Then there was another of 
the SS&V genre, "Rosemary's 
Baby" that took fifth place 
with $72,000. Proof enough 
of what American audiences 
like best’ ? ?  Evidently!

Those fans who want 
family movies, want the 
kids to experience tome 
wholesome and entertaining 
Hollywood work, can best 
encourage Hollywood's in­
terest by attending when the 
"clean" films arrive.

And i f  you think movie 
houses are going to refuse 
tickets to ANYONE, regard­
less o f age. you can think 
again.
