BILL TALMAN’S LAST CASE. . . .

William Talman, who for
nine years played district at-
torney on the Perry Mason
courtroom drama series for
television, contacted the
American Cancer Society
national headquarters in New
York City one day last sum-
mer to offer his professional
services as a volunteer,

It was Mrs, Talman, act-
ually, who placed the tele-
phone call. It came from
their home in Encino, Cali-
fornia, Mr. Talman was up-
set, she said, because he'd
read that some professional
actors were tuming down as-
signments to make anti-
smoking television spots for
the Society lest they lose out
on more lucrative tobacco
commercials, "My husband
has always been proud of be-
ing an actor, " she said, "And
now he's beginning to feel
ashamed of the profession,
He wants to do what he can
to offset this situation,

Mr. Talman then got on
the telephone to explain the
impulsive nature of the call,
"I've got lung cancer, " he
said, "and I don't know how
much longer I've got to live."

A three-pack-a-day smok-
er for all of his adult life,
he had the idea he might tell
his personal story for tele-
vision use as a warning to
others, "Before I die," he
explained, "I want to do
what I can to leave a world
free of cancer for my six
children, "

The result is a highly per-
sonal statement, in the form
of a 60-second television
"commercial," from a man
thoroughly familiar to mil-
lions of Americans as a
tough fighter who didn't
quit easily.

The spot was released
September 18, and within a
month had been shown over
all major TV networks. More
than 500 prints had been or-
dered by ACS Divisions for
distribution to local inde-
pendent stations throughout
the country, It has become
the fastest-moving of any
ACS antismoking spot--an
overnight "hit" that its cen-
tral figure never lived long
enough to see.

The 53-year-old actor who
had learned a year earlier
that he had a large inoperable
tumor in his right lung, died
August 30 in West Valley Com-
munity Hospital at Encino.
At his side were his wife and
their four eldest children,

The commercial that he
did was filmed at the Talman
residence on July 17. There,
without a written script,
speaking his own thoughts
and feelings, speaking from
the heart, Mr. Talman in
one day, made two films for
the Society, One was a 60-
second spot against smoking
which has since received
national publicity,

The actor first introduces
Peggy and his children, The
scene then shifts to Mr, Tal-
man sitting next to a picture
of Raymond Burr, who play-

ed Perry Mason, Mr, Tal-

man complains that Mr,
Burr "used to beat my brains
out on TV every week for
about 10 years.”

“You know, I didn't really
mind losing those courtroom
battles,” the actor says,
sitting on the arm of a black
leather courch in front of
the fireplace of his living
room, "But I'm in a battle
right now I don't want to lose
at all because if I lose it, it
means losing my wife and
those kids you just met, I've
got lung cancer.,”

" So take some advice
about smoking and losing
from someone who's been
doing both for years,” he
adds, "If you haven't smok-
ed--don't start, If youdo
smoke--quit, Don't be a
loser, "

Obviously in pain, Mr,
Talman manages to smile

once during the film sequence

['he actor was under heavy
sedation during the filming.
During the morning while an
ACS camera crew was film-
ing the Talman family, the
actor was at the hospital
getting cobalt treatment,

Mr. Talman volunteered
to make the commercial
after reading newspaper ac-
counts in July that the Soc-
iety had experienced diffi-
culty getting actors to ap-
pear in anti-smoking TV
messages. The actors fear-
ed that cigarette sponsors
would not consider them for
commercials.,

The production of such
rpessages and their use by
broadcasters have greatly in-

creased since June, 1967,
when the Federal Communi-
cations Commission ruled
that under the so-called
"fairness doctrine,
casters who carry cigarette
advertising must also carry
announcements and programs
telling of the possible perils
of <f'!~'!’~‘3'i,‘.

Jetween February 1964 and

June 6, 1967, the Society dis-

ributed a total of 982 smoke
ing spots, From June 6, 196
until September 30, 1968,
the number jumped to 8, 864,
Mr. Talman also made a

special short film to be shown

to American Cancer Society
volunteers for the April 1969
crusade, He tells them,
"When I was a kid, eight or
nine, my dad offered me
31, and a gold watch if
['nl‘J‘.d get to the age of 21
without smoking a cigarette,
I lost that case before [ was
12, Of all the cases in my
whole life, that I've lost, of
all the bets I've lost, of all
the chances I've blown, that
one I regret the most today, "
Noting that his life was
