Log Had Charms

In ancient Germany, the
Yule log was known as the
“Christbrand.” One belief held
that if the charred log was
placed in a cornbin, it would
act as a charm to ward off
mice

If the weather turned
stormy, the Christbrand was
quickly brought back to the
fire. While it burned, supersti-

tion said, the house was safe

from lightning.

Going “Mumming

“Mumming” is a Yule cus-
tom that originated in early
England. Mummers, masked
and in costume, silently en-
acted ritual plays about the
death of winter and the old
year. o

The custom still survives in
some parts of the world, al-
though the plays are no longer
performed. Today mummers
usually entertain with dancing
and instrumental music. They
are rewarded with treats.

They Go Together—
Feasting and Festivity

During the Christinas sea-
son, merry sounds ring out,
pleasing sights greet the eye
—and tantalizing aromas fill
the air. Good food is as much
a part of holiday tradition as
bells and carols, greens and
Rgifts

At this festive time, people
delight in serving their fami-
lies and friends an abundance
of choice foods. The custom
probably began with the an-
clent winter festivals

In the course of time, natu-
rally each nation developed its
own treasured customs in con-
nection with the Christmas
dinner, say the editors of The
New Book of Knowledge

Serving the *“*Bird”

On American tables, the cen-
ter of attraction is usually the
turey. This custom has its
origin in the English “Christ-
mas bird” — usually a goose,
capon or chicken, rather than
a turkey

In medieval times, a large
bird was standard fare at Eng-
lish Christmas dinners among
the commen people. In castle
and manor, however, a “bird’
wasn't alwavs the main di<h

To the tune of the old carol,
“‘The Boar's Head in Hand 1
Bear.” the boar's head was
borne to the table in solemn
procession. Then followed oth-
er courses —and what courses'
The most lavish of dinners us-
ually featured a boar's head

For a medieval feast, a typi-
cal menu included 17 main
dishes everything from
roasted swan to a kid with a
pudding in its belly!

Breaking Bread

Everywhere, a widespread
use of breads and pastries is
customary for the Christmas
feast

This has its origin in pre-
Christian and early-Christian

customs of the agricultural na-
tions of Eastern Europe, where
peasants offered thanksgiving
for a good harvest, usually of
grain, during the winter sea-
son

Special holiday cakes were
thought to bring good fortune
and good health

More directly connected with
the religious meaning of the
season is the "ChrlsW‘
traditional in many ¢ ries
This is a long cake, and its
shape is meant to symbolize
the Christ Child wrapped in
swaddling clothes

Both mince pie and plum
pudding began as national
Christmas dishes in England
Like the “Christ-bread,” early
mince pies were baked in sym-
bolic shape -- an oblong meant
to represent the manger

Toasting the Holiday

As today's punch or eggnog
bowl attests, tavorite bever-
ages and friendly toasts go
along with the good cheer and
good feasting of the holiday

It all began with the English
‘wassail” bowl. The wassail, a
holiday beverage of medieval
times, was served hot in a large
bowl!l, and it was compounded
of ale. apples, eggs, sugar and
spices

The name comes from “Was
Halle,” a Saxon greeting which
means, “Your health."” Gradu-
ally, the word “wassailing” be-
gan to mean any kind of
Christmas revelry accompa-
nied by a festive beverage

As a ballad, “The Twelve
Days of Christmas” is an

example of the “number
chain formula” in folk
songs. As a carol, it is of

the type that marked the
change from formal hymns
in Latin to musical poems
in the vernacular of the
people.

The song can be sung in
a variety of ways. In Great
Britain and the United
States, it often becomes a
game song in which each
person, following a leader
in repetitions, must pay a
forfeit if he misses a line
Sometimes the descriptions
of the giftsturn intomouth-
defying tongue twisters!

a wintry, snowy landscape —

The countryside under a
blanket of snow, the hillside
drifted deep in white, the trees
bent down with snow or crys-
tal-bright with ice, the lakes,
rivers and streams gleaming
in ice-covered magnificence —
these are favorite themes in
holiday lore, and favorite
dreams for all those who spend
Christmas cozily among the
conveniences of modern cen-
trally-heated bulldings and
modern transportation.

The “winter wonderland" of
jce and snow has been a fre-
quent source of inspiration for
artists, There's a wealth of
winter landscape paintings
that, although not directly as-
sociated with Christmas, seem
to set the mood and reflect the
spirit of the season.

Burning the Log

From a miraculous Star to a
tiny candle, gleaming lights
have cast a glow over holiday
festivities for centuries

Pagan sun-worshippers lit
candles and kindled fires at
winter festivals to help the re-
turning sun gain strength

Traditional for both light
and warmth is the blazing
Yule log. Like all “Christmas
lights,” it has both a religious
and a festive significance in
holiday lore

Because legend says that the
Christ Child was washed and
dressed beside an ash wood
fire, the people of early Eng-
land always had Yule logs of
ash wood Ash had a practical
aspect, too, because it was the
only green wood which would
burn

The Yule log of England and
continental Europe was often
bzlieved to have mystical pow-
ers to protect the home. To
give this protection, the Yule
log had to be kept burning all
through the 12 days of Christ-
mas

Later, the “blazing Yule”
was primarily associated with
the feasting and festivity of
the winter holidays
Ringing Bells

Among the merry sights and
sounds of Christmas, none is
merrier than the ringing of
bells.

Since earliest times, the
pealing of bells has announced
important events, both happy
and sad. The first use of bells
to call Christians to worship
took place, it's belleved, at
Christmas in Italy, about 400
AD.

Tradition once held that
Christ was born exactly at
midnight. In medieval Britain,
church bells tolled sadly dur-
ing the hour before midnight
on Christmas Eve. On the
stroke of 12, a joyous pealing
announced the Miracle of
Christmas.

Today, church-spire bells
and carillons ring out the glad
tidings of Christmas,

Tis' Season To Be
Jolly, Not Drunk

AUSTIN, Dec,--"A few
carefree drinks can kill
you" warns the Texas Safe-
ty Association,

Texans at Christrmas can
at least double their chances
for survival and a happy
holiday by not riding in the
car with a drunk driver and
by not being a drunk driver
or walker themselves,

Records show that a dri-
ver is 25 times more apt
to crash when he is drunk,

Drinking drivers will eas-
ily cause half the holiday
smashups, fatalities and in-
juries as predicted by nation-
al studies,

Furthermore, one out of
two pedestrians killed by
autos will be drunk, no
matter if the fatal driver
is sober,

How much is too much?
Perhaps any or none, but
medical authorities say it
only takes three one-ounce
shots of 80-proof whiskey,
or three 12-ounce beers, to
put a 150-pound individual
into the fuzzy-brained alco-
holic danger zone, Five
shots in an hour definitely
make him a dangerous
drunk, for that amount cau-
S¢S a concentration of one-
tenth of one percent by

blood-volume weight, and
that's too much! Driver or
pedestrian, the drinker is
now an abnormal waffic
hazard,

Attorney George Wm,
Perry of Dallas, president
of the Texas Safety Associ-
ation, in a special Yule
message states that "We
are not encouraging people
to drink and then drive,
Quite the contrary, we
must emphasize that driving
in holiday traffic takes a
person's full attention and
even a small amount of
alcohol in the bloodstream
changes perceptions, atti-
tudes and reactions to create
a potentially dangerous sit-
uation that follows you like
a shadow,

"There are no short cuts
to sobriety as we've said
before, Black coffee given
to heavy drinkers can have
the questionable effect of
keeping wide-awake drunks
on the road, "

"However, we realize that
some people will drink and
drive during the holidays,
To those so foolish I want
to point out just how little
alcohol is needed to reduce
driving efficiency, how long
it takes to eliminate alco-
hol from your system, and
strese that you can choose
to have a clear head,”

Six ounces of 80-proof
in an hour is a very dan-
gerous overdose for a nor-
mal healthy adult weighing
180 pounds,

Four shots is too much
for safe driving in a 120-
pound adult, and two oun-
ces impairs performance,

Authorities say tolerances
may be much less for peo-
ple in poor physical condi-
tion, and may vary in any
case,

Mr, Perry cautions that
"a little drink can go a
long way"”, It takes over
six hours to eliminate all
alcohol from the blood-
stream of a 150-pound
drunk who had five quick
drinks on an empty stomach,

"The Christmas holidays
should be fun days and not
days darkened by traffic
tragedies, If all Texans
will stay sober in public
and drive friendly, Christ-
mas 1969 can go on the
record book as a time when
Texans proved they really

cared about their neighbors,”
