Noting that "everything

The Digest tour tells of big
banks where the atmosphere

The article tells the story

of a young high flier who
needed money for a business
proposition so he went to
Dallas' largest bank for a
$50,000 loan, The loan
officer heard his story, then

the chairman of the bank,
