Section 1. That Article XVII, 

Section 1, of the Texas Con­
stitution, be amended to read 
as follows:

“ Section 1. The legislature 
by a vote of two-thirds o f all 
the members elected to each 
House, to be entered by yeas 
and -nays on the journals, may 
propose amendments to the 
Constitution, to be voted upon 
by the qualified electors for 
members of the Legislature, 
which proposed amendments 
shall be duly published once a 
week for four weeks, commenc­
ing at least three months be­
fore an election, the time of 
which shall be specified by the 
Legislature, in one weekly- 
newspaper o f each county, in
