The
duck inventory in Texas at the
present time is very good, ac-
cording to waterfowl biologists,
who have been making surveys
throughout the State. Many of
the ducks are young ones, how-
ever, indicating the late hatch
in the nesting grounds.

Goose season already is
underway, having opened atsun-
rise, October 26. The duck
season will end January 1, and
the goose season will end Jan-
uary 8.

Waterfowl hunters are re-
quired to have a $3 Federal
duck stamp, which can be bought
at the Post Office.

The white-tailed deer season
will open in most counties in
Texas November 16. The mule
deer season will ‘open Decem-
ber 1 west of the Pecos. There
will be deer seasons in many
other counties in Texas under
regulatory control. Itis advised
that you check with your local
game warden on these areas.

The basic bag limit is on
two bucks. However, doe shoot-
ing will be permitted in a num-
ber of Texas counties again
this year, which will permit
hunters to take either bucks
or doe.

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Sincerity

How many times in the hall do you step on someone'’s toes or
back into someone? How many times are you late to a meeting
or fail to get there at all? How many times have you said
something cutting or hurt someone’s feelings? Doubtless,
everyone has not done this one but many times, and an apology
is required.

Usually we do apologize, but we aren’t always sincere; at
least we don’t appear to besometimes. To be excused, we often
say a rushed, ‘‘I’'m sorry,”’ and expect that to be the end of
our obligation of apologizing.

Fortunately or unfortunately, this isn’t always the case. People
are unique in that they seem to have a sixth sense that detects
insincerity in their fellow humans. Can’t you usually tell when
someone tells you something whether he means it or not?

If someone has done you a wrong, usually you aren’t satis-
fied until you feel he is genuinely sorryfor it and lets you know
how sorry he really is.

To really be sincere, we need to consider the feelings of
others and put their feelings before ours.Oftenwe are thinking
of how much we have to do and where we have to be in an
hour and forget that while we are standing there thinking--we
may be standing on our neighbor’s toe.

At other times, we are aware of the fact that we have injured
someone’s feelings and are too cowardly toreally let him know
how sorry we really are. Sometimes our mountains of pride
are awfully hard to climb over, but we usually find that the hike
over has made us bigger persons with better characters.

~ Apologies are something that we are faced with much of the
time and it may be that you are on the receiving end instead
of the giving end. In such a case, if you accept someone’s
apology (you generally do) and you tell him it’s all right, mean
it.
