Hansford Granted
Conservation Help

The U,S. Department of
Agriculture recently announc-

ed eme rgency conservation as-

sistance in Hansford County
to help repair damage caused
by severe drouth conditions
and wind erosion,

'he county ASCS commit-
tee, estimating that at least
30, 000 acres in Hansford
County would need this type
of wind erosion control, re-
quested 360, 000, 00 aid to
help county farmers control
wind erosion. This is applica-
ble only to drv land acreage,

Farmers needing this assist-
ance on land subject to wind
erosion, must meet certain
specifications. To qualify,
dry land must be chiseled °
inches deep, not more than
4 feet apart. Anything less
than this is called "normal
farming operation,! Farmers
who qualily can receive 80%
of the cost of this operation,

Hansford Connty has some
350, 000 cultivated acres and
approximately 110, 000 of this
is dry land. However, the
ASCS committee estimates
that only 30, 000 dry land ac=
res will be subject to emer-
§en€y comservation assistance
ue to the drought, One com-
mittee member said many
farmers will not be interested
in the assistance because of
the required specifications~
“the required 5 inch depth for
ch!;el!ng is pretty deep, " he
said.
