luccni fabnes. These include voiles, organdies, organzas, georgettes, batistes, lawn and ch ifw n . Some are crisp aixl others soft.This spring we see these plain, printed, flowered, em - oroidered, flocked or wov’en with a wallpaper stripe, plaid or dotted design. They may he made of cotton, wool or silk or more commonly a b k n J such as conon and manmade polyester.V\ hen buying sheers note the specific care instructions. When in doubt about care either dry clean or hand launder. If hand laundering do not use chlorine bleach or wring or twist the gannent.In sewing with sheers con­sider what you'll wear under the sheer to decide it i f  should have an underlining, lining or both. Seams & darts w ill show

through if  the sheer is uK*d alone. An underlining of a supple but opaque fabric, or self fabric, usually concek seams and dart edges. You may choose to underline a bo­d ice , leave sleeves sheer and line the skirt, especially if  not fu ll, with an undetsidtt that's seamed and hemmed separately.C ollais and cufft are appro­priate but seam allowances needs to be trimmed to hairline width. It's wise to double stitejr these seams before trimming them . A double folded bias binding makes a better neckline finish than a shaped facing for a plain neckline. Bunons and loops are the best closing. Full, gathered skirts should have a 4 to 8 inch hem while circular or bias skirt should have a roll­ed or narrofe’ machine-made hem .

Rabies in man doesn’t hap­pen too often, but thf disease still is one to be leckoitd  with because of its presence in w ildlife and the increase in the number o f pets owned by Texans. ^Those who believe that an ounce of prevention is woith a pound of cure should guard their pets against rabies by having them vaccinated, says ^the Texas State Department of H ealth. It is a good way of pro- tecting your pets—and your­se lf—against the threat o f ra­bies.Rabies last year was on the increase after a record low number of cases In 1970. Eol- lavin g a of only 226 cases, laboratory confimied ai9mal rabies rose to 322 cases in 1071.Surprisinglv. cat rabies cases outnumbered the number of dog cases Ust >-ear. This can he interpreted two ways. First, it could be interprered to mean tliat the vaccination of dogs is showing results. Or, it could mean that cat exposure to rabies is increasing and that cat vaccinations aren't on par with those of dogs.Whichever reason you clioose, you'd be correct.O f the 39 pets which cam e down with rabies, the cats out­number the dogs 21 ro 18. Dog rabies cases showed a decline by one case, bur the numbir o f rabid cats increased f̂ rom 16 to 21 in one year.The Veterinary Public Health Divsion of the State Health Depanment instituted a bite surveillance program during 1971, and the mne-month results showed the need for more pet rabies protection.O f .'>,119 dogs involved in bit­ing episodes, only 34.1 per cen t--or about one-thiid, were known to have been vaccinated. Tlie percentage was much worse for cats. O f K3fi cats involved in biting incidents, less than 10 per cent were knoun to have rabies protection.As usual, w ildlife rabies cases took the spotlight in 1971 with 252 cases. Rabid skunlo headed the list with 186 of the 252 confirmed ca­ses. ThitU ’ one cases o f rabies were confirmed in livestock last year.T o protect the public, the Su re  Health Department furn­ished 689 anti-rabies treatment scries (14 injections) to bite victim s last year. This treat­ment is doing the job, and the last human fatality to natur­ally-acquired rabies in Texas was in 1962,The record is good, but Health Department o ffic iab  believe that the odds against rabies can be better if  a ll pets- dogs and cats—arc protected against rabies.
