Study shows livestock auctions decline

Declining cow numbers have led to
consolidation in Texas livestock auction
markets following devastating droughts

‘the past decade, according to a Texas
A&M AgriLife Extension Service study.

Dr. David Anderson, AgriLife Exten-
sion Service livestock marketing econo-
mist, provided an overview recently
at the Texas A&M Beef Cattle Short
Course in College Station.

“Things change over time, but we
were interested in the changes in the
beef industry’s infrastructure, particu-
larly livestock auction markets,” Ander-
son said. “Obviously we’ve experienced
changes in ca,;tlc cycles; inventory num-
bers and how we trade. We have the In-
ternet, video auctions and direct sales.
All of that has played a part in how we
trade and market cattle.”

Other authors on the study were Dr.
Andy Herring, associate professor in the
department of animal science at Texas

A&M University, and graduate student
Trent Hester and assistant professor Ari-
un Ishdorj — all based in College Station.
Data was collected using sources
such as the Texas Animal Health Com-
mission, Texas Agricultural Statistics
Service and other U.S. Department of
Agriculture data. Anderson noted during
the mid-1970s Texas beef cow numbers
peaked at about 7 million head. Current-
ly, Texas has approximately 4.2 million
cows. Anderson said before starting the
study, there was an expectation that there
were fewer auction markets than when
data first began being compiled in 1969.
The study proved their hypothesis cor-
rect, he said. Texas had 167 auction mar-
kets in 1969 and only 92 auction markets
were left in the state by 2013. The study
indicated that the decline could be at-
tributed to a number of factors, such as
producers using other means to market
their cattle, “or overall, there being few-

er cattle to market in the state, requiring
fewer markets to sell fewer cattle.”

“That’s exactly what we saw,” An-
derson said. “Then we wanted to know
if these fewer auction markets are han-
dling more volume. Overall, the markets
haven’t declined as fast as the number of
animals. Drought will do that as produc-
ers sell cattle at an incredibly fast rate.
Over time, the auction markets adjust to
that at a much slower pace.”

“The implied animal revenue keeps
going up as drought occurs,” Anderson
said. “The more animals are sold, the
higher that revenue is. But that doesn’t
account for inflation. Overall, we found
there are fewer markets and declining
real implied value when you factor infla-
tion into the equation.”

Anderson noted the study did not ac-
count for video or Internet auctions or
other marketing services. Also, sheep,
goats and hogs were not part of the study.

Texas Comptroller Glenn
Hegar distributed the August
local sales tax allocations to-
taling $760.2 million, which
represents an increase of 7.6
percent, compared to August
2014.

Hegar said that state sales
tax revenue in July was $2.4
billion, up 2.7 percent com-
pared to July 2014.

“July’s modest growth in
sales tax revenue is in line
with the biennial revenue
estimate -issued in Janu-
ary,” Hegar said. “Stronger
growth in receipts from con-
sumer driven sectors, includ-
ing retail trade, restaurants
and services offset declining
receipts from oil and gas-
related sectors.

Parmer County will receive
a net payment of $58,309,
which is a decrease of -5.86
percent from the payment in
the 2014 comparable period

Tucked away in the back of the book of James is an often
misunderstood, misquoted, and misused set of verses that is
mishandled as formula for healing, rather than a call to prayer.

James 5:13-18 is a powerful passage that resounds the call
to pray, pray and keep on praying. In fact, the word “pray”
or “prayer” is used in ever verse in this section. He begins
by commanding you to pray and praise depending on life’s
circumstances.

From there, v14-15 tells those who are sick and weak to
call for the church leadership to come and pray over them,
anoint them with oil and trust God for the results. The prom-
ise God gives is that the sick will be made well, and the
prayer of faith will heal the sick. This passage raises a huge
question.

. Is this verse a promise of healing on demand, as long as
you follow these steps, and pray in faith?

No, it is not for at least two reasons. One, if this was the
case you could never die, and secondly the Bible shows that
sometimes God’s plan allows for suffering (Job, Paul in 2
Cor 12, Jesus on the Cross). Ko : z

f thi®’Verse ish* ' H formula for oh'Aeiand healing ‘theh’*
what is it about?

First, this passage is a call to pray, pray, pray and pray
some more with your church family when life hits. Go to the
local church when you have troubles. not the faith-healer on
TV or the religious con-artist selling sacred scarfs that will
make you well.

Next this passage is an invitation to call upon the Lord for
physical healing, and even more to commit ones’ self to the
Lord’s plan, even if that includes suffering and He brings
ultimate healing through death. I have seen the Lord heal
miraculously with people in our church, but the prayer of
faith is faith in the Lord’s will, not my own. -

Finally, realize that the prayer of faith echoes the prayer of
Jesus from the garden that pleads, “My Father, if it be pos-
sible, let this cup pass from me; nevertheless, not as I will,
but as you will,”” (Matthew 26:39b).

Proposition Number 2
(HJR 75)

HJR 75 - In 2011, voters approved
a constitutional amendment to
allow a surviving spouse of a
100 percent or totally disabled
veteran an exemption from ad
valorem taxation from all or part
of the market value on the disabled
veteran’s residence homestead, as
long as the surviving spouse had
not remarried. The amendment did
not apply to surviving spouses of
veterans who died before 2011.

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 52)

SJR 52 proposes a constitutional
amendment to repeal the
requirement for the Comptroller of
Public Accounts, the Commissioner
of the General Land Office, the
Attorney General, and any other
officers elected statewide to reside
in Austin, Texas, the state capital.
Under current law, these statewide
‘elected officers are required to reside
in the capital of the State of Texas
while in office. This amendment
would not apply to the residency
requirement for the Governor.

Proposition Number 4
(HJR 73)

HJR 73 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would grant the
legislature the authority to pass
statutes to allow a professional
sports team charitable foundation to
conduct charitable raffles under the
terms and conditions imposed by
general law. The laws passed under
this authority may provide that the
professional sports team charitable
foundation may usc proceeds
from such charitable raffles
to pay reasonable advertising,
promotional, and administrative
expenses. Any law enacted by this
provision only applies to entities
defined as professional sports team
charitablc foundations on January I,
2016. Additionally, any law enacted
by this provision may only allow
charitable raffles to be conducted
at games hosted at the home venue
of the professional sports team
associated with a professional sports
team charitable foundation.

“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
permit professional sports team
charitable foundations to conduct
charitable raffles.”

Proposition Number 5
(SJR 17)

SJR 17 proposes a constitutional
amendment which would increase
from 5,000 to 7,500 the maximum
total population threshold of a
county that is allowed to construct
and maintain private roads as long
as the county imposes a reasonable
charge for the work.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
to authorize counties with a
population of 7,500 or less to
perform private road construction
and maintenance.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR 22)

SJR 22 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would add the right
to hunt, fish and harvest wildlife,
including by use of traditional
methods, in the Bill of Rights
of the Texas Constitution. This
right would be subject to laws and
regulations intended to conserve

Proposition Number 7
(SJR 5)

SJR 5 proposes a constitutional
amendment to dedicate a portion
of revenues from (1) the state sales
and use tax, and (2) the tax imposed
on the sale, use, or rental of a motor
vehicle, to the State Highway Fund
(SHF). Under current law, these
funds would be deposited to the
General Revenue Fund. Money
deposited to the SHF is intended to
be used only to construct, maintain,
or acquire rights-of-way for public
roadways other than toll roads; or to

debt.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
dedicating certain sales and use
tax revenue and motor vehicle
sales, use, and rental tax revenue
to the state highway fund to
provide funding for nontolled
roads and the reduction of certain
transportation-related debt.”
