Friday morning many of
our citizens in the country
were without electricity.
Our volunteer firemen were
called out Friday morning
for a transformer fire on
FM1172. There was a one
car accident at Hub about
noon. Another rollover about
3:30 p.m. on 214 south of the
Del Rio Dairy. A spin out in
a ditch east of Friona, then
two pickups collided on 214
two miles south. Our fire-
men, EMS, and Sheriff's of-
fice were called out to that
one. One person was taken
to PMC. Bless our volun-

teers.

A few times during my
two days of incarceration
I would look
door onto 5th St., just check-
ing conditions to make sure
I should stay in the house.
Then I would mosey back to
my friendly chair and listen
to Obama trying to scare the
hell out of us about c'limalc
change.

[nclement weather aver the
Thanksgiving holiday week-
end — when parts of the state
experienced wintery precipi-
tation — highlights the impor-
tance of being prepared and
the need for extra caution dur-
ing hazardous winter weather.

“As the busy holiday sea-
son continues, it 1s crucial that
Texans stop to remember that
significant weather threats can
emerge at any time and bring
the potential for heavy rains,
low temperatures and freez-
ing precipitation,” said DPS
Texas Division of Emergen-
cy Management Chief Nim
Kidd. “Individuals should
make preparations now to en-
sure their homes and vehicles
are adequately equipped and
maintained to handle storms
or hazardous conditions.”

Last weeckend Texas expe-
rienced rain, freezing rain,
sleet and snow that created
hazardous travel conditions in
the Texas Panhandle and West
Texas, which led to swift water
rescues in areas of North Tex-
as. While the heavy rains have
subsided and temperatures
continue to rebound, more
rainfall,
average temperaturossthat aid
wintry precipitation will per-
sist through the winter months
with an El Nino weather pat-
tern in place according to the

National Weather Service.
Additionally, river flooding
is still ongoing along several

I'exas nivers and creeks from
previous rain events.
