I guess if you are a pro-
fessional football • player 
earning millions, scoring 
a touchdown or making a 
quarterback sack can be 
exciting and go a long way 
toward job security. 

What aggravates me are 
the stupid, dumb gyra-
tions and celebrations the 
pro players demonstrate 
in the end zone. The wig- 

gling and dancing just 
looks dumb. Some simulate 
shooting with a bow and ar-
row. Others pretend to cast 
a fishing line then reel it in. 
In certain NFL cities, main-
ly Green Bay, the scoring 
player jumps into the end 
zone stands so the fans can 
pound on him. The combi-
nations of dumbness seem 
endless. 

Dallas Cowboys arrogant 
receiver Dez Bryant, on the 
rare occasion he even plays 

or scores, has his crossed 
arms "X" he shows off to 
the fans. 

Celebrations became so 
huge a few years back that 
half the team joined in like 
a line dance. So the NFL 
outlawed excessive celebra-
tions. Now the one guy can 
gyrate but if one or more 
teammates join in they get 
flagged and penalized. 

In 1999 the league out-
lawed the slash across the 
neck gesture. They said it 

was too violent and was a 
negative for the fans, so no 
more slashing. 

Then there are the "pound 
myself in the chest" moves 
that the big men on the line 
like to do when they make 
a tackle. I guess that is sup-
posed to be a gorilla dem-
onstration. Seems to me 
their job is to make tackles 
so when they make one it is 
a chance to brag. 

Defensive backs that 
break up a pass play like to 
run towards the stands with 
arms spread wide, signal-
ing "look at me and what 
I just did". Either that or 
they walk around bobbling 
their head from side-to-side 
as if they are saying no. 
Of course on the next play 
when they get burned for 
a touchdown you don't see 
much of the showboat stuff. 

Have you noticed this? 
Every time a player does 
something positive, like 
score a TD, make a tackle, 
or kick a field goal, his 
teammates crowd around 
and smack him on the hel-
met. No wonder concus-
sions have become an issue 
in the NFL. 

I do appreciate it when 
a player scores then hands 
the football to a kid in the 
end zone stands. The Caro-
lina Panthers and quarter-
back Cam Newton have led 
the way in this. They have 
handed out almost 50 foot-
balls this season. It is said 
the lower rows of seats in 
the end zones are now in 
big demand and sellout ev-
ery game. A Google search 
revealed giving footballs to 
fans in the stands carries a 
$5,787 NFL fine. 

Don't know if you saw it 
but in Sunday's game vs. 
the Seahawks, Cam New-
ton scored and ran over to 
give the ball to a little girl in 
a pink beanie. The look on 
her face as she hugged that 
football and jumped up and 
down was a pleasure to see. 
The game is not always just 
about the players. 

In counseling players 
about showboating in the 
end zone, Coach Bear Bry-
ant (or Coach Vince Lom-
bardi) was quoted as say-
ing: "When you get into the 
end zone act like you have 
been there before."

to a simpler process for these 
two important annual vehicle re-
quirements. 

Beginning on March 1, 2016, 
the transition year ends, and ve-
hicles will have one convenient 
expiration date for inspection 
and registration. 

Here is what Texans need to 
do from that point forward: 

Take a look at the date on your 
vehicle registration sticker and 
then follow the two steps. 

Step 1: 
Pass a vehicle inspection no 

earlier than 90 days prior to your 
registration expiration and retain 
your vehicle inspection report. 
To find your nearest inspection 
station, visit the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety's (DPS) 
website. 

Step 2: 
After your vehicle passes in-

spection, renew your registration 
online, by mail or in person at 
your county tax office, and your 
inspection status will be verified 
electronically. 

Remember that your vehicle 
inspection and registration will 
expire on the last day, of what- 

to complete the two steps. Just 
be sure to pass inspection and re-
new your registration no earlier 
than 90 days before your sticker 
expires. 

For example, if your registra-
tion sticker expires in March 
2016, you can pass your inspec-
tion as early as January 2 which 
is 90 days before your sticker 
expires. 

"By now most vehicles in the 
state have successfully transi-
tioned to a single sticker as proof 
of both inspection and registra-
tion," said TxDMV Executive 
Director Whitney Brewster. 
"Streamlining the process for 
both inspection and registration 
is consistent with the Texas De-
partment of Motor Vehicles' goal 
to continue to simplify and auto-
mate motor vehicle services for 
Texas drivers." 

Benefits of the "Two Steps, 
One Sticker" program: 

*One sticker, one date: With 
"Two Steps, One Sticker" you 
have just one sticker with one 
expiration date. 

*Less clutter, better view: 
With "Two Steps, One Sticker" 
you have just the familiar blue:  
bordered registration sticker in 

the corner of your windshield. 
*Safer streets, cleaner air. Be-

cause a passing vehicle inspec-
tion is a requirement to renew 
your 

registration, more Texans 
comply with the safety and 
emissions testing laws. 

*Fraud prevention: With 
inspection stickers no longer 
needed under "Two Steps, One 
Sticker," this change eliminates 
the risk of inspection slicker 
fraud and theft. 

The state of Texas stopped is-
suing vehicle inspection stickers 
on March 1, 2015, as a result of 

House Bill 2305 that passed 
during the 83rd legislative ses-
sion (2013). The implementation 
of the change in law is a joint ef-
fort among three state agencies: 

*The Texas Department of 
Motor Vehicles (TxDMV): The 
TxDMV administers the state's 
vehicle registration program. 

*The Texas Department of 
Public Safety (DPS): DPS ad-
ministets the state's vehicle safe-
ty inspection program. 

*The Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality (TCEQ): 
The TCEQ administers the 
state's vehicle emissions testing 
program.

Although we 
would suggest that there are thousands of categories with 
which we could answer this question, Jesus said there 
were only two kinds of builders, the wise and foolish. He 
lays out the difference in His parable of the wise and fool-
ish builder in Matthew 7:24-27. At the outset of this pas-
sage, Jesus says, "Everyone then who hears these words 
of mine and does them will be like a wise man who built 
his house on the rock." 

Notice that the key to building your life wisely is hear-
ing Christ's words, and doing them. We are to be hearers 
and doers of the word (James 1:22). If you are to be a 
hearer of the Word, then you are reading the scripture, 
joining in regular Bible study, and sitting under biblical 
preaching. As you move from hearing to doing, it is a 
matter of loving the Lord with all you are and obeying 
Him each day as He leads you by His Word and Spirit.

--The chief appraiser may determine the medium, format, content and method to 
be used for electronic communications other than notices required by Section 25.19 
of the Tax Code, which are prescribed by Comptroller rule. 

--A decision by the chief appraiser not to enter into agreements may not be the 
subject of an appraisal review board protest, a lawsuit or a complaint to the Texas 
Department of Licensing and Regulation.
