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Dam gave no warning before collapse

TOCCOA, Ga. (AP) — Some college
students inspected the Kelly Barnes
dam two hours before it broke early
Sunday and reported it appeared “as
solid as a rock,” an aide to Gov.
George Busbee said today. Flooding
from the collapsed dam took at least
38 lives.

Tom Perdue told a news conference
that David Fledderjohann and several
other students inspected the dam
because of the torrential rains and
they reported there seemed to be no
danger.

The earthen dam burst about 1:30
a.m. Sunday, sending an avalanche of
muddy water, boulders and trees to
the low-lying campus area of Toccoa
Falls Bible College. The greatest
destruction occurred at two trailer
parks on the banks of Toccoa Creek, a
shallow stream that flowed from an
80-acre lake the dam held back.

According to Perdue, Fledder-
johann, a volunteer fireman and
student at the college, was responsible
for checking the dam. He died when
the dam burst while trying to warn
residents in the trailer park of the
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possibility of danger.

~Perdue did not —specify to-whom—

Fledderjohann reported after the
inspection. He said the men continued
to watch the creek below Toccoa Falls
after they returned to the campus
area. He said earlier that there was no
emphasis in looking for fault.
Responsibility for maintaining the
dam has not been clearly determined.

“Last year,” Perdue said, ‘‘the
college received $39,500 from the
Federal Disaster  Assistance
Administration for repairs along the
creek bank, some roads and some
‘buildings because of flash flooding
which occurred Memorial Day last
year.

“The FDAA did not include any
money for the dam, because it had not
been damaged. Part of the money was
used to repair the approach road to
the dam and F. R. Hanson, vice
president of the college, made a visual
inspection of the dam Nov. 2 to look at
road repairs made as a result of that
money.

‘‘Hanson and two employees of the
highway department walked the road
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across the dam Nov. 3. Hanson in-
ferred-to-me-that visuatinspections of
the dam were made at least three
times a year and more often when
there are heavy rains.”

Meanwhile at the disaster scene,
unbroken 100-watt lightbulbs rested
atop muck and debris only yards from
crushed cars and overturned trailer
homes hit by the wall of water that
smashed into the lower section of the
college campus, .

“Up that way there were four brick
houses. 1 knew everybody whoflived
there ... Now most of them are gone,”
said Dr. Harold Windus, director of
elementary education at the tiny
school.

Everywhere was evidence of family
life disrupted.

Part of a child’s tricycle and a pink
and yellow baby book, its pages blank,
were stuck in the mud. Mattresses,
torn and muddied, reminded that
most of the 38 victims were asleep
when disaster struck.

The few houses that still stand.are
stained by a muddy waterline. .

Officials want to know whose
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responsibility it was to inspect the 37-
year-old-Kelly Barnes earthen-dam;
which apparently broke under the
stress of an 80-acre lake swollen by
heavy rains. .

Survivors today are digging out of
the ruins of their homes and
classrooms — and preparing to bury
their friends and family members
who perished in the flood waters
Sunday.

Bill Anderson, a Bible college
student from Glen Dale, Md., lost his
wife, Karen, 29, and two of their five
children — Joey and Becky — when
their trailer was ripped apart by the
roaring current. Services for them
will be held-here at 10 am. Wed-
nesday. .

Services for six other victims are
scheduled at the Toccoa Alliance
Church at 2 p.m. Wednesday. Most of
the victims will be buried in their
hometowns around the country.

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Ranger probes Glasscock death

GARDEN CITY — The next
Glasscock County Grand Jury will
hear results of a Texas Ranger’s
investigation of Sunday’s shooting
death of a Mexican national, ac-
cording to District Attorney Rick
Hamby.

“It will not be a special grand jury,”’
said Hamby in his Big Spring office
‘“‘there are some oilfield thefts which
will be considered, too. But we will not
call a grand jury in Garden City until
we have a complete investigation of
this incident.”

Texas Ranger Eddie Almond is
conducting an investigation into the
Sunday night shooting death of
Tiburcio Griego Santome, 37, Juarez,
Mexico. He was killed after he
allegedly attacked Glasscock County
Sheriff Royce ‘‘Booger’’ Pruit and ex-
deputy G.B. Thurwanger, 51, from the
rear seat of a sheriff’s car.

Santome, who reportedly has_ a
prior arrest record in San Angelo, was
arrested-at-approximately-7:30-p-m:

Voter turnout
light today

Morning turnout for the Howard
County election was light according to
reports from the biggest and smallest
precincts.

The largest precinct in the county,
Precinct 16, reported only 41 persons
showing up at the Wasson Place Fire
Station by 11 a.m. of 2,516 registered
voters for that precinct.

Polls will remain open until 7 p.m.
today.

One of the smallest precincts,
precinct 10 at Forsan had only five
ballots cast out of a possible 180.

Precinct two, at the Washington
Place School, had 26 ballots cast out of
a possible 2,012 and precinct 19 had 16
ballots cast at Elbow School out of a
possible 662.

The importance of the election has
been repeated by county leaders since
several months ago when an addition
to the ballot called for empowering
the county commissioners to ap-
propriate up to five cents on the $100
valuation for industrial promotion and
development.

The addition has been called
alternately ‘‘vital’’ and ‘‘possibly a
tax raise’’ by both sides of the issue,
but the voters so far have been in-
different to the results either way.

Also on the ballot are seven
amendments which would have a
significant effect on the legal,
agricultural, banking, cultural, and
judicial systems of Texas.

But if voters do not show more in-
terest than they had by 11 a.m., the
results will hardly constitute the will
of the people.

Sunday by Pruit in the community of
St. Lawrence, 15 miles south of here.

The front seat
of the car was not shielded from
prisoners in the rear

Thurwanger, who received his
wounds in attempting to subdue the
prisoner, picked up a 9 mm automatic
pistol from the console and fired
several times, killing Santome

According to the District Attorney’s
office, four spent shells were found in
the car. ““The front seat was blood-
stained all over," said Hamby

$20 deposit for water meter check

If a Big Springer thinks his water
meter is faulty, it may cost him $20 to
find out for sure.

In today’s regular meeting of the
city council, members voted té
require a $20 deposit of any customer
who requests a water meter test.

If the meter is accurate to within
two_per_cent, the deposit will be for-
feited. If the test indicates that the
meter is over two per cent fast, the
deposit will be refunded and the water
bill adjusted accordingly.

“We have had about 120 meter tests
in the last two years, and only two
have been inaccurate,” said Tom
Ferguson, city finance director. “It
usually takes two men from two to
two-and-a-half hours to pull the meter
and test it. That costs the city
money,’’ he added.

Customers will be invited to observe

the meter test if they should decide to
have one.

Several suggestions from the Big
Spring Traffic Commission were
approved by the council. Among the
commission’s approved requests were
a one-hour-parking limit on the 600
block of East Twelfth near Big Spring
High School; the construction of a
dead-end sign on Indian Ridge at
Osage; the construction of a caution
light at Second and Owens, and red
light at Third and Owens and Fourth
and Owens.

Council members also granted
permission to advertise for bids for
police patrol cars. A total of six cars
will be purchased to replace cars
presently used.

The fleet of patrol cars will remain
at nine, with excess older cars to be
sold in public auction next year.

U.S. prisoners
discussed

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) —
Detailed plans for the return of more
than 200 Americans in Mexican
prisons were beéing Tormulatéd here
today at a closed meeting of federal
officials from Washington and several
southwestern states

Michael Abbell, a Justice Depart-
ment lawyer who is coordinating the
return program, chaired the session

He said about 240 of the 585
Americans currently jailed in Mexico
are expected to be returned to this
country next month

Abbell said two chartered planes
will bring Americans from Hexico
City on Dec. 8 Or Dec. 9. Then, around
Dec. 14, chartered planes will return
Americans from Hermosillo, Mon-
terrey, Matamoras and Juarez

Abbell said all the prisoners would
be taken to San Diego, Calif., and
processed at the federal Metropolitan
Correctional Center there

Americans held in Tijuana will be
bused back to the United States

Abbell said earlier that the Justice
Department expects 50 to 60 of the
returning Americans will be free as
soon as they arrive back in the United
States

Others will be held for a short time
and probably be granted parole in
January. Some will be transferred to
federal prisons nearest the r homes

The return will occur under a treaty
and enabling legislation that
President Carter recently signed
allowing the United States to ex-
change prisoners with Mexico and
Canada.

Now he said, Communist
bloc mllitary assistance is
appearing in the Ethiopian
civil war, ‘“‘and the danger is
that if every problem in
Africa is settled by the in-
troduction of outside arms,
that forces will become the
arbiter of affairs in a con-
tinent that should be left to
its own development, free of
outside intervention.”

He said he was saddened
at the bitter tone of
American foreign policy
debate during the Johnson,
Nixon and Ford presiden-
cies.

“One reason I believe it is
important for our country
that this administration
succeed is because we
cannot continue this process
of consuming ourselves in

Ex-IRS auditor faces
shooting spree raps

NEW ORLEANS (AP) —A
former Internal Revenue
Service auditor accused of
wounding 10 persons in a
citywide shooting spree was
said to be depressed by
unemployment and marital
problems.

Four of the wounded were
in critical condition today
and paralyzed, maybe
permanently, from spinal
wounds, doctors said.

Carlos Poree, 35, had been
acting differently since last
Dec. 17, when he was fired

from his $19,332-a-year
government job, said his
mother-in-law, Dorothy

Broussard. The IRS will not
say why Poree was fired.

Three weéks ago Poree’s
wife, Diane, 34, left him.

Diane and her father,
Alvin Broussard, 61, were
the first vi_qtims Monday.
Shot, at Broussard’s house in
a quiet section of uptown
New Orleans near Tulane
University, both are par-
tially paralyzed with wounds
of the neck.

Police said that after

Poree shot them, he drove
three miles to midcity and
gunned down eight apparent

‘ strangers.

Poree was booked with 10
counts of attempted murder,
one count of resisting arrest,
three counts of simple
battery on police officers and
one count of armed robbery
— the alleged theft of a car at
gunpoint.

Israel launches
artillery attack

~ BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) -
Israel launched a massive
artillery bombardment of
Palestinian guerrilla
strongholds across southern
Lebanon today, Lebanese
officials said. The attack
followed reports that rockets
from Lebanon hit the Israeli
coastal resort of Nahariva.

The Israeli barrage,
directed by warplanes flying
over Lebanon, sent

thousands of families fleeing
north to Sidon, a spokesman
for the governor's office
there reported. It stretched
from Tyre, 12 miles north of
Israel on the Mediterranean
coast, to Taibe, -20 miles
inland in'southwest Lebanon.

The spokesman said
ambulances and fire trucks
sped from Tyre and Sidon to
pick up wounded in Taibe
and nearby Nabatiyeh,
which bore the brunt of the
Israeli fire. He did not give a
casualty figure.

Klan endorsementdraws fire

SAN ANTONIO, Texas
(AP) — Carol Kendall says
her motive was pure but the
words somehow didn't quite
come out right.

.The 17-year-old Judson
High School senior found
herself this week in the midst
of "a controversy over the
student newspaper’s en-
dorsement of the Ku Klux
Klan's ‘“‘border watch.”

Miss Kendall is editor of
the weekly Satellite and she
wrote the editorial blasting
the illegal entry of Mexican
aliens into the United States.

“We should be grateful
that the KKK is dedicated to
upholding the U.S. Con-
stitution,”’ she wrote, adding
that she considered the
KKK's tactic ‘‘an act of
Americanism."’

The Klan has announced it
is patrolling the U.S.-Mexico
border and will inform
federal authorities of any
illegal crossings it detects.

The Klan's action has been
denounced by officials at
nearly every level who
contend that watching the
border and enforcing im-

'shacked Suanday

migration laws is the job of
federal police authorities,
not the KKK.

So readers of the San
Antonio Express-News were
‘when
columnist 'Paul Thompson
told of the student
newspaper'’s support for the
Klan's activities.

“The KKK means nothing
more or less than the right to
take the law into your own
hands in the name of white
supremacy,’’ one newspaper
reader told Thompson

Howell's social liberalism beneath a
facade of fiscal conservatism
corresponds to Mr. Carter’s. Although
Virginia as the only Southern state
lost by Mr. Carter is scarcely typical,
a defeat for Howell Tuesday (Nov. 8)
to Republican Lt. Gov. John Dalton
would be read as a defeat for Carter-
style Southern politics

Whatever the President's stake, the
Howell-Dalton race will settle
Virginia's politics well into the future.
The candidacy of Howell, a former
state legislator and lieutenant
governor, is revolutionary in the
Virginia context. ‘‘The 20th century
has missed Virginia,”" Howell cam-
paign manager William Rosendahl, a
32-year-old New Jerseyan and 1977
McGovern operative, told us. ‘‘Henry
will change that "

That is no campaign exaggeration.
Dalton represents the genteel con-
servative establishment which has
ruled Virginia for a century . Its very
life is threatened by Howell, can-
didate of the blacks, organized labor
and suburban-campus liberals. The
mutual dishke i1s passionate. When
aides urged Howell to cease in-
temperate attacks on Dalton, he
replied in uncharacteristically salty
language: "They've beeén Kicking me
in the unprintables all my life. Now, I
want to do it to them.”

THERE 1S NO slight sense of
remorse by the Howell camp that his
candidacy made possible Republican
governors in 1969 and 1973 and may
again in 1977. Even Howell insiders

concede -former state Atty. Gen
Andrew Miller, a moderate
Democrat, would have defeated

Dalton easily had he won last June’s
primary against Howell

Consequently, many Virginia
Democrats are still angry that the
President tacitly supported Howell
against Miller (breaking his 1976
pledge to stay neutral made when
Virginia's  convention delegation
endorsed him for President). Carter
family members, White House aides,
Vice President Mondale and the
President himself have been here
campaigning for Howell since the
primary

Howell's early support for the Presid-
ent or even desire for a Democra-
tic governor in Richmond. -In the un-
controllable Howell, the restrained
Carter sees a kindred soul battling the
Southern establishment. White House
aide Hamilton Jordan said privately
while campaigning in Virginia that
Henry Howell is the only politician
other than Jimmy Carter that he
really likes

When Mr. Carter's popularity was
soaring, even Gov. Mills Godwin (who
converted to Republicanism and
reluctantly sought a second term as
governor solely to stop Howell in 1973)
feared it might elect Howell. When the
President campaigned here in Sep-
tember, his reduced popularity made
his major contribution to Howell this

Dear Dr. Thosteson: What is the
difference between recurring and
chropic appendicitis, the symptoms,
and treatment? — J H.

Chronic means that the symptoms
of an ailment persist over a long time.
Recurring means they appear,
disappear, then return. But I'm
suspicious of either terrn when used
with the word appendicitis. An attack
is usually acute — that is occuring
with dramatic symptoms and
requiring immediate treatment.
Treatment means removal. That
prevents recurrence or the chronic
state y

Now, about symptoms. They can be
misleading with appendicitis. The
initial pain is above the navel, with
accompanying nausea, loss of ap-
petite, and vomiting. The pain settles
in the lower right section of the ab-
domen, where the appendix is located.
The belly is tender and tense at this
point.

With children, infection of the ab-
dominal lymph nodes may mimic
appendicitis. Cathartics (as
laxatives) should NOT (repeat NOT)
be given for the pain until appendicitis
has been ruled out. Once appendicitis
has been diagnosed, prompt removal
of the appendix is necessary.
Otherwise the structure may rupture
(burst appendix) and peritonitis, a
very serious complication, can occur,
That’s infection of the abdominal and
pelvic wall. ;

Dear Dr. Thosteson: My husband
had a slight stroke three months ago.
His blood pressure is very good, but he
tires easily. One of his problems is
that when he eats he can't tell that
food has dropped from his mouth. He
1s retired at 62, and gets around nicely
to work in the garden, etc. He drinks
without any problem. Any suggestions
about the mouth situation? — Mrs.
J.O

I'm happy to use your letter. It
makes a very good point. It is that
post-stroke therapy need not be
limited to attempts to restore function
of the limbs, hands, etc. The stroke
may have impaired your husband’s
sensory mechanism around the lips or
in the tongue. Thus he is unaware of
the food particles.

Remember that the jaw
movements, as in eating, require
muscle use. I suggest you check with
your doctor or a rehabilitation unit
near you to get some exercises he can
do to strengthen these facial muscles.

WASHINGTON — The FBI, which
used electronic skull-duggery in an
effort to discredit Martin Luther King
Jr., tried to employ similar illegal
tactics tocatch his murderer.

Long-buried FBI documents reveal
that then-director J. Edgar Hoover
personally approved a break-in and
illegal electronic bugging aimed at
innocent relatives of James Earl Ray,
who was later convicted of killing
King.

For years, Hoover had conducted a
vicious smear campaign against
King. The FBI peddled malicious anti-
King stories to the press and had sent
doctored tapes concerning King's
personal life to his wife. When King
was slain in 1968, whispers about
possible FBI involvement put Hoover
under great pressure to find the
assassin.

WHILE FBI1 AGENTS were hot on
Ray’s trail, a May 10, 1968 memo,
prepared for top Hoover aid J.P.
Mohr, outlined elaborate illegal plans
to catch the murder.

As part of the overall investigation,
code-named MURKIN — an acronym
for murder and King — a memo was
written which declared: ‘‘Con-
sideration is given to microphone
installations on certain properties of

Albert and Carol Pepper,” the
brother-in-law and sister of James
Earl Ray

“The proposal,” cautioned the
memo, ‘‘raises a question concerning
the legality of any action taken
against the subject of this case on the
Basis of information obtained from the
microphones.” If Ray called the
Peppers and the bugged con-
versations were used to arrest him,
the memosaid, Ray ‘‘then could claim
that the surveillance violated his right
of privacy.” This could prejudice the
court case against him.

But if certain precautions were
taken, the memo continued, ‘‘the
worst that could happen' is that the
arrest would be declared illegal.
Using tortured logic, the document
insisted that Ray could still be con-
victed despite the FBI lawbreaking.

THE FBI PLOTTERS bluntly ad-
mitted that the whole scheme was
unconstitutional and a ‘‘technical
violation™ of the law. ‘‘Be aware,”’ the
memo warned, ‘‘that since this search
and seizure is unconstitutional as to

the Peppers, they have at least a
theoretical cause of action for
damages against those who installed
the (bugging) devices by trespass.”
“Trespass'’ is FBI lingo for a break-
in.

If the Peppers sued the FBI and
won, the memo insisted, the tax-
payers would bail them out. “The
government of the United States
should surely be willing to pick up the
tab for any judgment against those
who installed the microphones,” the
memo concluded. At the bottom,
Hoover Scrawled “OK', and added
his characteristic “‘H."”" Six other FBI
officials also initialed their approval

We have been unable to determine
whether the FBI actually. bugged or
burglarized the Peppers’ home
Indeed, assassinations expert Harold
Weisberg has developed evidence
indicating the Justice Department
vetoed the plan. But inside sourceés
insist -the FBI did use dubious and
possibly illegal means to capture Ray,
who later pleaded guilty to murdering
King and was sentenced to 99 years in
prison.

Footnote: The FBI has
acknowledged that abuses occurred in
the past. Since 1973, however, the
present director, Clarence Kelley, has
halted most of these practices. We
were unable to reach the Peppers.

RUBLIC ACCOUNTING: Con-
sulting firms with close ties to the oil
industry have been formulating
energy policy for the government.

The Department of Energy has
asked Price Waterhouse and Com-
pany to develop a contingency plan for
gasoline rationing. The firm is the
accountant for a number of major oil
companies. No other company was
allowed to compete for the contract.
The $528,000 plum was simply
awarded to Price Waterhouse

Not surprisingly, the firm is
studying an emergency gas rationing
plan that would rely on oil company
credit cards. This has angered the
independent gas dealers who have no
credit cards and fear they will be
squeezed out. They complained to the
Energy Department that Price
Waterhouse will be biased because it
earns far more from its oil clients
than from its government contract.

HOUSTON (AP) — A
Harris County probate judge
has granted a motion for a
new trial in the contest of a
portion of the purported will
of the late Houston and
Miami millionairess Can-
dace Mossler.

Judge Pat Gregory's
decision Monday overturned
a last September jury ver-
dict that said a codicil (a
legal instrument made
subsequent to a will and
modifying it) to Mrs.
Mossler purported will did
not disinherit two of her
adopted children.

In a motion for a new trial,
attorneys representing Mrs
Mossler's natural children,
Norman Johnson and Rita
Wilder, alleged that jurors
may have been influenced by
the fact they were inad-
vertantly given dispositions
for four witnesses to take
with them to the deliberation
room.

The probate court jury
ruled in September that the
six children, four of them
adopted, should share
equally in the estimated $12
million estate.

Mrs. Mossler, who died a
year ago in Miami at the age
of 62, had a 1968 will which
equally divided the estate
among the six children.
However, a 1975 supplement
disinherited Daniel and
Christopher Mossler and
Martha Mossler Meredith.
Daniel and Christopher
contested the supplement
but Mrs. Meredith did not

State Sen. A. R. Schwartz,
who represented the three
beneficiairies of the estate,
said following the verdict
that he would ask for a new
trial because of presence of
the documents which had not
been admitted as evidence in
the trial. However, the jury
told Gregory its verdict had
not been influenced by the
documents.

John Holloway, attorney
for the disinherited sons,
argued during the trial that
Mrs. Mossler ‘‘became
totally out of touch with
reality’’ as the result of drug
use

Schwartz said Mrs.
Mossler was sick ‘‘but she
did what she intended to do
in her will.”

Kathy Adcock told police
she had just returned home
when the car smashed
through a fence and made a
8-foot-10-foot hole in a brick
wall of her garage. She said
thé vehicle damaged several
appliances and caused
structural damage to the
house. Damage was
estimated at $10,000.

BALTIMORE (AP) — It was another
Monday night victory, not as impressive
as a year ago, perhaps, but right on
schedule as far as the Baltimore Colts
were concerned.

The Colts slogged through the mud in
Memorial Stadium to score a 10-3
decision over the Washington Redskins,
with a 12-yard pass from Bert Jones to a
diving Freddie Scott providing the
winning points early in the final quarter.

While it pushed Baltimore’s record to
7-1 and kept it alone atop the AFC East,
the hardearned triumph in the defense-
dominated clash of neighborhood rivals
was in sharp contrast to the last Monday
night game here, one year ago against
Houston.

The Colts hosted the Oilers, also in the
season's eighth week, and thundered to a
38-14 victory. It proved to be their best
effort of the year as they dropped two of
their final five games before being easily
eliminated in the first round of the
playoffs.

But although the margin of victory
over the Redskins was much smaller, the
Colts felt their latest nationally televised
win would show up more decisively in the
long run.

“We're hitting our peak at the right
time this season,”’ said defensive end
Fred Cook. ‘“Last year, I think, we
reached our peak too soon. The Houston
game was our best, seven weeks before
we really needed it. This time we're more
confident.”

Cook, a four-year veteran, and the rest
of the Colts’ “Sack Pack” front four put
intense pressure on Redskins quar-
terback Joe Theismann, sacking him five
times and helping to create a “pair of
interceptions by linebacker Stan White.

The Baltimore offense, meanwhile,
was controlling the ball, with Jones &
Company running off 80 plays to
Washington’s 54 and using up 124 more
minutes of playing time.

“1 said early in the week that we
couldn’t leave our defense out there all
game and still beat the Colts. Well, that's
exactly what we did, and-I didn’t help
them any,” said Theismann, who
completed 11 of 27 throws for 168 yards.

Theismann and the rest of the Red-
skins, now 4-4 and in third place in the
NFC East, thought they had gained a
shot at a tie on the final play

The quarterback’s toss from the
Baltimore 13 was caught in the end zone
by Calvin Hill. But the officials, who had
stopped the clock with two second
remaining as defensive players lined up,
ruled that time had run out before the
ball was snapped.

“Every! tells their players to walk
back slowlyy and take their time,”
Washington €oach George Allen said.

“But he (the official) had stopped the
clock. If that’s the case, then either the
clock is wrong or we had a touchdown.”

A poor play by the special teams, a
perennially strong point of Allen-coached
squads, led to the Colts’ winning points in
the game played in a steady rain on a
field soaked by two days of downpour.

Late in the third period, with the score
knotted on field goals by Toni Linhart
and Mark Moseley, Washington punter
Mike Bragg shanked a 22-yard kick out of
bounds at the Baltimore 39.

“From there, the Colts moved steadily
downfield, with Jones suddenly finding
the range on passes that earlier that had
been sailing over the heads of open men
or splashing in the mud in front of diving
receivers.

“It was hard to really zip the ball in
this kind of weather,” said Jones, who
completed 13 of 27 passes for 180 yards.

On a third-and-seven situation, Jones
hit Scott with a bullet over the middle,
gaining the first down by inches at the
Washington 14. Then after a two-yard
run, Jones and Scott connected again,
this time for the winning TD on a pass
that the Amherst graduate had tostretch
full-length to grab in the end zone.
