The public
hearing for comments on the drinking
water quality report drew no public com-

ments.

Police Chief Isidro Jimenez gave his
department report. They made 18 arrests
in June, three of them felonies. Officers
made 81 stops and issued 42 citations.

They issued six citations for no driver li-
cense. There were 244 calls for service in

During the financial statement review
city manager Phipps said the Friona EMS
has made 297 runs so far in 2016. The
council received three bids for the agri-
cultural lease of 160 acres. The bid was
awarded to Wyly Farms who submitted
the high bid of $25.00 per acre.

Holly Campbell and Andy Alexander
were officially appointed to the board of
the Friona Economic Development Cor-

poration (FEDC) replacing board mem-
bers Robert Jones and Ron Davenport.

Council members authorized the city
manager to advertise for water plant gener-
ator bids. The bid notice is in this Star, Also
a notice of public hearing on city zoning is
included in this Star and will be held at the
council meeting August 8, 2016.

A motion to cast Friona's vote for
Eddie Edwards of Borger to the Texas
Municipal League board was approved.
James Edwards of AirMedCare gave a
presentation on the membership plan for
$65.00 per year to cover the cost of Life-
Star medical transfer. He told the coun-

cil the average cost of a medical airlift is
$35,000 and the $65.00 per year covers
all members of the household. The city
will make the plan available to employ-
ees but not cover the cost.

Council members were made aware of
an official zoning plan that will be pre-
sented to the Planning and Zoning Com-
mission at a meeting August 3 at 1:30 p.m.
then to the council’s August 8 meeting.

$25,000 last year. He told the
council that the LifeStar heli-
copters no longer carry snake
bite medicine on board. He
said one dose of snake bite
antidote costs from $12,000
to $15,000 and it takes four
doses.

He proposed offering the
AirMedCare helicopter plan
to city employees. For $65
per year all members of your
household are covered. The
plan pays the airlift cost that
is not covered by your health
insurance. I have the plan and
the card in my wallet. You
should definitely have this. It
has already paid off for sev-
eral local residents. Pick up
an application at PMC. There
is no medical exam just a few
questions. It’s easy. Go do it.

One of my
golden friendships has recently
ended after nearly 50 years. I
first became acquainted with
this friend when I was in high
school and she gave a book re-
view for our FHA group of “Ev-
erything but money” by Sam
Levinson. It was hilarious!! And
with a girlish giggle, she made
you feel as if you were right in
the middle of the depression era
mayhem. I will never forget it...
and you know what they say,
‘you might as well laugh as cry.’

Later, I knew her as a patron
of the Friona Public Library, and
being the avid reader that she
was, I got to know her more per-
sonally as a friend. I took books
to her at home for a while when
she had difficulty getting to the
library and we always enjoyed a

short visit when I came with her
books. She made a practice of
writing down all the books she
read, but she never neglected
her daily Bible reading. She had
been a Sunday School Teacher
for over 50 years. One person
recently told me that she was the
best Sunday school teacher that
person had ever had!

In 2010, she received a life-
time reading award from the
Friends of the Library for her
extensive use of the library dur-
ing its lifetime—the best com-
pliment a library can have—that
of being used. When she moved
into town from the country, she
donated all of her books to the
high school library, no doubt a
sizeable, and muchly appreci-
ated gift back in the early 60s.

In 2016, she became a life-
time member of the Friends
when Friona had been her home
for nearly 74 years. She often
spoke of growing up in Oregon

where she got to go to the li-
brary there as a reward. Her
father was a barber and I think
she had four brothers. After she
moved to Prairie Acres, there
among the last of her earthly
possessions, proudly on display
in her room was the blue rain-
drop-shaped lifetime reading
award. It has been my honor to
serve as her librarian for these
past 35 years: my friend, Betty
Jo Sandlin Talley.

tory.

The county’s wells pulled the
water table down an average of
5.18 feet in 1956. That was a
slight increase over the decline
registered in 1955 when the lev-
el dropped 4.04 feet.

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Psalm 5-God & Guidance

Do you want God’s protection and guidance? Most people defi-
nitely want God’s protection, but are not that interested in His guid-
ance. Psalms 5 flows from a heart that is rejoicing in God’s protec-
tion and ready to follow His guidance.

When seeking God's protection and guidance you must come to
terms with the reality that they are not divorced from His charac-
ter. When one separates God’s character from His blessings you get
Santa Clause and simply a god of your own making. Four aspects of
God’s character are crucial in this Psalm. First, God hears us, which
is great when you are praying, but terrifying when you are cussing,
gossiping or taking the Lord’s name in vain. It is terrifying because
God is holy, as stated in verse 4, “For you are not a God who delights
in wickedness; evil may not dwell with you.” God is not applauding
the LGBT movement today, or the sin in your life, but He hates it
with an eternal, holy wrath. Next, notice that although God is holy
and you are not, He will lead you, but the question is “Will you fol-
low?”

Finally, the Psalm ends with the promise of God’s protection and
blessing for a select group. This select group is the godly, or righ-
teous, which is simply those who are right with God. Being right
with God exposes your sinfulness, leads you to the cross and the

_empty tomb, and offers forgiveness full and free in Jesus Christ.

Raising quality cotton means
better products for the consumer
and more return to the producer.

To ensure growers have all the
information they need to make
decisions that impact quality, the
Texas A&M AgriLife Extension
Service will conduct the Cotton

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Cattle, wheat pricing highlight July 26 conference in Wichita Falls

By Kay Ledbetter

The Cattle Trails Wheat and
Stocker Cattle Conference July
26 will cover how producers can
meet pricing challenges in 2016
and prepare for 2017.

The conference, sponsored by
the Texas A&M AgriLife Exten-
sion Service and the Oklahoma
Cooperative Extension Service,
will be from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. at
the MPEC Event Center, 1000
Fifth St., Wichita Falls.

Registration is $25 per person
and includes educational mate-
rials, a noon meal and refresh-
ments.

The information will be
directed at producers in South-
western Oklahoma and the
North and Rolling Plains re-

gions of Texas, said Stan Bev-
ers, AgriLife Extension agricul-
tural economist at Vernon.

Bevers said important changes
are coming to the way producers
manage their cattle due to the
Veterinary Feed Directive regu-
lation from the Food and Drug
Administration.

“This regulation becomes ef-
fective January 2017 and will
require the producer to have a
valid veterinarian-client-patient
relationship,” he said. “If a
producer does not have a veteri-
narian, now is the time to begin
finding one. Stocker cattle that
will be purchased this fall could
be covered under this regula-
tion.”

The aftermoon portion of the
conference will focus on the
specifics of the Veterinary Feed
Directive and how a producer’s
operation will change due to it.
