DPS launches enhanced traffic enforcement for holidays

The Texas Department of

. Public Safety (DPS) is urging

drivers to help make the holi-
days safer by driving sober and
using extra caution. In an ef-
fort to protect travelers on our
roadways, DPS Troopers, as
well as local law enforcement
across the state, will conduct
traffic patrols throughout the
holiday weekends of Dec. 23 —
26 and Dec. 31 — Jan. 1, look-
ing for drunk drivers, speeders,
seat belt violators and other
dangerous drivers.

“Impaired driving or reckless
behavior on the road can turn
holiday celebrations into trage-
dies, and these DPS patrols are
designed to help save lives by
identifying drivers who disre-

gard the law and endanger oth-
ers,” said DPS Director Steven
McCraw. “By always driving
sober, obeying traffic laws, and
slowing down or moving over a
lane when vehicles are stopped
on the side of the road, Texans
can help make our roads safer
for everyone.”

During the eight-day Christ-
mas/New Year holiday en-
forcement effort last year, DPS
troopers made 466 DWI ar-
rests. DPS enforcement efforts
also resulted in 9,174 speeding
citations, 893 seat belt/child
safety seat citations, 320 fugi-
tive arrests and 286 felony ar-
rests during the enforcement
period.

DPS offers the following ad-

ditional tips for safe travel dur-
ing the holidays:

Don’t drink and drive. Des-
ignate a driver or take a cab.

Slow down - especially in
bad weather, construction ar-
eas and heavy traffic.

Eliminate distractions, in-
cluding the use of mobile de-
vices.

Buckle up everyone in the
vehicle — it’s the law.

Slow down or move over for
police, fire, EMS and Texas
Department of Transportation
vehicles and tow trucks that are
stopped on the side of the road
with emergency lights activat-
ed — it’s the law. Also, show the
same courtesy to fellow drivers
stopped along the road.

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Annual water
measurements
in progress

High Plains Underground Water
Conservation District (HPWD)
personnel are now making water
level measurements to determine
the effect of 2016 pumping on
groundwater levels in the aquifers
within the district’s 16-county
service area.

Measurements are made annu-
ally in a network of more than
1,400 privately-owned water wells.
These observation wells are spaced
at a density of about one well per
nine square miles throughout the
district.

After the measurement is made,
a blue vinyl sticker with the obser-
vation well number, the depth-to-
water level measurement, and the
date of the measurement is affixed
to the well equipment or other ap-
propriate surface near the well site.

High Plains Water District per-
sonnel measure the same wells in
the observation well network each
year as long as the individual wells
are accessible and continue to pro-
vide satisfactory data.

The current depth-to-water level
measurements in individual wells
are compared to those of previous
years to determine the average an-
nual change in water levels.

In recent years, the district has
established a network of observa-
tion wells in the Dockum Alquifer
within its’service areazsw 901

These water level data are made
available to the public through an
interactive observation well map
on the district’s web site (map.
hpwd.org) as well as publication
in an annual water level measure-
ment report.
