U.S. Clamps
Controls On
Slaughtering

WASHINGTON — () —
The government Friday
slapped strict controls on
livestock slaughtering in an
effort to forestall black mar-

kets in meat.

The Office of Price Stabilization
(OPS) issued an order bringing
all livestock slaughter under a sys-
tem of “slaughter quotas.”

OPS Director Michael V. DiSalle
said:

“We are determined to keep meat
out of the black market, and to see
that steaks, pork chops-and roasts
continue to be available in all sec-
tions of the country at a fair price.”

The order will have the effect of
limiting slaughterers to the same
proportionate share of animals they
killed in 1850.

No New Operators ¥

New slaughterers are banned from
starting operations, unless they can
show they are badly needed by the
public.

The regulation provides:

From now until April 1, no
slaughterer may slaughter -cattle,
calves, sheep and lambs, or swine
unless he was engaged in the busi-
ness of slaughtering that species of

Embargo
On Mails
Is Lifted

WASHINGTON — (&) —
The Post Office Department
Friday lifted all restrictions
on mail service.

In New York, the Railway
Express Agency also lifted all ship-
ment embargoes, but said some
traffic delays still may occur until
all train service is back to normal

An order, effective immediately,
directed all post offices to resume
normal mail service.

,Various restrictions had been put
into effect during disruption of
train service due to the switchmen'’s
“sick” strike.

The order gives the nation regular
postal service again for the first
time in more than a week.

A partial ban on bulk mailings,
except air mail, was ordered when
the walkout of switchmen. tied up
operations at important terminals.

“When the situation worsened, the
Post Office Department on last
Saturday suspended all non-air mail
services except first class malil of
less than eight ounces, daily news-
papers, packages of medical and
surgical supplies, and money ship-
ments by banks.

It also put a two-pound limit on
air parcel post packages.

Factory Blast Death
Toll Set At 11 Dead,
Four Hurt Crifically

French Prime Ministér Pleven’s visit to Washington
gignifies & Hearténing new sense of realism in French
policy. It seems to suggest France has a keener awareness
than Britain of the neéd for a firm stand against Red ag-
gression everywhere. _

Bven béforé Pleven came, France had declared its
intent to baék the Unitéd States in the United Nations on
the issué of brariding Red China an aggressor.

Reports of the Pleven talks with President Truman
add substafice to this intent. Francé is understood to be
willing te support economic sanctions against China if
they’'re urgld by us.

It ha# 6ften in recént weeks given frésh assurances of
its deteffnination to keep its 180,000 troops it Indo-China
antil ths pebel Viet Minh forees are deféated. But some
advices say the French would pull out if we thought it the
best course.

Ih fetufn for these assurances, the French naturally
want moré &conomic and military aid from us in Indo-
China, though they don't want our manpower. And if
Red China should start actively helping the rebels in Viet
Nam, the Ffench want us to baek them in seeking UN con-

demnation of the Chinese for théit aggression.
L] L] L

It is no suddén burst of moral fervor that induces the
French to show this stiffer attitude. Diplomacy is the
irt of give-and-take. They appreciate that if they want
sométhifig from us, they haveé to give something, too.

Indications are that the French actually are prepared
to put up a sterner ffont in Europe as well. It has become
the fashion latély té discount completely the value of the
French soldier in any European showdown with Russia.
But Pleven is said to have assured Truman the French will
rearm at a satisfactory pace and will fight. They are even
teady, 80 the reporta go, to accept real West German re-
Armément. .

What Pleven told the President on these points may
not be evident in the French prime minister’s public utter-
fnces at home in the months ahead. For this is election
yeAr in Frande, and politicians there are no doubt much
like our own. They often can’t say what they really be-
lieve.

For campaign purposes, French leaders will have to
exhibit eagerness for new talks with Russia, even though
they kgow little might thus be achieved. They’'ll have to
acoept German rearmament slowly and grudgingly.

Right now French Communistas hold 80 per cent of the
seats in France’s National Assembly, making them the

country’s biggest party. Pleven and other moderates want |

to reduce their numbers substantially at the polls this Fall.
It’s a delicate job to win mitlions of new votes among the

war-weary French and still pursue a sound, courageoust

policy in the world struggle against Russia.

But it is encouraging that responsible Frenchmen are
making the effort. One prime evidence of the different
attitude of France and Britain: When Prime. Minister Att-
lee visited Truman, he sought assurances we wouldn't drop
the A-bomb without consulting Britain. When Pleven
came, he asked for guarantees that we WOULD use it
promptly if Russia attacked in Western Europe.

If this positive spirit can be developed everywhere
among free nations, we won’t have to fear for our security
and our liberty.

Closing “Them Tax Loopholes’
Again Is Before Congress

Oongress, togéther.
Dwight D. Bisenhower make

It ran something like this:
“Bob,” skid BSenator George,
“We're not going to @0 anything
about that néw tax Blll on the Sen-
até side.

“Oh, you wouldfi't wint te do that
would you?

Closing of them loopholes is only
one of the very tough tax problems
which President Truman now has
tossed to the Congress.

Congress partially closed a
half-dozen ~f them, but left the
biggest widé open. Closing them
would add an estimated $500,000,000
to government revenues from higher
inecome corporations and individuals.
How Much More

President Truman's request for a
two-bite tax hike is a confession
that the Administration itseif
doesn’t know how much more taxes
will be asked for eventually,

In other words, the $71,000,000,000
budget which President Truman re-
quested in January is just a pre-
liminary request. This is evident
in the $40,000,000,000 estimate for
national defense expenditures in the
next year, plus another $20,000,000,-
000 authorisation to make contracts
for military spending in 1958. These
are nice round numbers, as yet un-
supported by any breakdowns on
what it is intended to buy with this
money.

The President’s tax message hints
that requests for still more defense
appropriations will be made later
on.

Marketing Charges

n Meat Are Doubled

WASHINGTON —(#— The De-
partment of Agriculture said Friday
that marketing charges added to the
cost of meat after it leaves the farm
total more than twice as much now
as they did during World War II
| Besides that, a department report
disclosed, the farm price is 63 per
cent. higher.

The report said the average meat
price spread—the difference in the
farmer's sale price and the cost to
the consumer—was 226 cents a
pound on last December 1. Under
World War II controls by the Of-
fice of Price Administration, the
spread was 103 cents. |

This cost increase represents the
handling charges and profits of
those who process and distribute the
meat and finally sell it to the house-

holder.
Spread Even Greater

Q—The dealer turns up a wild
card, so that the pack is born
frozen.

Is he allowed to put
down K-K-2 and count the king
in the discard plle as the rest of
his meld? Some players say
that you can't count the top card |
| of the discard pile when the pne‘
is frozen.

A—Those players are mistaken.
It always Is permissible to count
the top card of the discard pile
as part of your initial meld—pro-
vided, of course, that you can take
the pile for your meld.

Q—The top card of the discard
pile was a queen. I held three aces |
and a pair of queens, among other
cards. I put down the three aces|
and the two queens to make the|
Initial meld (needing 50 points).
My opponents said I could not take
the pile because I had made 50
points without wusing the queen.
Were they right?

A—Abselutely not, You are allow-
er to meld more than the minimum
count if you wish to do so, and
this does not prevent you from tak-
ing the discard pile.

However, one
must admit that it is not always
necessary in order to make a diag-
nosis.

Q—My father is 75 years old, and
gets pain in his chest and short-
ness of breath whenever he climbs
stairs or walks fast. Is this serious?

A—The symptoms suggest that
your father may have an angina
pectoris. He should be examined
by his physician who can tell just
what he can and cannot do. Cer-
tainly, he  should avold walking
fast, and perhaps it would be best
to fix up a bed for him on the
ground floor.

WASHINGTON — () — Senate
| critics of the Reconstruction Fi-
nance Corporation (RFC) squared
off Friday to force a shakeup of the
big lending agency on their own
terms rather than those of Presi-
dent Truman.

The subcommittee accused RFC
Directors Walter L. Dunham, Wil-
liam E. Willett and C, Edward Rowe
of having yielded to Improper in-
fluences in' granting loans.
