DlSalle said it is designed to pro­
tect consumers against inflation In 
the price of cotton' clothing and ma­
terials.

•'This regulation." he said, "will 
protect consumers against inflation: 
provide prices which would give the 
fanner a fair income and stimulate 
maximum production of cotton, and 
translate the freeze into more real­
istic and enforceable dollar a n d  
cents ceilings ”
‘Pretty Fair Figures’

Up to now the farmers have had 
no price controls on their ow n 
sales. DlSalle said that since cot­
ton Is scarce both here and abroad, 
failure to control cotton at th e  
farm level might cause prices to 
"rise subetantlally. thus putting 
strong Inflationary pressure on the 
prices of cotton textiles."

Cotton merchants and associa­
tions of farmers, backed by south­
ern members of Congress, h a v e  
sought the removal of all price con­
trols from raw cotton.

DlSalle said he believes "most 
people will agree that the new cell­
ing Is a pretty fair figure ”

For w'eeks DlSalle and his staff 
have been conferring with the Agri­
culture Department on difficulties 
in controlling raw* cotton. Satur­
day DLSalle read a statement from 
Secretary of Agriculture Brannan In 
which Brannan said he will "aid In 
any way possible in making today's 
order effective.”

Brannan said he has been In com­
plete agreement from the outset 
with DlSalle's stated intention to 
prevent further rises in the price of 
cotton and cotton goods. *
Long Staple Exempt

The order does not apply to so- 
called Amerlcan-Egyptlan cotton, 
a long staple variety.

Although the order makes no dis­
tinction between unbaled and baled 
cotton, as a practical matter the 
ceilings are applicable to baled cot­
ton.

There they were 
met by a battalion of U. S. infan­
trymen with fixed bayonets who 
charged down the slope.
Sunrivinf Reds Flee

As the bayonets found their marks, 
the surviving Reds broke in disor­
der and fled to the north, field dis­
patches said.

To Be Started Soon

AUSTIN — Dirt Work will get 
vnder way within the next.30 days 
on the largest locslly financed 
water project to West Texas, with 
a  new dam aeroaa the Colcr^o to 
Scurry County. The whole project, 
to cost 11 1/3 mllUon doUart, will 
supply'water tor a t least three West 
Texas cities—Snyder, Big Spring 
and Odessa.

In addition to the huge «i«m 
which will impound 204,000 acre 
feet of water, there will be a  num­
ber of wells to Martin County to 
augment the water supply, accord­
ing to the engineering report just 
issued.

The project has been undertaken 
by the Colorado River Municipal 
Water District, its board of direc­
tors compoaed of business men of 
each of the three cities. Bonds for 
the projKt were dispoeed of a t a 
low rate of 3.48 per cent, comparable 
to the government’s rate.
Federal Aid Rejected

The group turned down a federal 
government plan to build the water 
supply a t an estimated cost of ap­
proximately tour time as muito as 
the cost of tha locally financed pro­
ject.

Tha result of five years intensive 
study of the project is designed to 
provide ample water for a  popula­
tion of 202543 by 1980 as against a 
present day population of 58,703 for 
the three cities.

Spring, Odessa and Snyder, all oil 
towns, now Is 7507,000 gallons. I t  
la estimated by I960 this use will 
toeraasc to 30544500 gallaos per 
day.

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MHS Homemaki
One of the neweit end moet modem high school home* 

meldng departments in the Southwest is found in Midland 
High School. Housed in five rooms, the department in* 
eludes a laundry room, kitchen, combination dining-living 
room, bedroom, bathroom and clothing laboratory. The 
kitchen is divided into five individual cooking units, each 
complete in itself, and the bedroom is utilized as an in­
firmary as well as for housekeeping practice. Depart­
mental teachers are Faye Massey, sewing, and Clyde 
Parmelly, foods.

In addition to the high school classes held regularly 
during the week, classes for adults are conducted in the 
unit at night. Approximately 40 women, members of the 
West Elementary Parent-Teacher Study Group, were en­
rolled at the last count. The group studies, among other 
things, furniture refinishing, re-upholstering and making 
draperies. The women receive several hours credit for 
their work.

In the Summer months, members of the homemaking

classes conduct a nursery school and for their work zeceivo 
one-half school credit. |

The foods division concentrates on the planning and 
preparing of meals. Through their classes the girls leani 
to select good, wholesome foods and ta  serve nutritions 
meals in their own homes. The budgeting and marketing 
of the familjr’s food allowance is another important .-sub­
ject covered by the course. The class stresses th» inn 
portance of practicing economy at home.

It also teaches the girls to appreciate and strive for 
better homes and surroundings, 'hie students learn the 
value of cleanliness,.how to get by on a limited budget 
and how to care for and repair home equipment.

This weekend approximately 25 students attended the 
Area Homemaking Meeting held in Abilene, The area e»> 
tends from Baisd west to El Paso and south to Brady, 
Sonora and Marfa and covers 36 West Texas ebunties. 
Within this area are 61 homemaking groups with a total 
membership of 2,646 students. Miss Parmelly and Mrs. 
Masse/ were sponsors for the trip.

A person becomes an alcoholic 
through ignorance. One’s social 
drinking sometimes leads to patho­
logical drinking.' From there hla 
sense of guUt causes mental deter­
ioration. lying, and social malad­
justment.
' Badger was introduced to the 
student body by' a local business 
man and a member of the Alco- 
hoUcs Anonymous.

Business Concerns ■ 
Announced By USDCI

I EL PASO—A new re fla tio n  
which gives all business establish*  ̂
ments. government agencies, and 

1 institutions the right to apply,
' ••DO” ratings to obtain malnten-1 
, ance, repair and operating supplies | 
and minor capital additions, is an* 1 
nounced by the El Paso District 
Office of the U. S. Department of 
Commerce. I

Under the new order>-National!
. Production Authority Regulation 4 
' —all establishments in the United : 
States — warehouses, factories, re-1 
tall and wholesale stores, service 
shops, farms, hospitals, schools, li­
braries. churches, federal, state and 
local governmental agencies—may. 
when necessary, use a priority ra t­
ing to procure equipment and sup­
plies for maintenance, repair and 
operation of their present facili­
ties.

In order to apply the MRO ra t­
ing, a person merely has to write 
on his order or a piece of paper 
attached to his order, these words: 
‘•DO-97, Certified under NPA Regu­
lation 4,” and sign it.

The regulation permits applica­
tion of tlie rating, identified as 
DO-97, by business concerns and 
other institutions with individual 
authorization by NPA. The rating 
may be used solely to acquire main­
tenance, repair and operating lup- 
pUes and may not be used to pur­
chase production material (i.e. 
material or components to be In­
corporated in end products) nor 
to purchase major capital items. 
The rating Is equal to all other 
DO ratings and is fully extendible.

Regulation 4 limits the amount 
of material which a person can 
obtain on the strength of his MRO 
priority to specified amounts per 
calendar quarter, based upon the 
total MRO supplies and equipment 
the particular firm or Institution 
used during 1950. Special provi­
sions are made for those that did 
not operate during all or part of 
1950.
