•peech mad* tb* most wonderful 
propaganda for Moscow—for there 
1* nothing that Italy needs more 
than an aqultable ei-etera redistribut­
ing It* populaUon on the vait and 
unused land of the Italian nobility.

AU this, plus ECA'i failure to do 
much about rttally needed housing, 
conUnued to be duck-soup material 
for the Oommunlats to eijilolt. Thli 
also was the subject of a vigorous 
,esnlrovtrsy between ECA Adminis­
trator Dayton and Aiibaaaador Jim­
mie Dunn. Dayten. who Inherited 
Zcllarbech'i admuilktrative Job In 
Italy, la a qul*t.^ken ex-Red Crcaa 
wivkar who at first was regardad 
as a puahover for Italian bureau­
crat* and these ladles, who maka 
monkeys out of roost Americana. 
But, unfortunately, they were sadly 
disappointed. '

Suddenly Dayton began telling the 
Italian govemmant that It bad to 
do something _about housing, land 
reform and even about taxes. He 
also pulled American money out of 
the Open Oate Club. ’ the Pascist 
headquarters knd Rome's swank ntw 
railroad staUon. At first Italian ot- 
Uelals didn’t bellere him. They be­
gan to change their minds, boerew, 
when Dayton made a public speech 
warning that ItalT had better spend 
less money Importing Port Knox gold 
to support the lira and more money 
on things the people needed such as 
housing.

Italy may be a good laboratory tn

partly bboaut* w* have poured 
American otoney Into Italy ever 
since tM and of World War n , 
partly because the Italian people 
are reatenably well disposed toward 
the United Butes and partly be- 
causa communism la takhig a lick­
ing her* for which the Marshall 
Plan It to a oa^erabl*  dtgroe rw- 
spnnsthl*. \

Basloally the westlcn of whether 
Italy or any otner Marshall Plan 
country can carry on after wt leave 
boils down to whsthar they can tuc- 
oessfully tnsUtute tntcmal reforms 
sufficient to combat communism, 
balance their budget* and mustar 
th* courage to tax. In Italy, this 
entire queatlon hat been the sub­
ject of w vitally Important ditput* 
between th* D* Oatporl govemmant 
and ECA Administrator Leon Day- 
ton. with U. 8. AmbwsMdor James 
Dunn siding with th* Italian gov­
ernment agalntt hit fellow Amarl- 
can. It It on* of th* cooat signifi­
cant backstage dlsniselons In Bur- 
op* today.
Pew IweeM* Taxes

What moat Amarlcant don't rM- 
Uxe Is that few European oountriM 
except England snd th* Scandinav­
ian countries ever tmpoee anything 
approaching our Inoams tax on thair 
p e^ e . Since the war most Euro­
pean oountrlas simply have been bal­
ancing their budgets with Marshall 
Plan funds snd other forms of 
American aid. This chiefly bene­
fits the aristocracy of Italy end 
600 temtlles of Prance who for 
years have paid almost no taxes.

Italian taxes, for Instance a r e  
geared to hit th* small farmer and 
th* worker—not th* big landowner 
or the big Industrlallet. When th* 
Italian fanner transports eggs Into 
the Rome market, he’s stopped on 
th* outaklrta of the city and forced 
to pay a tax- of about 10 par cent 
on his produce. When be carries hit 
win* or hi* oUve oil or anjrthlng 
tit* Into the city or acrea* t h a 
county llM he pays a lax.

On bread, for Instanc*. elEht dif­
ferent taxes mutt be paid. 111* farm­
er pays a tax on his wheat aaad, and 
anothar tax co bit land when the 
wlMat ti planted. Then he pays a 
harvest tax plus another thraa per 
cent tax whan th* whMt Is told to 
th* government. Another three par 
oMt tax B paM etomi tM govan- 
mant ton* tM wbaat to tM wtaato- 
talar. than, ptni thoaa, than B an 
adSttienal thraa par cant tax wMn 
It B aald to tM bakar.
