WORLD WAR OVER

THE GREATEST WAR OF ALU 
TIM ES V IR T U A LLY  ENDED 

MONDAY AT 6 A. M.

THE KAISER AND STAFF FLEE
State Department Makes Announce­

ment, But Does Not Give Terms 
of Armist ce.

Washington The greatest world 
end'd Monday moraing at 6:00 

o’clock; Washington time, being 11:00 
o'clock Paris lime. The armLvtlce 
terms were s.gncd at near midnight 
Sunday by the German representa­
tives, empowered with full authority. 
This statement being made b> the 
state department officio,.* early Mon 
day morning.

The statement Is given out by the 
officaJ* of the state department in 
the following form:

••The armistice has been signed.
It was signed at 5 o'clock Mon­
day morning, Paris time.”
The terme of the armistice will 

not be made pirblie until later. Mili­
tary men regard t as certain that 
they will Inc'ude:

Delivery o f a part of the German 
high seas Beet and a certain numhei 
o f submarines to the allied and Am 
enc-an naval forces.

Disarmament of all German war 
ships, under supervision of the allied 
and American navies, which will 
guard them.

Occupation of the principal Ger­
man naval base* by sea forces of 
the victorious nations.

Release o f allied and American 
soldiers, sailors and civilians held 
prisoner In Germany without such 
reciprocal action by the associated 
governments.

Forty seven hours had been re­
quired for the courier to reach Ger­
man headquarters and unquestion­
ably several hours were necessary 
for the examination of the terms and 
a decision It was regarded as poc 
slble. however, that the decision may 
have been made at Berlin and in­
structions transmitted from there by 
the new German government.

There was no Information as to 
the circumstances under which the 
armistice was signed, but since the 
German courier dd  not reach Ger­
man military headquarters until 10 
o'clock Sunday morning. French 
time, it is generally assumed that 
the German envoys within the 
Fren?h lines had been Instructed by 
wireless to sign the terms.

in Europe, described the work of the 
United States navy in the waters sur­
rounding England, Frame. Italy. 
Greece and the Azores.

"Our operations on the British coast 
ute fairly well known, but it probably 
Is not generally reulized that on the 
continent we have a targe personnel 
on shore Hint have more stations in 
France than we hnve in all Eugluud," 
Secretary Roosevelt said.

“ On the west coast o f France w « 
have a series of bases for the repair 
und upkeep of our esi-ortlng ship*, de­
stroyers, submarine ell users, etc. We 
huve been using French facilities so 
far ns possible, but In most eases we 
huve had to erect complete plants so 
Mint these facilities are now more tlmn 
double what they were before we went 
there.

“ All the way from the Spanish bor­
der tn the English channel we have 
established it v In Mon stations so spaced 
that the entire coast line I* covered by 
seaplanes and dirigibles. Nearly all 
these stations are situated at out-of- 
the-way |Miints. some on uninhabited 
islands, others in fishing vessels on 
peninsula*. Labor was almost Impos­
sible to obtain, so these stations were 
built almost entirely by our own sail­
ors. At each station there are from 
2981 to 3(8) men. This aviation force 
and our patrol vessels have been doing 
such splendid work that for the past 
six months there hnve been practical­
ly no sinkings within 50 miles of the 
French coast.

“ At one point we hnve an Immense 
assembly and repair base which em­
ploys more than 5.000 men. An in­
stance of the way In which every hit 
of nmterlnl has Imen utilized Is found 
In connection with this base where, 
before the erection of the permanent 
quarters, the men took packing enses 
In which planes were shipped, and used 
them In building barracks which were 
very comfortable.

"In  northern Frnnce, In co-operation 
w-lth the British, the United States es­
tablished wliat is known as the North­
ern Bombing Group. This was origi­
nally organized to bomb the German 
submarine bases on the Belgian coast. 
A fter the British had blockaded the 
entrance to those harbors. Germans 
were prevented from clearing the chan­
nel by the constant activity o f these 
aviators who doily and nightly dropped 
tons o f explosives on the submarine 
liases.

"W e hnve a considerable naval force 
at Gibraltar. In conjunction with the 
British this force not only pHtrols the 
Atlantic in that vicinity, hut also Is ac­
tive in the Mediterranean escorting 
vessels to and from Italy. Greece and 
Egypt. In the Adriatic wc have es­
tablished a large group o f submarine 
chasers and other vessels at work. 
In conjunction with the Portuguese we 
huve established a base In the Azores."

There appeared to he a misappre­
hension in this country ns well ns In 
France. Assistant Secretary Roose­
velt said, na to the part tnken by (lie 
American navy in transporting troops 
and supplies to French ports. Every 
transport that flies the United States 
flng Is officered, manned and run h.v 
the American navy, he said. Much the 
larger portion o f supplies for the army 
In Frnnce Is tnken ncross in American 
vessels officered Hnd manned by the 
United States navy.

In addition to these supplies the suh- 
slntenep division lias bought more than 
inn.inni.ink) cans of salmon -enough for 
fin- army's requirements for a year.

March 31. and ending October '.'7, 
(lie fuel administration planned to gath­
er facta from many sources In various 
sections of the country to determine 
the saving in fuel likely to result from 
the operation of the law.

In one district from which definite 
facts were obtained It was shown that 
the saving o f coal was I7V* tons per

reached. The fuel administration savs 
that the “daylight saving" plan In Eu- 
rofiean countries has been effectual 
chiefly In the seven longer month*.

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Consumiitlon of coal was reduced 
hy a million and n quarter tons during 
the seven months' operation o f the 
"daylight saving” law. according to fig­
ures compiled hy the United States 
fuel sdministradon. When the docks 
were set Hheod «n hour, beginning Sun-" 
dsy. March 81. and ending October 27, 
the fuel administration planned to gath­
er fact* from many sources In various 
sections of the country to determine 
die saving In fuel likely to result from 
the operation of the law. These data 
have been compiled and form the husis 
o f the estimate of the nmount o f coni 
saved.

In one district from which definite 
facts were obtained It was shown that 
the saving of coal was 1714 tons per 
1.000 of population for the period o f 
seven months. These figures were 
checked against record* obtained from 
other places In different sections hav­
ing the same relative conditions, and 
from the Information thus collated the 
estimate of 1,250,000 tan* saved Is 
reached. The fuel sdministradon says 
tliHt the “daylight saving”  plun In Ku- 
rojiean countries has been effectual 
chiefly In Ihe seven longer mouths.

A national system for the collection 
snd disposal of materials which It la 
most desired to reclaim at this tlm^, 
such as paper, cotton and woolen ragx. 
si eel. copper, brass, tine, rubber, tin. 
leather, lead, tin foil, etc., has been 
organised nnd a working plan for ev­
ery community. Including towns with 
5,0is> population Slid outlying dis­
tricts. ns well ns large inetro|Ni|ltan 
centers, has been formulated.

This system will he administered hy 
the war prison labor and national 
waste reclamation section o f the war 
Industries board. It Is expected that 
children will gather paper and rags 
and every family Join In the movement 
and help their local reclamation coun­
cil when It begins the work. With the 
organization of the local councils, 
through the war prison and national 
waste reclamation section, collection 
nnd dls|s)«al will he arranged for every 
household. apartment. department 
store, office building and city, slate 
nnd federal Ihstltutlon.

Distribution of 20.ooo.ono food card* 
among American housewives will be 
made by the United States food admin­
istration on December 1. Instead of Oc­
tober 27, as was originally planned. 
The spread o f Influenzn and the con­
sequent ban on all manner of public 
gatherings nnd activities, including pa­
triotic work, prompted the postpone­
ment o f the campaign.

The new cnrtl will contain no regu­
lations regnrillng either "wheatless” or 
“ meatless" days, hut will urge ns n 
whole die careful saving of all edibles, 
particularly wheat, meat, fats and su­
gar.

Spiced Oatmeal Cakes.— ileut one- 
fourth o f a cupful o f molasses to boil­
ing; ndd three tuldcspoonful* o f fa t ; 
add nnc-huif eupful o f cooked outmeal 
and one and u half cupfuls o f flour, 
one-fourth o f a cupful o f sugur, the 
name o f rulstns, one-half teaspoonful 
o f baking powder und one-fourth o f 
a tensiMMiiiful o f simIu, one-half tea- 
Hpoouful o f cinnamon; heat well und 
bake In muffin pans thirty minutes. 
This makes one dozen cukes.

A cupful o f cooked (tatmeul added 
to the usual bread sponge will be 
found to nuJke a most tasty bread, or 
the uncooked oatmeal may be scalded 
with milk or milk and water, letting 
Ii stand covered for a half-hour, then 
add to the bread spouge.

Barn of This Type Must Be Used Be­
fore Its Many Conveniences and 

Economies Can Be Thor­
oughly Appreciated.

Better furm methods require better 
buildings, not necessarily ex|x-n*lve 
ones, hut buildings that ure well 
planned and properly adapted to the 
work for which they are Intended. A 
farm building should he first a prop­
erty saver, second u labor saver. Farm

feed overhead. It leaves a dear space 
for the horse fork, which works freely 
from one end o f the building to the 
other. Itixifs like thlH are compara­
tively new. The first ones built were 
not strong enough to stand heavy 
wind*, ami some o f them blew down, 
but there hus been no such trouble re­
cently. I f  properly braced each side 
forms a truss and the two trusses meet 
together at the peak.

There are hoy chutes at the sides 
for putting down hay and bedding und 
there Is u stairway for convenience 
In getting up und down.

To help out nt feeding time there 
should he u silage carrier to run from 
the silo down the different alleys to 
distribute the feed.

This Is oue rea­
son for placing the. sib* at the side.

The manure alley In the center la 
wide enough so It I* not necessary to 
have a pile of manure outside o f the 
stable. Manure Is worth a great deal 
more when If Is drown Immediately 
from the stable to the field. This barn 
looks well and It Is a good practical 
barn.

It Is a building In which he converts 
raw muterluls Into manufactured 
products. In u dairy stable he takes 

| cheap feed* nnd manufacture* them 
Into expensive cream and hutter. In 
fi*edlng stables und hog]x*ns he manu­
factures high-priced breeding stix-k. 
a* well ns good beef, mutton nnd pork 
out o f cheap grain und cheaper rough- , 
age.

It makes n great difference In the 
profits whether this barn factory Is so 
constructed that the animals may be 
comfortable enough to make the best 
possible use o f the feeds given them. 
Profits are also seriously affected by i 
the labor problem. Burns and stables 
may he so arranged as to conserve la­
bor or to waste labor.

In selecting a plun the farmer hltn- 1 
s e l f  niust he the Judge o f what he 
needs. The kind o f farm building best 
adapted to one part o f the country Is j 
not suitable for another. Tw o farms 
adjoining need different buildings, be­
cause (lie kind o f farming differs 
with Individuals. One farmer mukes 
a great mlstuke hy blindly copying 
what another funner uses to ad van- 1 
tage. Every building requires care­
ful study to fit It Into environments 
o f the farm and the peculiarities of 
the man.

In building, hy all means secure the 
services o f the best mechanics within 
reuch. Their wages ure a little higher, 
but they seldom s|x>ll material, and 
the Job Is almost always more satis­
factory In the end.

Judgment Is necessary In haying ma- , 
terlnls; generally speaking, the best 
Is the cheapest, hut It often hnppens 
that a goixl second grade answers the 
purpose Just as well, while effecting 
considerable saving In cash.

Fanners may save a great deal by 
getting ready weeks, or months be­
fore building. Putting up even a 
small building runs Into a great deal 
o f work. Often the time required 
Is more than twice as much us the 
estimates. By having everything on 
the ground confusion Is avoided, as 
well as the unnecessary expense o f J 
getting things together In a great | 
hurry, often at an Inconvenient sea- 1 
son.

There 
being no male descendants, the crown 
went through the daughters.

(n good condition to go through 
the winter months. Cows which go 
Into the winter tn good vitality and 
with undiiulnlshed milk flow ure the 
one* which will make moat economical 
use of the high-priced feed* given them 
during that period. Keep up the milk 
flow during the fall month* by proper 
feeding. It will pay.

Cold, uncomfortable cows will not 
make economical uae o f feed. Their 
highly developed nervou* systems are 
very susceptible to sudden change* In 
temperature. Thl* should be borne In 
mind In the fall when the first cold 
rains and cold wind* come. Protection 
from these will prevent the reduction 
lu milk flow which they always cause. 
Do not waste feed by letting your 
cow# stand out In cold wiad* and rain.

LETTERS FROM FRANCE.

(The following letter is from Grady 
Kespess, who is with tbe American 
Expeditionary Forces to his father, 
J. T. Kespess o f Cottonwood.)

Somewhere in France. 
Sept. 21st, 1918. 

My Dear Papa; Thie is Saturday- 
night and one year ago tbia morning 
I began drawing aoldiera pay in 
the U. S. Army, a day that will long 
be remembered.

I am still with many o f the boys 
thst came to camp as I  did, and it 
seems like I have known them all my 
life. There were some very fine 
boys that left that night.

Of course Dad, it might have been 
pretty hard to see your last boy 
lea\ e, but deep down in your dear 
old heart you felt proud of every one 
of them and you would not have had 
one of us to act like some you know 
for anything in this world, and bad 
they shown tbe least bit of yellow 
they would not have been one bit 
like that sixteen year old Southern 
boy who put on "Th e  gray and offer, 
ed his life for bie dear old Soutb- 
land.

Don't never think that I am tired 
of my duty, for you know what 
old Gen Lee said about the word 
duty, so Dad cheer up. Get out in

(Tbe following letter is from Robert* 
Estes, Co. C., 111th Engineers, A. 
K. F., to bis parents. Mr. and Mrs. 
Lee Estes and other members of tbe 
fam ily.)

Un the Western Front, France.
Sunday, Oct. 6th, 1917.

My Dearest Papa, Mama, Fred, 
Bertha and Fred J r ., : W ill write
you all a few lines to let you know 
I am fine and dandy, in good health 
and hope you all are the same. Have 
not the time to write each one 
separate letter, so will write you all 
at tbe same time. You understand 
tbe situation over here and know how 
busy 1 have been.

I received Papas letter, 2 from 
Mama, 1 from Fred and Bertha, also 
1 from Grandma, sure did appreciate 
and enjoy every one o f them, and 
want you all to keep on writing me, 
and above all don’t worry about me 
for 1 feel safe enough under the 
circumstances and feel like it won t 
be many months until I am home 
with you all again.

Things look fine over here, we are 
whipping the Boche on every side 
and I think they have all they can 
stand o f it by now, but you all read 
the papers and know just what we 
are doing. Dad, don t you think we 
Americans did a nice job? We 
couldn't do otherwise for the people 
back home were expecting us to do 
great things and we did it and mors 
too, and are still going after the 
Boche. He isn't getting s minute’s 
rest, and we don’t intend to let up 
until It is a finished job. And I 
truly believe it won’t take us much 
longer.

Papa I know you wanted to be 
over here with me, you and Fred, 
both, but I will tell you all about 
it when I come home. 1 have seen 
thousands of Boche prisoners and 
they all say they are glad to get a 
chance to surrender. They were sure 
fixed up where we are now, as they 
bad been here since 1916. Some o l 
the dugouts were furnished like 
palaces, and believe me tbe devils 
left everything they bad as we did 
not give them time to take away any' 
thing. Among a lot o f stuff were 
fine wines, all kinds o f clothing, 
guns and ammunition, and machine 
gnns by the hundreds. Some of 
these dugouts were 50 feet deep. 
This was old Hindenburgs' strongest 
position , and you have read so mueb

about his trenches of steel and con. 
crete— well tbe old guy loal all of 
that. Uncle Sam a big guns tore 
them up like egg shells. This was 
tbe hardest fighting o f tbe war. I 
could write a book about it, but will 
wait and tell you all o f it when I 
come home.

Fred, many thanks to you and 
Bertha for tbe check. 1 will buy 
candy with it. Have not bad much 
o f a chance the last month to spend 
any money.

1 saw two “ Y "  girls up here on 
the front the other day and both had 
their gas masks and helmets, which 
are two very necessary things to 
have on at all times as you never 
know when the Boche is going to 
send over a lot o f gas or shrapnel 
But can say be hasn't had much 
time to do this the last few days 
A few shells are coming over now 
but mighty few. Wish you could 
see what Uncle is sending them over 
for their supper tonight, be is send 
ing tons o f steel on tbe devils, 
don't see how they can stand it, und 
they can't either for they are on the 
run

* Mama 1 am sure you enjoyed your 
visit to Uncle W ill and family, 
received a letter from you while you 
while there, also one from I'ncle Wi>l 
and Aunt Ollie, and will auswer 
them. I wrote Uncle John, Uncle 
Phil and E. M. Wristen today. Tell 
Bob Warren I wrote him, but be say 
why don't l write, so guess be never 
got it so will write him again. No 
sir, I haven't forgotten an old pal 
like Bob. Give him and his folk 
my best regards and tell him I will 
get him a Boche for a Xmas present 
Papa, how are H. C. McGowen and 
Wrie, tell them I am looking for a 
letter from them. Jim A. and Char 
ley Young are o k, phone their 
mothers, also all the other home 
boys with me are the same.

W ill write to Grandma, Aunt 
Sena and Aunt Mattie soon as possi 
ble. Sure did enjoy Grandma's 
letter. How is Little Fred and bis 
dog, tell him Uncle Kobcrt thinks of 
him all tbe time and I look at his 
picture every day, it's so natural of 
him. Give my best regards to Mr 
Parker and family. Tell Mr. Par­
ker these German’s remind me of 
those old out-law cows we used to 
run in the brush. They fight like 
Hell in tbe bushes and mountain 
but once get them exposed and up 
goes their bands, crying “ Kamrad.”

Must close for this time, will 
write every chance so don’t worry 
when you don't hear from me for 1 
wilt always do my best at all times.

Tell everybody hello. Tell Frank 
and Clare they are not forgotten, 
will write them soon.

The motive which moved Htliekah 
to semt Jacob away was n mixed one. 
She realized that Ksau’s anger was hot 
■ gainst Jacob, even to the point where 
he was likely to k il1 him. Site further 
knew that Justice would hnve to be 
meted out to him, and thus site would 
ne bereft o f them bo il. Then, too, 
••he realized thnt i f  Jacob remained 
in that land he would likely marry a 
Heathen woman nnd thus defeat God's 
purpose regarding the covenant nation. 
Hits latter she pressed upon Isaac as 
i  motive for sending him away.

I. Jacob'* Flight (v. 10).
He was fleeing from his outraged

arother. His flight wns neeessury to 
tave his life. He seems not to have 
tone the common road, so as to he less 
likely overtaken by Esau, should he 
jursue him. Through forced march he 
reaches Bethel, a spot nearly fifty 
lilies away, by nightfall.

II. Jacob's Vision (vv, 11-17).
Jacob’* soul was peculiarly tested.

He had ’.o leave home and mother. On 
he wuy to Harun night overtakes him, 
ind he Is obliged to sleep in a field 
with a itoue for his pillow and the 
:anopy Of heaven for a covering. It 
wns urfler such circumstances that the 
Lord fa ve  him the wonderful vision at 
Bethel. Many times the rough experi­
ences and severe trials o f life help us 
in toward God. Luxury and heuvenly 
visions do not usuully go together. 
Tills finds illustration In John on I ’ut- 
atos; Stephen looking Into heaven 
cvhlle being stoned, and John /lunyun 
In Bedford jull.

1 . H saw a ladder reaching from 
earth to heaven (v. 12 ).

This suggests a meuns o f communl- 
ration between earth and heuvfn, be­
tween man and God. It showed Jacob 
that in spite o f his awful sin there 
was a way to heaven for him. Jesus 
'’ hrlst is the ludder connecting eurth 
ind heaven for us (John 1:51; 14:6; 
Hebrews 10: lit, 20). In the Incarna­
tion Jesus Christ descended to earth's 
lowest depth and made u way upon 
which human feet might climb to 
neaven. Fortunate are they who In 
he time« of earth's triuls discern this 

ladder!
2. He faw  angels o f God upon the 

ladder (r. 12 ).
They w r e  ascending and descending 

upon this ladder. These angels were 
lh« divine helpers to render needed as­
sistance along life ’s way. Though un- 
wen, God's angels guide and protect 
us on our earthly pilgrimage. They 
iscend unto the Father with our needs, 
»nd descend unto us with God's reply. 
Christ Is a real man, and so can Iden­
tify hltnself with tis; he is the very 
God, really divine, and so Is able to lift 
us to God and secure our reconcilia­
tion with him.

8. l ie  saw the Lord standing above 
the ladder (vv. 13-17).

To show Jacob that the ladder did 
not merely reach Into space, the per- 
mnal God appeared and talked with 
h<m. His message is filled with Infi­
nite grace. (1 ) He declared the God 
i f  Ahrnhum and Isnac (v. 13).
thus assuring Jacob that the same 
Hunt! that guided his fathers wns over 
him. (2) He renewed the covenant ns 
(<i the land (v. 13). Though Jacob was 
now fleeing from the innd, yet the 
covenant would not fall, for Jacob nnd 
his seed should possess it. (3 ) As­
sured him of n numerous seed (y. 14). 
They would spread ahroatl to the 
north, nnd south, and east, and west. 
(4) Tlte divine presence with the wan­
dering Jacob (v. Ifi). Though he had 
slnnetl and wns reaping what he had 
sown, yet God was with him,

III. Jacob’* Vow (vv. 18-22).
God's gracious visitation provoked 

Jacob to make a vow. Each sight of 
God should cause us to n new our ob­
ligation to him. Ills  vow Inrlttded three 
things: ( 1 ) Dedication o f himself to
God (v. 12). This Is the frs t thing to 
do. Our gifts are an aboinirntion while 
the life Is withheld from Ged. (2) Wor­
ship established (vv. IS. 19). "This 
stone shall he God’s house " Worship 
always follows dedication i f  one's self 
to God. There Is personal communion 
between God and those who worship 
him. ( 8) Consecrntinn if his sub­
stance, o f his possession; (v. 22). 
Those who have fellowship with Ged 
recognize God’s claim upon their pos­
sessions. God's grace should constrain 
us to give o f our substance to him.
