Hwachon Dam.

The Reds’ man-made smoke
screen began to lft late Tuesday
afternoon. United Nations war-
planes roared into gction with jel-
lied gasoline bombs, rockets and
machine guns.

On the ground, Allied infantry-
men battered the Reds with artil-
lery and rifle fire.

Thousands of combat-ready Com-
munist soldiers were massed in the
hills north of the dam. The Allied
attack was almed to keep them off
balance and block their long-ex-
petted ‘Spring offensive.

Rigid Censorship

Rigid new censorship regulations
issued by Lt. Gen. Matthew B.
Ridgway, new Allied supreme com-
mander, banned all references to
the exact size and location of Chi-
nese and Red Korean forces.

On the western front, United Na-
tions troops maintained their pres-
sure south of Chorwon. The town,
17 miles north of the border, was
destroyed by artillery and air at-
tacks earlier this month. It still is
an important Chinese base and road
junction.

Yonchon, on the road = leading
northwest to Chorwon, was aban-
doned by the Reds. The Allies hold
high ground on all sides of Yon-
chon, but have not entered -the
town itself. i

The Reds lighted forest fires and
smudge pots in an effort to hide
their ground movements from the
prying eyes of Allied pilots. They
used the same trick last November,
just before they opened their drive
down the heart of the peninsula. ’

Korean Problem Remains

Basic to the entire dilemma confronting the United

States and the UN in the Far East is how to conclude the |

war in Korea. As that conflict now is being conducted, no
one can see any end to it. Soldiers in the field and people
at home wonder where we are heading and how long the
fighting will last.

The puzzle is not solved by the ouster of General
MacArthur—it is only highlighted. In fact, his successor,
General Ridgway, declared just a short time ago—"I see
no end to the military operations unless there is a political
seftlement.” All this concern is perfectly natural.
< We know we and other UN countries are in Korea to

‘resist Red aggression. We are doing that successfully.
But we don’t know how much of Korea we are supposed to
sweep clear of the aggressor. _

From the fact our troops are shoving the Communists
northward above the 38th parallel, it’s evident our top dip-
lomats and military men don’t consider that line a final
stopping point. But it’s just as plain that with General

Ridgway’s present force he can’t hope to thrust the Chi-

n Reds out of all Korea.

A fresh look at the map shows why. Above Pyong-
vang, the Red capital, the peninsula constriets to a narrow
waist about 100 miles across, which probably is defensible
against heavy odds with the force we have. But north of
there Korea fans out broadly like the upper half of an
hour glass. The border touching Manchuria and Siberia
is 500 miles long.

Obviously it is much harder to protect that border
than to secure the Korean waist against new ﬁed thrusts.
Especially since a defending army could not get at enemy
bases enjoying sanctuary behind the Yalu River.

Furthermore, while Red bases thus have a certain
immunity, the reverse is true of UN forces. As last Fall's
headlong retreat showed, an army stretching its supply
lines from Southern Pusan clear to the Yalu is extremely
vulnerable to enemy assault. -

These are the basic difficulties which limit the action
of UN troops in Korea. Those forces cannot be expected
to do a job that is meant for a bigger army. And they can-
not be expected to safeguard extended supply lines when
they’re barred from attacking the enemy’'s privileged
bases.

Here we run smack into the riddle American and
other UN leaders are puzzling over. They believe that to
bomb Manchurian bases or invade the Chinese mainland
might well unleash general war in the Orient, with Russia
fully involved. This they don’t want because they fear it
would leave Europe weakened and exposed, and they re-
gard Europe as the greater prize, to be held above all.

This is the real heart of the matter. The U. S. and
other UN countries are trying to fight a war in Korea that
will liberate the peninsula and yet fall short of precipitat-

,ing general war. That is no mean trick. It isn’t a bit sur-
prising that leaders hesitate over just how far they can go.

Yet, some kind of decision must be reached before
long. Bombing Manchuria and invading China proper
are out so long as top officials believe it means a larger
war. But should we or our allies or both send more troops
to Korea?

To an outsider far from the front, such a decision
looks like the first order of business. If the answer is a
final, flat “no’”” on more soldiers, then it will be apparent
to us and to all that we have no intention of freeing the
entire peninsula. The prospects then would be either the
ebb and flow of continuous campaigning over perhaps
years, or some kind of stalemate somewhere between the
38th parallel and the Korean waist.

Only a Chinese collapse or withdrawal of Russian aid
to the aggressor could alter this outlook.

Which course is it to be? Delay in deciding is no en-
couragement to the'sound conduct of this war either on
the diplomatic front or in the field.

Pattern For Futility

The Big Four powers have been at it for a month in
Paris now. In case you’ve forgotten, this isn’t a confer-
ence about peace.treaties, or rearmament, or world ten-
sions. It’s just a session to decide what the nations’ fore
eign ministers should talk about if and when a confer-
ence is held.

, The story is the old familiar one, of course. The Rus-
sians and the West can’t get together. If the West makes
a concession, Russia’s Andrei Gromyko comes up with some
new demand. If he gives a little ground, he offsets it with
some other impossible qualification.

Is there anyone left who seriously believes the Rus-
sians want to negotiate genuinely for peace?

On May 18, 1836, a band of 500
Indians attacked. That fight s
known as the Fort Parker Massacre.

Among the few who lived were
Cynthia Ann and her six-year-old
brother, John. She was then nine.
The indians captured them.

Little is known about her for
the next five years. At that time,
|a trader saw her living with the
Cherokees.

Ten years later (in 1851) a band
of hunters recognized her. They
attempted to persuade her to re-
turn to civilization. She then was
Nocona's wife

James T. De Shields, who wrote
a book about the girl, gives this
| account of the meeting with the
| hunters

When they asked her to return to
civilisation, she shook her head
| “and pointed to her little, naked,
| barbarian offspring sporting at her

feet and to the great, greasy, lazy
buck sleeping in the shade near at
hand, the locks of a score of scalps
damgling at his belt and whose first
utterance upon awakening would

He
brought a quick climax to Nocona's
life and Cynthia Ann's freedom.

i Reports of Nocona's last days vary
| somewhat. But essentially they are

this: .

The Comanches renewed their |
|raids in the Wichita Falls area.
That brought Ross and his rangers
{on the run. They were joined by 20
/U. 8. cavalrymen and 70 civilian
| volunteers.

A sandstorm roared in on Dec. 18,
1860, while Ross and his small army
were on the prowl. |

In the Pease Valley bctt'eeni
Crowell and Thalia, Texas, scouts
topped a rise and saw an Indian
village.

The rangers and cavalrymen had
| outridden the volunteers. Neverthe-
less, Ross ordered an attack.

The village, it developed, did not
contain the main body of Coman-
ches. This group was moving to new ‘
grounds about 175 miles away. All
that remained at the village was a
rear guard.

With the sandstorm to hide their
| movements, the attackers over-
whelmed the Indians befors the
tribesmen knew danger was near.
