Asked what position the union
would take in the event the em-
ployes strike without union or-
ders, Lonergan said that would de-
pend upon circumstances at the
time.

Contract negotiations were re-
cessed late Saturday until 10 a. m.
Sunday. Lonergan said Saturday's
session produced “no agreement on
any point.”

000 for the April-June quarterly
period. It's about a third less than
the 1,900,000 cars built in the July-
September period last year.

Two men were killed Sat-
urday in an auto wreck on

In other accidents in the rain near
Sherman and Dallas, 13 persons
were injured.

Earlier, hurricane winds, striking
about 3:45 p. m., toppled a radar
tower and damaged roofs of build-
-ings at the Dallas Naval Afr Sta-
tion and the Hensley Air Force
Base during a severs thunderstorm.
85-Mile Winds

Weather observers at the alr sta-
tion clocked the winds at 75 t0 &
miles an hour. Elsewhere in Dale
las winds reached velocities of 30
to 35 miles an hour,

Streetz were flooded and streams
rose fast in the Bonham area on
the Red River as more than two
inches of rain fell.

More than one and one-half
inches of rain washed Dallas, Fort
Worth got .41 inch. Steady show-
ers fell at Abilene, Big Spring,
Mineral Wells and in the Wichita
Falls area.

UN Troops Pound
At Reds As Allied
"Pursuif Phase’ Ends

TOKYO — (# — The Allied all-
out offensive ended - Saturday but
United Nations troops hacked away
Sunday at growing Red resistance
north of the 38th parallel.

New censorship regulations —
strictest of the war—were clamped
down Saturday, then eased slightly
Sunday to permit a trickle of front«
line detail.

Almost all of South Korea was
free of Communist troops. But an
Eighth Army staff officer said large
groups of Reds were moving south-
ward toward the central front.

All along the front, UN troops
met stiffening Red resistance. At
Yongong, north of the 38th parallel
on the central front, 2000 Com-
munists began attacking Saturday
night and didn't withdraw until 1
a. m. Sunday. The Eighth Army
staff officer, however, described
most of the enemy action as “stub-
born delaying action.” UN gains
were mostly under two miles.

Lie Calls For Cease-Fire

The Eighth Army commander, Lt.
Gen. James A. Van Fleet announced
Saturday that the “pursuit phase™
of the “all out offensive” was ended.
Twenty-four hours earlier, UN Sec-
retary General Trygve Lie had
asked the Reds if they would agree
to a cease-fire near the 38th par-
allel. This led to some speculation
that & peace move was under way.

0il-State Senators
Take Issue On Need
For Synthetic Fuels

WASHINGTON A — Three
oll-state senators disagree with Sec- |
retary of the Interior Chapman over
the need for commercial production
of synthetic fuels

Chapman recently told the Senate
Banking Committee “It is time to |
put our oll shale and coal resources |
to work” in making gasoline, oil and
other liquid fuels. |

‘But Senators Kerr (D-Okla), |
Schoeppel (R-Kan) and Carlson ‘
(R-Kan), all

former chaifmen of |
the Interstate Oil Compact Com-
mission, said Saturday they see no
present necessity for any large-
scale expansion of the shale-coal
program

Their view is that the petroleum
industry can meet all requirements
from known oil reserves

| Chapman, appearing before the
Senate committee to urge extension
of Defense Production Act beyond
June 480, recommended an amend-
ment which would authorize the
government to bulld industrial
plants needed for defense.

He said such plants are needed,
particularly for specialized produc-
tion in the oil and minerals in-
ustries.

“One or two shale and coal plants
of commercial size, built now, would
pioneer future large-scale produc-
tion of liquid fuels from these
sources,” he testified.

Steel Needs Cited

Senator Kerr, an oil operator, told
a reporter he feels there is no need
for the government to build com-

| mercisd-sized plants, either for pro-
duction from oil shale or to refine
petroleum products

Schoeppel, a member of the com-
mittee before which Chapman ap-
peared. said there is no necessity
for large-scale expansion of shale
or coal plants in view of the known
oil reserves if the industry gets steel
it needs and present tax and other
incentives are continued.

‘I think we can meet all
quirements from our known oil re-
serves,” the Kansan said

Carlson said the oil companies
will meet the nation's needs if they
are supplied the necessary steel
This, he said, would be cheaper and
would mean more to the national
security than investing in commer-
cial-sized plants for production from
coal and shale.

Seven Known Dead
As Weather Stages
Freakish June Binge

By The Amecciated Press
Large areas of the country were
weather-groggy Saturday from a
freak June binge of the elements
that killed at least seven and de-
stroyed crops and property.
There were stormas, tornadic
winds, heat, cold, drenching rains,
snow, drought and floods.
