If all children faced out-
of-school study in the same way,
parents could more easily learn
how much responsibility they
should take in seeing that it is done.
But your older child may do his
home study so matter-of-factly that
you aren't prepared when the
younger child turns out w0 be a
homework shirker, or what is even
harder t0 deal with, a homework
dreader
Neglect of homework may re-
quire reminders on your part,
but this is a fairly simple and
an almest universal discipline
problem, Moreover, shirking
isn’'t so apt to cary inte adult
life because there aren’'t many
chances of getting away with
it. But dreading work—think-
ing abeut it but putting it off,
suffering in advance as if It
were something  distasteful,
fearing you won't succeed with
it—this neurotic approach teo
one’'s dally tasks is a mental
habit that is very hard to break.
It usually begins in early child-
bood so If your child repeatedly
gets In a dither over his assign-
ments, worrying about them in-
stead of doing them, start now
while he is in the lower grades
to help him attack his work
more directly. The wasted en-
ergy caused by dreading work
is frightful enough; but the un-
happiness and actual suffering
this way of woerking causes
throughout life makes it imper-
ative for parenis to help their
children overcome it.
To do this, first talk over the
homework problem with your
child's teacher. You'll know then

Q. s there any definite length of
time after a vetleran is discharged
in which he must make application
for university entrance or other
schooling? How long Is he al-
lowed to attend college under this
regulation? I he works a few
months or & year after discharge
before applying, is his application
likely to be denied?—Denver, Colo.

A The G.1. bill, as now written,
provides you may make applica-
tion for schooling at any time with-
in two years after your honorable
discharge or the end of the war,
whichever is later. You are entitled
to at least one year, and if you
were not over 25 when you en-
listed, you are entitled to school-
ing not to exceed the length of time
you spent in service after Sep-
tember 16, 1940, and not to exceed
four years in all.

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Although
the public is, in general, looking to
Washington for a solution to the
strike epidemic which is spreading
over the country, it seems doubtful
it any final solution will be worked
out by either the department of
labor or congress. Settlement of
strikes, in the final analysis, must
be brought about by conference be-
tween management and labor. Al-
though the department of labar, un-
der wartime regulations, has the
| power to end strikes, if those pow-
| ers were used now it is believed
that it would merely postpone a sit-
uation for which a permanent
solution must be found.

Although the battle between

| labor and management is apt

to get much more severe before
any peace is arrived at, it is
believed bere that it will prob-
ably end by compromise—that
labor will get part of what it is
asking. Labor’'s aim is to keep
wages at wartime levels even
though the number of working
hours may be greatly reduced.
Management is in the position
of being asked to agree to a ma-
jor increase In Its payrolls
while, at the same time, it has
been clearly told by the govern-
ment that it will not be able to
increase the price of the goods
it sells.

Business analysts here point out
that labor and taxes are the two
greatest expenses of industry. The
answer, they suggest, may be a
shift of tax money to payrolls —
that management could afford to
pay labor more if its taxes were
reduced.

Tax legislation will probably be
presented to congress soon. Many

Each week brings the announce-
ment of the termination of more
and more wartime restrictions.

But materials of many
kinds may continue to be scarce
for some time, although the gov-
ernment has already launched a
program to break bottlenecks, pre-
vent hoarding of materials and
speed manufacture of necessary
building needs.

Under this plan the National
Housing agency will give free
advisory service to home buy-
ers for evaluating the homes
they are eol.dd.m.nc buying.
