“We certainly can't do that day
after day throughout the year,” said
the city manager,

During the Fall and Winter
months, the production of all the
water fields will be eased up to per-
mit recovery from the heavy Spring
and Summer demands.

Oswalt pointed out that the pres-
sure difficulties in the Permian Es-
tates area will not be ironed out
completely until a new 1,000,000-
gallon storage tank west of the city
limits is completed.

Construction work on this tank is
expected to begin in October with
completion due by January 1.

A Practical Approach

Not long ago the last of three study groups, this one
headed by Mervin J. Kelly, president of Bell Telephone
Laboratories, reported on the nation’s continental de-
fenses. The conclusions were not cheerful, but neither
were they as alarming as earlier reports.

All the experts who have looked into the problem
agree Russia could carry out a surprise air attack upon this
country that would result in heavy loss of life and sub-
stance and might impair considerably our capacity to
launch a counter-offensive.

The so-called Project Lincoln, the report of scientists
at Massachusetts Institute of Technology, especially was
gloomy on this score. It recommended we build $20,000,-
000,000 worth of additional air defenses to meet the

danger.

But the Kelly group, part of whose task was to review
these pessimistic findings, believes that a perfect air de-
fense is unattainable and impractical.

For example, even supposing we could work out sen-
sible goals for a vastly expanded defense network, of what
use would it be when ocean-spanning guided missiles
make their appearance?

The Kelly report stresses bluntly the fact that com-
plete security from attack is beyond reach. But it would
have us improve our system for detecting and intercepting
attackers, and multiply civil defense devices to cut cas-

ualties.

Its fundamental conclusion is that the best defense is |
a good offense. In other words, it proposes that we de-
velop the most powerful atomic weapons—and the ability
to carry them to the enemy. These things, more than any
other, are perhaps the strongest deterrent to any assault
from Russia that we could hope to muster.

This conviction may not sound strikingly original.
But it gets new force from its repetition on the heels of the
Project Lincoln report. Reasserted this way, it wipes out

foolish dreaming about making this continent impregnable. |
It tells us realistically what we must do if we really wish to |
avoid a war,

It should be reasonable to hope that the lawmakers|
now deeply concerned over the size and make-up of the
future American air force give close heed to the sober,
moderate views expressed in the Kelly report.

Maybe Roscoe Ladu has the right answer. Keep
yourself so occupied with the simple business of living that
you haven’t time to worry about atom bombs, wars, taxes,
and the like. Ladu, according to press dispatches, lives in
a trailer in Albany, N. Y., with his wife and four children,
a mode of existence that would keep the average man
pretty well occupied. But Ladu goes further. He also
has five monkeys, six dogs and 16 birds. Try operating
both a zoo and a kindergarten in an 8-by-20 trailer some
time and see if you have time for any such petty outside
annoyances as war.

Secretary McKay had not
read my column at that time, so
he couldn’'t have commented on it,
although he was shown an advance
copy when his plane reached Den-
ver about 2 am

Later that morning, when he got
to Portland, the copy of “his” let-
ter to me was waiting for him,
having been sent by telegram by
Undersecretary Tudor. Secretary
McKay and his press aide, Larry
8mith, then rushed it off to the
press in time for the afternoon
papers.

That's fast work, and the secre-
tary is to be complimented on smart
public relations.

| One important thing in Secretary
McKay's letter, which he repeats
| three times, is that he didn't pre-
| pare the proposed contract whereby
| the private utilities take over Bon-
| neville power.

“Bonneville Administrator Paul
| Raver did not ‘receive a copy of
| this new contract from Washing-
ton,” the Tudor letter written to
me for Becretary McKay repeated.
“The contracts were originated in
the administrator’s office at Port-
land, Ore. Coples were sent to
Washington.”

Becretary McKay is partly
wrong about this. And since he at-
taches so much importance to the
point, let's examine the facts. The
fact is that during the week of
March 23, James Polhemus, head of
| Portland General Electric, Confer-
red in Washington with Secretary
McKay and other officials. Follow-
ing this, Polhemus wrote a letter,
dated March 26, in which he vir-
tually dictated the main points of
the contract by which the private
utilities wanted to take over Bon-
neville power.

One important point in the letter
was that no more Bonneville power
was to be sold to private industry

Further talks were held in Wash-
Ington, and, at Secretary McKay's
direction, talks were continued in
Portland. He not only knew about
the talks, but was sympathetic to
them, and directed that they be
held. The talks began on March
30, with Puget Sound Light and
Power, Pacific Power and Light,
Mountain States Power, as well as
Portland General Electric attend-

ing.
Utllities Write Contract

| Then, on April 6, the meeting was
| enlarged to include California Ore-
gon Company, California-Pacific
| Utllities, Montana Power, and
E Washington Water Power. Idaho
Power was the only major North-
west company not attending. At this
meeting further progress was made
in outlining & contract, and on April
8 Bonneville Administrator Raver
sent a schedule of these negotiations
to Assistant Secretary of the In-
terior Aandahl, together with a
copy of Polhemus' letter of March 26.

Finally, on or about May 18, Sec-
retary McKay gave his final okay

| to the historic change in policy
’ whereby government power would be
| handed over to the utilities. And
|on May 22 Raver mailed copies of
| the amazing new contracts to Alcoa,
Reynolds Metals, Kaiser Aluminum,
American Carborundum and other
big industries using government
power from Bonneville.

These contracts, of which I have
a copy, are 40 pages long, excluding
exhibits—too long and complicated
for repetition here.

However, they refute categorical-
ly Secretary McKay's statement in
the letter Undersecretary Tudor
wrote for him to me that:

“The privately owned public utili-
ties will have no right to decide
who gets any of the power generated
at the federal dams, except that
which each of them inditidually
sells.”

In brief, the contract provides
for the most important right-about-
face of government policy regard-
ing government power in 20 years;
and if Secretary McKay still chal-
lenges this statement, I suggest
that he sub ittos itt
of Congress for thorough investi-
gation.
