Ing toward a “military dictatorship ™

The changes now go into effect

utomatically Monday

There has been no effort to upset
the plan in the Senate

The actual house vote was taken
on a resolution to reject the plan

Only 108 members favored the res-
olutian. by Representative Condon
(D-Calif’, while 234 others, by op-
posing the resolution, supported the
reorganization. A majority of the
full House membership—218 votes—
would have been needed to reject the
plan.

Story Of Drouth-Stricken West Texas

encompasses more than half the!
land area of Texas. [
Area Larger Than New England |

Starting in the high Panhandle-
Pains area, the drouth has burned |
its path westward Into the vast|
cattle ranges of far West Texas
and the rugged Big Bend country|
and southward across the rolling
sheep and goat country to the
“Winter Garden” area and the low-
er Rio Grande Valley. |

It covers an area comparable in
size to the New England and At-
lantic Coast states lying northeast
of a line drawn from Toledo, Ohlo,
to Washington, D. C.

And If a drouth of equal inten-
sity were to hit that northeastern
region, Washington would be pump-
ing its municipal water from pud-
dies left In what had been the|
Potomac, and the New York Cen- |
tral would have crews out shoveling
sand off its tracks so the Twentieth |
Century Limited could get through.
Farmers of Pennsylvania would be
entering their fourth year without
harvesting a crop and dairymen in
New England would be spraying
their shriveled grass with molasses
to tempt their cows to eat the only
avallable fodder.

Dried Grass, Molasses

That's what they are doing now
in the parched rangelands around |
Marfa In the Big Bend country. |

Ranchers, Including Floyd Hen-
derson, M. D. Bryant and Bil] Shur-
ley, have shipped in truck tanks
and rallroad cars full of blackstrap |
molasses. They have sprayed the
molasses on the dry tobas grass
which the cattle usually refuse to
touch. The cattle go after the spray-
ed grass like a kid after a candy.
The grass provides needed rough-
age and the molasses provides nu-
trients

The wrath of the drouth has
been directed at the area around
Plains, Brownfield, Tahoka, Semi-
nole, Lamesa, Gail and Big Spring,
near the point where the southeast |
corner of New Mexico bites into!
Texas

In that sector, the powdery top-
soil has turned crop lands into sand
dunes, blinding sandstorms have
covered highways so deeply with
sand that bulldozers have been
needed to keep the roads open,

trains have been stopped while sand
tracks,
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in September of 1950. During the
last three months only .19 inch
was received, compared to the nor- |
mal of 383 inches for that quarter. |
In 19581 only 10.11 inches and dur- |
ing 1952 only 845 inches fell com- |
pared to the annual normal of 18.21 |
inches. During the first six months |
of this year 230 inches has fallen |
to date compared to the normal of |
822 inches.

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Grass Clippings Used In Compost

(One of a series of ‘articles on

lot to make a neat covering which
will discourage weed growth. They
can be used as & muich i free from
seeds, or to add humus to the sofl.
QGrass clippings are most valuable
a3 a part of a compost pile. Mid-
Jand solls are lacking in humus.
Qrass clippings, dead plants, any
organic materials, even such things
as watermelon rinds, fruit and veg-
etable peelings and tops, will sup-

ply that needed humus when ptop-i
erly prepared. ‘

Humus' in soils is merely decayed |
plant material. Our soil is very por-
ous, water drains through it and
is not retained for use by plants.
Add humus and the water is held
in the upper levels where phm.‘
roots can absorb it. The hot sum-
mer sun bakes our soil making a
hard top crust. Add humus and the |
soil stays loose, enabling roots to!
penetrate

There are many types of humus—
manure, sawdust, péatmoss, leaf-
mold. cottonseed hulls and buck-
wheat hulls. Peatmoss is commonly
used but it has no food value; cot-
tonseed hulls supply numus and
some nitrogen,
Compost Recommended

Both humus and fertility are add-
ed to the soil by the use of com-
post which can be made by the
home gardener at a small expense.
Select a back corner of your proper-

‘ty and make an enclosure of some
lasting material such as redwood,
concrete tile or brick. The size de-
pends on available space; it can be
as large as six feet square, If you

It is usually recommended that the |

The rate of decay depends on |
temperature, type of material and |
water, but you should be able to|
produce two batches of compost a
year, at Jeast. You may add any
leftover fertilizers, manure or other |
similar materials to increase the |
fertility of the compost. A covered
pile will not have an offensive odor.
