Texas Egg Law
Misunderstood

A serlous misunderstanding
apparently has ‘arisen between
some producers and buyers of
eggs on certain points of the
new Texas Egg Law, Agricul-
ture Commissioner John White
sald today.

Reports have reached the Tex-
as Department of Agriculture
that certaln retallers and buyers
have refused to handle eggs
from the small producers with
limited flocks, These buyers have
blamed the Texas Egg Law and
used it as an excuse for not
doing business with the farmer
who wants to sell only two or
three dozen eggs at a time,

“There Is absolutely nothing
in the law that Intefers with or
prohibits  this Jong-standing
business relationship between
any producers and buyers,”
White emphasized. “A retaller
‘clalnr of other egg handlers
cnn purchase any amount of
¢ggs from a producer at any
time.”
| Although the law prohibits the
sale of inedible eggs, this factor
should not jeopardize normal
|egg transactions with either
small or large producers, Com-
| missioner White said.

“Eggs do not have to be grad-
ed”, White pointed out. “Grad-
ing Is not mandatory under the
law at any level of trade. Un-
graded eggs may be sold in the
channels of trade but they must
be plainly marked “ungraded”
on the carton or container,"

White added that it Is more
advantageous to all concerned
if the producers and handlers
do participate in the egg grad-
ing program. Otherwise, high
quality eggs will be sold on an
ungraded basis, sacrificing the

EXCESS WHEAT ACREAGE
The measuring of 1058 wheat
acreage is nearing completion
and all notice of acreage should
be malled soon, Due to the ad-
verse weather conditions in the
pase several months, a large
amount of volunteer wheat has
not been destroyed and must
be classified as wheat. The final
date to destroy all excess wheat
acreage s May 10, 1958, Excess
acreage must be destroyed by
the above date and prior to ma-
turity (headed out). Marketing
cards cannot be issued on over-
