Having boasted ten days
out of 11 where the temp-
erature hit the 80s (through
Wednesday), our area was
primed for at least a light
freeze on Friday morning.

Beet harvest was begun
this week, and the cotton
harvest is expected to begin
very shortly. Some farmers
hdve sprayed their cotton
with "Prep," which will kill
the leaves whether the freeze
does or not. The warm dry
weather of October should
have aided the crop.

A new building is being
constructed as part of a
conservation project for
Eastern New Mexico
University's Blackwater Draw
Site.

The funding and
architectural designs for the
project are being provided
through ENMU, the El Llano
Estacado RC&D area, the
State Historic Preservation
Office and the Highway and
Transportation Environmental
Division. The building will
make it easier for visitors to
view the site and will help
archaeologists by protecting
the excavation from nature's
elements.

Blackwater ‘Draw Site
was discovered in 1932 and
has been escavated off and on
for the last 63 years. The
site exhibits a bone bed that
is important in classic
Paleoindian stratigraphy and
has been accepted as the
earliest culture in North
America, which makes this
site known world-wide. The
Blackwater Draw Clovis Type
Site (oldest) is followed by
Folsom, Portales and Archaic

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cultures which date back from
11,300 to 5,000 years ago.

The Blackwater raw
Site was privately owned
until 1978 when it was
purchased by ENMU. In
1991 it was opened to the
public and visitors can take a
1/4 mile self-guided tour
through a trail with
information signs.

Curator and archaeologist
of the site, Joanne Dickenson,
said, "Our hope for the site is
that we can create a place
that people can feel is a walk
through that time period."

Many of the artifacts from
the site are now housed in
the Blackwater Draw Site
Museum, but eventually they
hope to move the museum
out to the actual site. It will
be valuable for visitors to see
not only what has been
found, but also the
archaeological digging and a
tour of the site in the same
area.

The completion of the
building on the Blackwater
Draw Site is set for March of
